The therapeutic effectiveness of delivered
chemotherapeutics or nucleic acids depends greatly on their successful and efficient delivery to
the target tissue. Therefore, the understanding of different principles of drug and gene delivery
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is necessary and needs to be taken into account according to the specificity of their delivery to
tumors and/or normal tissues.
