He also keeps a constant interest and actively analyzes the issues
that are acute and grateful for scientific contributions such as the transition
to the rule of law and democracy, issues of legislative activity, improving the
functional capacity of the judicial system and the development of civil society and
party system, including problems of direct democracy and social inclusion.

The scientific production of the candidate is notable for his expression skills,
excellent legal writing style, clear and profound explanations and scholarly
conclusions. Ivan Kyosev works in the History of the State and Law, Theory of
Law and legislative practice and protection of human rights with profound
competence and desire to create a valuable academic papers with relevant scientific



contributions which support the system of public governance and defending the
Rule of Law doctrine and it’s actual implications.

Within the competition for appointment of academic position "Associate
professor”" Dr. Ivan Kyosev has submitted for academic review 15 (fifteen)
scientific papers as follows: two monographs and 13 articles and studies published
in recognised scientific journals and collections. Also, summaries of the
publications are presented and a precise and accurate account of the contributions is
prepared. There is a condition foreseen in the ZARRPB the applicant for the
academic title "associate professor" to submit published monographic work or
equivalent publications in specialized scientific journals that do not repeat the
presented for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" .

Inthe submitted publications contain scientific contributions in the field
of History of State and Law, Legal Theory, particularly the theory of legislative
activity (legisprudence) as well as issues of reform of the judiciary and some
important aspects of higher legal education.

The monographic study "State Power and Political Regimes under the Effect of
the Turnovo Constitution” (Sofia, Publishing House “St. Kliment Ohridski”, 2018,
312p.) The paper consists of three chapters and a conclusion. It follows the process
of elaborating the Turnovo Constitution and the building of the new Bulgarian state
after a period of five-centuries interruption of Bulgarian state sovereignty.

Serious contribution of the presented research paper is detailed bibliography
and relevant legal-normative base, relevant and valid to reviewed historical period.

The scientific contributions of the candidate in this monograph paper can be
divided into several directions:

1. lvan Kyosev possesses a solid ability to present and analyze with the arsenal
of modern legal science thelegal and political characteristics of the
first Lex fundamentalis of the new-Bulgarian state - the Turnovo Constitution. The
structure of the Bulgarian supreme legal act is presented in details, with an
emphasis on the inevitable receptions and influences of existing constitutional
models and legal expert opinions. These specifics are highlighted, which turn the



Turnovo Constitution into one of the most democratic and modern constitutions of
the relevant period. In this regard, are thoroughly presented the constitutional
framework of the political rights of the Bulgarians as well as the constitutional
regulation of the of the legislative and executive branches with particular attention
to the status and rulling istruments of the head of state is emphasized. lvan Kyosev
convincingly explains the reasons for the pro-monarchist orientation of the majority
of Bulgarian political formations and their leaders, as well as emphasizing the
important political and social consequences of this political trend .

Serious achievement of the analysis IS
the implementation of the modern scientific legal terminology in the relevant field
of research work , which is an original contribution to the scientific discipline
History of the state and law. Examples of this are the terms "transformative and
regulatory function of the Constitution", "veto actors /players ", "reactive veto
actor", "patronage authority", "Head of state's integrative and communication
function™ , "control function of the National Assembly"” , "dualism of the executive
branch of state governance" , "constitutional nihilism" and a number of others.

The applicant presents a detailed analysis of the competence of the higher state
authorities as regulated by the Supreme legal act. Successfully is presented the
complex functional interaction between the monarch, the parliament and the
government. Some fundamental functions, such as the budgetary and control
function of the National Assembly and the role of the monarch as the
dominant veto player in political life, are outlined .

2 . The candidate possesses and demonstrates the skills to delve into, to consider
and deeply, thoroughly understand historical midst and leading events, deploying
them in the relevant socio-political context and emphasizingthe most
essential features and trends. In this way the historical facts are arranged and
become possible to highlight the leading phenomena and tendencies and to reveal
their essence . These analytical skills of the candidate are of particular importance
in the development of fundamental legal-political topics that intertwine complex
and determinant geopolitical processes with local national interests and problems



and set the course for the development of the historical process for decades to
come. In developing the topic, the candidate has succeeded in combining the
analysis of the Bulgarian political reality with the dynamic processes and
phenomena in the field of the global international political field.

Specific examples in this regard are the analysis of the process of elaboration of
the Turnovo Constitution and multidimensional influences that guide it (pp. 7-22),
presentation of the work of the first Bulgarian governments, the governance of
prince Alexander Batemberg and complex geopolitical game that accompanies
it (p. 97- 111); the Foreign and Internal Policy of the Governments of Stefan
Stambolov (p. 125- 138 ) and Konstantin Stoilov (p.138 - 156), personal regime of
Tsar Ferdinand Saxe-Coburg (p. 183-241), the governance of BZNS (Bulgarian
People’s Agriculture Union) and its strategic foreign policy moves (pp. 242-
255), military coup d’Etat of May 19, 1934, and the authoritarian political regime
of Tsar Boris Il (pp. 275-295) . Enhanced attention is paid to the analysis of the
specifics of the political regimes in which there are authoritarian tendencies and
distortions of the constitutionally established legal order , and a number of eloquent
examples from the field of real policy and legislative activity are given in support
of the authors. The candidate grounded argues that every managerial decision and
action that violate these established constitutional  principles and  specific
constitutional provisions lead to serious long-term negative consequences for the
Bulgarian state and the Bulgarian society to national catastrophes and wreck the
ideal of national unity.

In the course of the exhibition of historical events, lvan Kyosev has managed
to outline the vast and multi-layered political context in which the interests of the
Great World Powers and the Balkan neighbors of Bulgaria intertwine and the work
on the realization of the main task - the unification of the Bulgarian nation into a
united state . At the same time, the monograph devotes serious attention to the
processes of Europeanization and modernization, the development of the Bulgarian
economic system, in particular the industrial production and the transport
infrastructure. Great emphasis is placed on the key to this historical period railway



construction and systematic work of Bulgarian governments in securing control
over the national rail network and rolling transport stock during the historical
period have substantial state-maintaining function and are an important indicator of
the existence of a sovereign foreign policy .

Strong attention is paid to the analysis of the emerging Bulgarian party system
and its leading representatives, with the emergence of characteristic trends and
models. The candidate has been able to capture and present the dynamics and
complex backbone of political life, often influenced by foreign policy factors and
interests, as well as the peculiarities of party building, as well as outlining some
symptomatic phenomena that are extremely negative to government. Typical trends
are the lack of inter-party democracy, the sharp and destructive political conflicts,
the misuse of public funds and resources, the harmfull service to foreign interests,
the lack of continuity in the transmission of state governance, the lack of a common
strategy and the generally accepted national priorities that are actually and
consistently implemented .

3. Serious contributions are made by the candidate in analyzing the legislation
of the new Bulgarian state and its transformational and social functions. In this
connection, should be outlined these parts of the work devoted to the construction
of the legislation of the new Bulgarian state, as well as the legislative activity under
the government of Stefan Stambolov, Konstantin Stoilov, and the mandate of the
leading party BZNS and the specific legislative base created after the coup d'état of
19 May 1934, when there is examples of the breach into constitutionally
established order of government, drastic ignorance of parliamentarian democracy
and governing through ordinances-laws .

Here should be highlighted presentation and analysis of the legal framework of
the judicial system of the new Bulgarian state and its structure (pp. 63- 84), the
development of modern Bulgarian criminal law, the process of establishing legal
sectors and inevitable in this case the reception from foreign legislative models
with  their basic principles and specific regulations and normative
structures. The special attention is paid to the applicant concerning the legislative



activity of the government of Konstantin Stoilov. During this period, the foundation
of modern tax legislation stands out, which the candidate presents with a number of
introduced normative acts. The foundations of the Bulgarian criminal
legislation (the Criminal Statute of 1896) are laid out and a durable model of the
punitive policy of the state is set, followed throughout the period of operation of the
Turnovo Constitution. Also an important part of the study the applicant presents the
legislative policy of the government of Konstantin Stoilov on the stimulation and
protection of the Bulgarian economic system and in particular the Statute for the
Promotion of the Local Industry from 1894, whose creation highlights the serious
contribution and the statehood of the Minister of Finance Ivan Ev. Geshov. A
number of significant legislative measures have been highlighted, leading to real
beneficial consequences for the development of the Bulgarian industry and
economic system, which seriously contribute to the transformation of Bulgaria into
a leading force in the European Southeast.

Serious contributions have been made to the presentation of the legislative work
of the Bulgarian People’s Agrarian Union (BZNS)- p. 242-252 when, with a
number of legal measures, the government has sought to overcome the
consequences of the national catastrophe after the end of World War 1, to alleviate
the situation of the poor and the needy to limit speculation in food and raw
materials and to protect and stimulate the Bulgarian economic system. In this
regard, the candidate analyzes the legislative policy of the government of BZNS
and in particular the Satute for the labor-agricultural property (1921), the Statute
for grains production’ trade (1921), The Statute of labor duty from 1920.

In summary, the candidate shows an in-depth knowledge of Bulgarian political
life from the analyzed historical period, the legal and historical context, the leading
geopolitical processes and trends, demonstrates a well-developed and clear
scientific style of expression and argues convincingly. Serious contribution of the
monograph is also the consistently maintained patriotic vector in the direction
to protection of the Bulgarian national interests and independent development of
the state and civil society. The work presented here will undoubtedly serve at a



useful educational instrument for the students’ and cultivating an appeal to the
prominent leaders of Bulgaria, and to maintain interest in the discipline Bulgarian
state and law.

The recommendations which can be raised to the applicant, are associated with
the relevant legal-historical matter. The work would benefit from even
more serious analysis of the normative-regulatory framework of the new Bulgarian
state and, in particular, the follow-up of the complex processes of reception of
foreign legislative models. The issue of the influence of heads of state as veto
players in the process of current governance and foreign policy and in strategic
decision-making can also be further developed. An inevitable aspect of this issue is
the addition of even more specific details and peculiarities of the political behavior
of some of the leaders in the sphere of state governance and party building which
shape the specific aspect of Bulgarian political life during the period of the
establishment of the new Bulgarian statehood.

As a second research presented at the competition appears the monograph "A
Theory of rational and humane legislation” (Sofia, PH "St.. Kliment Ohridski",
2019, 255p.) This work is a theory of legislative policy by which Ivan Kyosev sets
the model and the criteria for the creation of perfect normative acts in the rule of
law and by competent public institutions. Here is revealed the experience gained by
the candidate in the real legislative practice as an expert at the Legal Committee of
the 40th National Assembly.

In order to uncover the relevant historical context, the applicant presents a broad-
based legal- historical analysis of the ideas and regulatory models for regulation
and protection . Considerable attention is paid to the New Age period and to the
essential inalienable principles of social governance. In developing the topic,
the author is based on two guiding principles - rationality and humanity, and
their legal and legal and political implications . A serious original contribution by
the author is the careful follow-up and analysis of the law-making processes in the
New Age and the reasoned justification of the emergence and consolidation of the
democratic and the rule of law and the development of a free and solid civil society



(pp. 49-90). Here the applicant's ability to understand the complex historical
context, the scale and dynamics of the phenomena and processes studied, and to
highlight the most important laws and trends, as well as the ability to present clear
and well-founded conclusions, is clearly demonstrated here. These skills are of
particular importance in the research and teaching of the subject field History of the
State and Law and more in the field of socio-political issues.

Serious  scientific  contribution of the applicantis  formulating
the original definition of rational and humane legislation to serve as a criterion for
assessing the legislative acts. Thus the existing theoretical formulation assists as a
scientific matrix to all legal branches and actual legislative practice.

Candidate's contribution is the presentation and analysis of the tools to build
perfect legal-normative  regulations:  legal-logical means, system and
functional methods, as well as the factors contributing to the creation of a rational
and humane legislation- morality, public and professional ethics. Here | would like
to highlight as important merits of the candidate the emphasis on the issues of
morality and its varieties, which are crucial for building and maintaining
democratic and public order under the principles of Rule of Law, which
are traditionally underestimated in scientific papers and in the actual legal and
political practice. Also the candidate highlights often overlooked, but
fundamental issues concerning the tools of formal logic and modal logic during the
law-making process as a high-priority ruling activity.

Along with the submitted separate monographs and the applicant has presented
papers and articles on acute issues of state governance and functioning of the
modern Etat de Droit. Serious contributions are registered with regard to
the topic of raising the functional capacity and integrity of the staff in the Bulgarian
judicial system. Here I would point out the publications "The Judiciary in the
modern and Democratic State"- In: E-journal Jus romanum -
www . iusromanum . eu, Ne Il lusticia, 2015 and "Independence and Effectiveness
of the Judiciary - Principles, Problems, Solutions” (academic study) -
In: www .challengingthelaw . com (professional legal site ), July 2015. The
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applicant's contribution is that he formulates a number of concrete proposals on the
necessary reforms with a view to improving the functioning of the system and
achieving a satisfactory level of efficiency. Subsequently, some of these proposals
were adopted and actually introduced into the regulatory framework for the work of
the judiciary.

Normally, the applicant's professional development in several developments
shows his interest in the field of higher law education . Here | would like to point
out the publications "Legal Education in the Transition Period" - Scientific Report
on the National Conference on Legal Education, Sofia, 2013. In: E-Journal "Legal
Education” www . legaleducation . eu), where the analysis of the state and
perspectives of the higher education in the Republic of Bulgaria was carried out as
well as the article "Academic practice on General Theory of Law- Responsibility
and Challenge"— In: Contemporary Law Magazine, Ne 1, 2007, pp. 66-
74. In this article the candidate presents the principles, methodologies and some
more important problems in working with the freshman students who enter the
complex and multi-layered matter of the legal disciplines. Fully justified Ivan
Kyosev emphasizes the need to develop individual legal thinking and utilization of
specific legal terminology, so as to ensure the entry of students in the field of
special and fundamental legal disciplines and utilization of relevant and
binding array of knowledge to enable for their successful implementation in legal
practice.

The teaching, scientific and expert activities of Dr. lvan Kyosev are in full
compliance with the terms of the competition for the appointment of the academic
position Associate professor. They are in compliance with the requirements of the
relevant legal framework- ZRARS and the Regulations for the implementation of
the ZARRPB. The candidate possesses the potential and skills of a qualified social
scientist and a respected talented lecturer. I firmly believe that taking the academic
position "Associate professor" is a necessary step in his professional and
