Summaries in English

1. Summary of the book by Associate Professor Maria Pirgova
"Problem Fields in Political Science™

Sofia, "St. Kliment Ohridski™ University Press, 2018, 253 p.

The monograph presents main theoretical fields in political science as examined in
dynamic and interdisciplinary perspective. The leading aim of the theoretical approach in the
work is finding its relation with practical politics. The monograph is oriented to the changes
in the cognitive attitudes of professional political scientists and citizens interested in the
political. Through it they assume opportunities for comprehension, analysis and orientation in
the complex political processes of the 21% century at the levels of human interrelations, nation
states and global communities, with the help of the most important concepts describing them.

The monograph is subjected to a unified view of the author about the character of
power and politics. According to this view, power represents an asymmetrical relation of
inequality which is “moved” by factors such as will and interest, manifested always in a
public environment, functions through institutions and organizations, finds its most stable
form in the state and experiences its most serious challenge in the processes of globalization.
As an object of the monograph is chosen the political reality while as its subject matter serve
the main debatable problem fields emerging in the course of the above described process of
realization of power. These problem fields are conceptualized as concepts in the framework of
political science and are studies as such. This view is coherently reasoned in the distinct
chapters of the monograph with concrete authors and historical examples.

In the beginning, an answer is given to the questions of the objective character of power
relations and the government of society through power and political relations. The role of
inequalities and will in power relations and the political process is analyzed. Power and
strength fields in society are differentiated.



Political regulation is presented as one of the forms of social regulation. It is explained
through the biological, transforming and social essence of the human which is reflected in
their self-consciousness. The author approaches the formation of the political sphere
anthropologically and explains the differences in regulatory mechanisms in society. The
political regulation is historically formed and follows the development of state social forms
until the era of global phenomena.

The author shows politics as the interest of people to live together as a consequence to the
social nature of the human. Functions of politics are related to the economic sphere, division
of labour and the necessity of negotiating the exchange of goods and activities. Politics
possesses integrating, socializing, mobilizing functions and plays a pivotal role in maintaining
the security of people at the levels of their existence.

The understanding of contemporary democracy is extended in several chapters concerning the
state, the institutions and the modern representation. They are followed by a detailed analysis
of the democratic state, the legal state and the welfare state. As parts of the theories of
democracy, concepts of political system, civil society and political ideologies figure out.

A special emphasis in the monograph is put on the global processes. The author consistently
applies the political science approach to global phenomena while comparing and
distinguishing it from other approaches in social sciences. It enables the introduction of
political logic in professional analyses of political processes. The global processes are
subjected to political power while the latter itself is exposed to the pressure of technological
and social phenomena specific for the global era.

Our contemporaneity is characterized by transitional trends in the international order whose
foundation is laid by the nation states. The probability of transition from unipolar to
multipolar world is analyzed. Modern structures such as the nation state and its institutions are
gradually transformed in inter-state institutions or regional unions which carry out the trend of
turning into centres of the multipolar world. The role of political regulations is increasing
which in turn raises the price of political knowledge and thinking.

2. Summary of the article by M. Pirgova "The Liberal Context and the
Liberal Imbalance of Political Ideologies"

., Politics and Security”, vol.1, 2/2017, pp. 58-80

The article is devoted to the contemporary discussion about the role of ideology, the left and
right orientations in ideological diversity. Modern democracy is implemented as a pluralistic
mechanism with political parties serving as the main political actors which form the political
power while ideologies stand out as motivator of political action.



The author considers ideology as a central construct of the mass consciousness, defining the
identification of large groups in society and their mobilization in the name of political causes.
The analysis dwells on the emergence of ideologies in the 18th and 19th centuries, which
protect the republic, the citizen and the free economic actor.

In modern science and especially in political practice, it is rarely underlined that political
ideologies have a liberal basis. Liberalism is at the heart of the modern nation state, which is
built around ideas of legal freedom, protection of human rights and equality between people,
protection of market economy, protection of minority interests and other liberal values. The
political principle of classical liberalism is the strong state that, through the institutions,
ensures the functioning of liberal values. Liberal ideology gets pluralized by developing its
values on the one hand to the left-wing spectrum, on the welfare plane, and on the other, to
the right conservative state order.

The center of the article is the analysis of various historical trends of violation of the liberal
balance in contemporary developed countries — both from left and right.

The contemporary liberal imbalance is the result of neoliberalism that threatens modern
democracy in social and legal terms. The established monetarist financial ideologemes as
well as the lack of control over financial institutions have prioritized financial capitalism over
the industrial one. It came about a denial of the social constituent of liberal ideology. The
need for the development of social-democratic as well as conservative values on the classic
liberal basis is becoming increasingly topical.

3. Summary of Part of the Collection ""Parliament as a Subject of Contemporary
Bulgarian Foreign Policy - Constitutional and Institutional Framework', authors
M.Pirgova and B.Popivanov

The Decade of Transition and Change. Foreign Policy and Security Issues ". Editors G.
Genovy A. Georgiev, Sofia, 2013, p. 91-105, Chapter 1, Part 6.

The issue of the role of the National Assembly in the formation and conduct of the
foreign policy of Bulgaria is not fully and systematically studied. Even less research has been
made on the matter after Bulgaria joined the European Union.

The text argues that the National Assembly of the Republic Bulgaria occupies an
important place as a foreign policy actor in three aspects — through the Constitution, through
the national and international institutional framework, and through the importance of
parliament in building foreign policy consensuses. Chronologically, the legislatures were
examined in the mandates of the 38th, 39th, 40th and 41st Ordinary National Assemblies.
Foreign policy is considered as part of national security. The authors analyze the Concept of

National Security of 1998 and the National Security Strategy of 2011.They emphasize that the
formation of a national policy on national security and international relations is the
responsibility of the National Assembly, the Council of Ministers and the President.

The article research specific cases about the decisions of the Bulgarian Parliament to
send Bulgarian troops abroad both before and after Bulgaria joined NATO. Some of the
decisions have been re-examined by the Constitutional Court. According to it, since 2004, the
Council of Ministers has the prerogative to send Bulgarian contingents abroad while
performing allied duties.

The text analyzes the forms of participation of the Bulgarian Parliament in the
Parliamentary assemblies of the Organization for Black Sea Economic Cooperation, the Euro-
Mediterranean Parliamentary Assembly, the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of
Europe, the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe, NATO, the Inter-
parliamentary Assembly on Orthodoxy, the Inter-Parliamentary Union and others.

A separate part is devoted to inter-parliamentary relations within the framework of
European integration processes, EU membership and NATO membership. Membership in
NATO and the EU are the two pillars around which is formed the Bulgarian foreign policy
consensus since the democratic changes.

4. Summary of the article by Maria Pirgova ""Parliamentarianism and the
Left in the Bulgarian Transition*

Published in "Studies on the History of Socialism in Bulgaria. The Transition, Volume 3, in
L. Kaneva, M. Mizov and E. Kandilarov (eds.), S., Friedrich Ebert Foundation and Center for
Historical and Political Science Studies, 2011, pp.128-145.

The article examines some problems of Bulgarian parliamentary development after the
democratic changes in 1989. Emphasis is placed on the influence of the Bulgarian Left,
presented by the Bulgarian Socialist Party (BSP), in tracing the main characteristics of
political change, as well as the consequences of the adopted legislative decisions.

The author maintains that the BSP's view of "reforms above" dominates the central phases of
the transition process. This view marks a strategy of gradual consecutive actions consistent
with the requirements of constitutional order and political continuity. Historical examples are
available. In critical moments, BSP prefers to give up the executive, but to preserve the
normal work of the parliament. The search for social stability for the left goes through the
pursuit of parliamentary stability. Forms of pressure outside the parliament (for example the
strike of the 39's) are responded with parliamentary approaches.
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A consciously chosen course as the one outlined in this article allows for the development of
modernization and Europeanisation of the party itself. Along with that, parliamentarianism
plays an important role in guaranteeing the peaceful nature of the Bulgarian transition.

During the transition the Bulgarian Socialists gave priority to parliamentarianism. It is also
the main argument and instrument for incorporating the Bulgarian left into international
formats of interaction, becoming a factor in the EU and in the contemporary foreign policy of
Bulgaria.

At the same time, the work also addresses several major shortcomings of the parliamentary
policies of the BSP. These include underestimating the constitutional framework,
unconvincing coalitions, and the compromising ideological line.

5. Summary of the article by M. Pirgova ""Problems of the Legal State in
Bulgaria™

Published in ,, Political Research ”, no. 1/2, 2010, pp. 111-124, reviewed edition

The article deals with the problems of the legal state in Bulgaria in the traditions of European
law and the Bulgarian Constitution of 1991. The legal state is not just its legislation, it is the
process of applying the laws and generally accepted norms in the state, as well as the
legitimacy of the state in the elaboration and application of the relevant legal instruments. In
this sense, the legal state is both a legal and a political concept.

The author discusses the problems of the legal state Bulgaria in terms of some
underdeveloped modern relations in Bulgaria at the beginning of the 21st century, which
generate legal nihilism. Parts of the article contain an analysis of the problems of the agrarian
reform in Bulgaria after 1989 and the inability of private property to be enacted through
comprehensive legal regulation.

As a serious problem of the legal state emerges the political privatization, which largely
eliminates the authority of the law and the order of law in the transition. A problem of the
legal state is that the state can not secure the citizens' social rights. This makes immigration
one of the serious life outcomes for the working population in Bulgaria. The unjust
redistribution of ownership at the time of privatization forms the Bulgarian oligarchic
catching-up capitalism in global conditions.

Against the backdrop of the emergence of huge economic inequalities, Bulgaria seeks to settle
relations through the modern constitutional legal model. But there are also new non-state
actors on the global scene.
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Characteristic of the Bulgarian transition is that regulation passes not through the legal state
but through the political power that respects the legal norms to varying degrees. Most often
political power is dominant and the legal state remains a still not fully realized model.

6. Summary of the article by M.Pirgova ""The National Ideal and the
National Interest in the Global Era""

Published in "The National Interest in Bulgarian Politics", S., Paradigma, 2009, p.81-90.

The article examines two opposing processes in Eastern Europe, incl. Bulgaria, after the end
of the Cold War - the purposeful formation of institutions of modern liberal democracies and
the integration of countries into global economic relations and supranational political
structures. Discussions are developing about the place and role of the nation state, national
idea and national interest.

In this article the national ideal is perceived as the social prosperity of a community of
citizens organized into a nation state, which in turn adapts itself to global conditions.

Modern representation is going through a serious crisis. Traditional party values are
reformulated and strong ideological quakes are experienced. Under these conditions the
author considers that European reality gradually transforms the nation state into an
administrative unit of a larger supranational community. This is a natural process triggered by
state-of-the-art technology trends. But the gradual penetration of higher administrative power
in national institutions is not about losing a national identity.

Adequate political behavior requires a reformulation of national interest in global conditions.
The author formulates this interest as an effective participation in political decision making at
supranational levels and incorporating them in the national culture and interests of Bulgaria.

The author sees a prerequisite for realization of this interest in the completion of an effective
Bulgarian political and administrative system, coupled with democratic procedures, separation
of powers and an effective judiciary system.

7. Summary of the article by M.Pirgova "On the Methodological
Approaches to Globalization"'

Globalization as a phenomenon requires an interdisciplinary approach. Every social science
produces its own discourse on multi-directional social processes. This gives rise to a number
of methodological approaches, interdisciplinary methods and even to many eclectic analytical
schemes. In the article the author tries to typify the widely used social methodologies -
modernist, economic, information technologic, technologic-utopian, philosophical,
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sociological, socio-anthropological, ecological, demographic and political ones. Researchers
are not limited to one of these approaches, they often work in an interdisciplinary way, but
most of them follow a leading methodological strand. By revealing the most important
features of the different approaches of key authors, it is possible to structure the scientific
debate.

Many of the emblematic figures view globality through the prism of the modern age. Typical
examples are Paul Kennedy, Huntington, Fukuyama, Brzezinski. The economic approach
treats a free market economy as a driver of globalization and sees the prospect of the global
world in financial markets without borders. The sociological approach proposes a new
stratification on the basis of free movement and introduces the conceptual dichotomy of
globality-locality. The information and technologic approach is a transient type between
postcapitalist and global theories best represented by Peter Drucker. Views in this direction
highlight information processes and the insufficiency of modern institutions in copin with
economic expansion. The technologic-utopian approach views globalization as a perspective
of a more humane world due to increased opportunities for integration and cooperation
between societies and peoples. The aim is to overcome neoliberal globalism and to achieve
democratic globalization with "human face". The authors in this direction are mostly
concerned with the theories of transformation of societies at the end of the 20th century.
Philosophical theories look at fundamental changes in the way the universe is comprehending
time and space.

The author emphasizes the political approach that seeks to regulate the otherwise uncontrolled
economic processes of globalization. The most important of conclusions is that the logic of
globalization is political one - the bridge between the modern and the global era are the
modern institutions which by transforming themselves provide the opportunity for
governability of the world.
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
