Their content
relevance and innovation in the search for integrated approaches and solutions to the
studied phenomenon are indisputable. They are concentrated around the discussed
section, namely the possibilities of digital educational technologies to increase the
quality and effectiveness of education. In this section there are several separate
focuses of research, thematic centers, each of which brings certain scientific and
practical contributions.

This closes a single cycle between theory - practice - a renewed theory, mediated by
research, which ensures the improvement of both - the theory and the practice of
integrating technology into teaching. In this aspect we can look at the main work of
D. Danov - "Media literacy — experience reconsidered" (IMS, Sofia, 2020, ISBN-
978-054-07-4912-9). This paper mainly discusses the problematic areas related to the
content of this type of literacy. I see it as a new, rethought concept, especially the
ideas that Danov develops after the defense of his doctorate (doctor of science)

The discussion on the content and importance of media literacy and the resulting
competencies and skills is caused mainly by the lack of sufficient clarity on its very
nature and possibilities. At the same time, the number of political documents
(international and national) calling for the inclusion of this literacy in various forms
and in various subjects of compulsory education, as well as in the requirements for
holding positions in more and more professions is constantly increasing. work
author).

Apart from information and communication technologies, the author focuses on
media literacy and its implications on the development of critical thinking and
participation in public life through the media. It is also interesting to interpret that
media literacy as a creator, but also as a product of media pedagogy - something very
new from the point of view of the overall development of science as theory and
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practice — and allows us to talk about digital natives and digital immigrants.
(immigrants in digital culture).

This direction in D. Danov's scientific research is also supported by the study
"European Media Coach Initiative as a Tool for the Development of Media Literacy
in Bulgaria" (published in the Annual book of the Faculty of Educational Studies and
the Arts, ed. Ts. Kolarova, IMS, Sofia , 2020, ISSN 2683-1074, pp. 123-142). The
study analyzes data based on project research, which summarizes that in the last
thirty years the Bulgarian media market has changed significantly, although the key
technological, economic and social transformations in this case do not contribute to
the higher quality of media production and content.

The analysis of the media environment (according to D. Danov's research, reflected
in his publications numbered for this competition as 3.1, 3.2, 3.3, 3.10) shows the
growing need to increase the level of media literacy among the whole Bulgarian
society: on the one hand - as a way to successfully counteract the current negative
trends , on the other - as an opportunity to use the advantages that the modern digital
media environment offers, and on the third - as a means of ensuring upward personal
and professional development.

All this leads to the need to create a sustainable model for the development of media
literacy, which in itself requires an in-depth analysis of some of the main social and
demographic characteristics related to its choice and specifics.

Another direction in the works of D. Danov is the educational search in the context of
transformation of the educational space, according to the new realities.

In his monograph "Digitalization and Education - Innovation, Creativity and
Interculturalism" (ISU, Sofia, 2020, ISBN 978-954-07) he touches on education in
the XXI century, which promotes a type of classroom oriented to the students in need
and seeking the most -already joint project-based training. The teacher serves as a
"side guide", a facilitator of learning. Instead of focusing on the content included in a
specific textbook, students can now compose learning content through their own
research.

Instead of working in isolation to find answers on the pages of a book, students can
now work together within their class or with other people completely unknown to
them, thousands of miles away.

Along with the active application of interactive tools and materials, Danov shares his
concepts about another modern goal of education - its liberation from all kinds of
prejudices, stereotypes, biases and discrimination, characteristic of different cultures
at different stages of their development.

This is reflected in publication 3.8 and according to the author is among the main
directions in which modern education should develop.



Contributions and citations

The contributions that Danail Danov brings out to with his scientific works and
publications are presented in the author's reference. I fully agree with the
contributions mentioned by the candidate.

As for the citations of the candidate, their value is obvious with a reference to Danail
Danov’s presentation in both national and international databases, where he is often
cited by numerous researchers in this field.

Teaching and project activity

Regarding the teaching activity of Danail Danov, it exceeds the requirements covered
by this competition. The disciplines he teaches present the academic awareness and
competencies of the candidate to synergize knowledge from different scientific fields.
For the needs of the academic departments Danail Danov teaches at, i.e. Faculty of
Educational Studies and the Arts, faculty of Journalism and Mass Communications
and Faculty of Classical and Modern Philology, he has developed - in Bulgarian and
English - a series of theoretical courses, including: "Media Studies", "Journalistic
genres and formats", "New Media", "Information and communication technologies in
training and work in digital environment "," Media pedagogy ", “Writing for the
Media”, “History and Theory of Public Relations”, “Project Work™, “21st Century
Skills”, “Media Literacy”, “Inclusive Learning” and “Effective Communication and
Leadership”.

A reference at “The Authors" Portal presents detailed information related to his
participation as a guest lecturer in various prestigious Bulgarian and foreign
institutions. He has participated in national and international scientific forums such
as: Conference on Media Literacy, 2018, Cyprus, Annual Meeting of Media Literacy
Researchers, Sofia, 2018, Winter School of Media Literacy, 2019, the Netherlands,
International Conference on Communication and Education, Sofia, 2019,
International Conference on Media Literacy, Lisbon, 2019, Annual Meeting of the
Coalition on Media Literacy, 2019.

The scientific activity of Danail Danov is also reflected upon at Sofia University "St.
Kliment Ohridski" data-bases where he is referred to in numerous occassions: 18
participations and/or leading positions in project activities. The submitted reference
has also registered 31 scientific manuals of excellently defended doctoral students
and graduates of different nationalities. 9 translated books and materials are also
mentioned.

Danov is the editor of two refereed editions, scientific compilations, textbooks,
teaching aids and more. Definitely the scientific and teaching activity of Assoc. Prof.
Danail Danov is very rich and diverse - it interprets current problems in the reality of
modern education.
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In conclusion:

After getting acquainted with the materials and scientific works presented by Danail
Danov for this competition, my analysis of their scientific and practical significance
makes me conclude that he deserves to be granted the academic position of Professor.
Hence, I would recommend the members of this Scientific Jury to prepare a report-
proposal. to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts,
Sofia University, to approve him at the academic position of “Professor” of Sofia
University, in the professional field 1.2. Pedagogy (Media pedagogy)
