Prof. Dr. Neda Zlatinova Balkanska from the
Department of Special Education at the Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts of Sofia

University.

1. General presentation of the materials in the competition.

By order Ne PD 38-475 of 02.10.2020 of the Rector of Sofia University | am included as a
member of the scientific jury in a competition for the academic position of “professor" in the field of
higher education 1. Pedagogical/Educational sciences, professional field 1.2. Pedagogy/Education
(Special Education). Only one candidate has submitted documents for participation in the announced
competition: Assoc. Prof. Dr. Neda Balkanska.

| got acquainted in detail and thoroughly with all the materials presented in the competition in
electronic way, and | can say that they are fully compliant with all the legal requirements and with the
specific requirements of Sofia University. The set of materials is well organized and includes a variety
of documents and evidence in the form of references, certificates, diplomas, declarations, separation
protocols, reviews and recommendations, entirely related to the competition.

The distribution of scientific papers/publications according to the language in which they are
written is as follows: 30 in Bulgarian and 1 in English language in a Bulgarian journal. From all 31
publications for participation in the competition:

* 15 are co-authored,

* 16 are independent.

All 31 publications have already been published, and this also applies to publication HT9, which
is stated to be in print, but at the time of its review, it has already been published. Separation protocols
are attached for all co-authored publications, clearly showing the percentage and amount of personal

and individual participation of the candidate in them. | accept for review all 31 scientific papers.
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The candidate Assoc. Prof. Neda Balkanska participates in the competition with a total of 31
scientific papers, of which:

* 2 monographs,

* 1 studio,

* 5 scientific articles in Bulgarian language,

* 12 papers / articles published in conference proceedings,

* 11 textbooks, teaching materials, and manuals.

2. Brief biographical data about the candidate.

Assoc. Prof. Neda Balkanska graduated in special education at Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski” in 1992 with specialties in education of hearing impaired, and speech therapy.

In the period 1992-1995 she worked as a hearing and speech rehabilitator in the special school
for hearing impaired students in Sofia.

In 1995 she became a full-time assistant at Sofia University "St. KI. Ohridski. She was promoted
to senior assistant in 1997 and to head assistant in 2001. She defended her doctoral dissertation (PhD)
in 2003 (recognized by the Higher Evaluation Commission-VAK). In 2010 she was elected associate
professor (VAK).

Since 2019, after an election, she is heading the Department of Special Education and Speech
Therapy at the Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts at Sofia University (now Department of
Special Education).

From all the above, the consistent growth of N. Balkanska in her academic career is clear and

evident. Her academic growth and career development is smooth, fully justified and well planned.

3. Characteristics of the candidate's activity.
3.1. Compliance with minimum national requirements.

From the attached reference for fulfillment of the minimum national requirements, it is evident
that Assoc. Prof. N. Balkanska has:

* 50 points on indicator A,

* 100 on indicator B,

* 297.5 according to indicator G,

* 585 on indicator D,

* 378 by indicator E

I.e. the total number of points is 1445.5 in comparison to required 550 points.

There is full coverage of the minimum national requirements and even a significant excess in
some indicators. | agree with all the values declared.

3.2. Educational activities of the candidate.
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In regard with the educational activities of the candidate as evidence are attached various
references, including:

¢ Information on the indicators under Art. 122, for the teaching and research activity, from which
it becomes clear that the candidate is teaching more than 10 classes in bachelor's degree in
Special Education and in Speech Therapy both for full-time and part-time students. From the
same information it becomes also clear that N. Balkanska has three doctoral students in
Bulgarian and English languages, who have already successfully defended their doctoral
dissertations, as well as she is the current supervises of five others. The candidate was a
participant in over 30 scientific juries, and in this regard orders for participation in them are
additionally attached. She has participated in eight different research projects, in most of them
as an expert or trainer. The same document shows the participation of N. Balkanska in various
expert and working groups and other scientific teams, many of them at the Ministry of
Education and Science.

e Information on the academic employment of the candidate from the Academic Department of
Sofia University for the period 2015-2020, which shows that for a five-year period Assoc.
prof. Balkanska has a large curricular and extracurricular duties, load and commitment, in all

five years far above the required.

Evidence is also attached in the form of a certificate for participation in training in PECS, for
English language proficiency, for completed training type in-service training at Sofia University in
e-learning and distance learning.

A number of other documents are also attached: from publishing house Prosveta, from the
Ministry of Education, from the National Association of the Resource Teachers, official notes for
participation in editorial boards, certificates and many more. Of all the attached documents, the great
commitment and activity of N. Balkanska in various fields and aspects of the university life of Sofia
University, as well as participation in various activities and projects of the Ministry of Education and
Science, becomes clear, and this definitely makes a very good impression.

3.3. Scientific and publishing activity of the candidate.
The candidate participates in the competition with a total of 31 publications. Thematically, | would
group them as follows:
» Group 1 — publications dedicated to the assessment of children and students with hearing
impairments — a total of 4 publications: HT4, HT9, HT12 and HT21,
» Group 2 — publications related to the education of children and students with hearing
impairments, various therapies applied to them, including their inclusive education — a total of
11 publications, including the two monographs — HT1, HT2, HT3, HT5, HT10, HT11, HT13,
HT15, HT16, HT18 and HT19;
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» Group of 3 — publications aimed at students — 2 in number: HT6 and HT7;

» Group 4 — publications related to the life, activity and contributions of persons important for
the education of hearing impaired — 2 in number: HT8 and HT20;

» Group 5 — publications dedicated to parents — 2 in number: HT14 and HT17,

» Group 6 — materials for the teacher: a book for the teacher, and teaching resources for students

with hearing impairment — 10 in number — the remaining NT.

I will start by reviewing the publications belonging to group 2, which includes the two
monographs:

The first monograph (HT1), which has the character of a habilitation thesis, is "The Montessori
method and the inclusive educational environment: scientific statements, therapeutic techniques and
modern perspectives”, was published in 2020 by the publishing house "Phenomenon™. It is 231 pages
long. This is a contemporary and significant publication with a theoretical focus, consisting of 4
chapters. The first chapter introduces the concept of inclusive education and the start of the Montessori
method. The second chapter makes an in-depth description of this method, paying attention in separate
paragraphs to various elements of the method, including the importance of children's movement,
grasping objects, climbing and coordination of movements, as well as the role of the teacher. The third
chapter focuses on the application of the Montessori method in early childhood in order to develop
independence, as well as discusses the organization of the environment in terms of the needs of
children between 3 to 6 years of age. Chapter 4 describes the sensory materials used in the Montessori
training and focuses on the areas of teaching, including language, reading, writing, mathematical
knowledge and skills for independent life. Particularly useful, in my opinion, are pp. 174-199, which
describe reading and writing in great detail and emphasize and characterize Montessori's specific
concept of teaching writing before reading. The monograph is well illustrated with color images for a
better understanding of its basic concepts. | believe that this monograph is a valuable addition to the
current trend for revision in the contemporary conditions of the views of M. Montessori in the
educational practice and is a very successful attempt for a modern review of this classical theory.

The second monograph (HT2) is entitled "Inclusion of the child with hearing impairment in the
educational environment: from scientific evidence to practical solutions™ and is co-authored with A.
Trosheva-Assenova. It was published in 2014. Here N. Balkanska is the author of 7 chapters: first,
third, fourth, fifth, sixth, eighth and twelfth, and only they will be reviewed. The first chapter describes
the anatomy of the hearing sense, the causes of hearing impairment and the types of hearing
impairments, which are presented according to the contemporary views and classifications. The third
chapter makes a very good comparison of the development of the auditory behavior in typically
developing children on the one hand, and those with impaired hearing on the other, which may well

guide practitioners to what is the typical development of auditory behavior and what are its features in
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hearing impaired. Chapter four describes the ways to assess and evaluate the hearing — from
audiological and educational point of view, and offers a modern classification of the hearing disorders.
Chapter five provides a good overview of the special technical aids — auditory, visual and tactile,
which can be successfully used in the educational process in children with hearing impairment.
Chapter 6 describes the integrated and inclusive education for hearing impaired children and students,
and describes some best practices for promoting social and academic integration in the mainstream
school. Chapter Eight offers a description of the school environment for the needs of children with
hearing impairments and the use of special technical aids in the regular school environment. Chapter
Twelve describes the family-child relationship and focuses on some positive practices to promote
interactions between professionals and the family in order to actively involve parents of hearing
impaired children in the process of inclusion of the hearing impaired child. All chapters are written in a
modern and at the same time accessible language, they are up-to-date and represent the content in a
highly practical way with a focus on the inclusion of the child with hearing impairment in the regular
classroom.

The other publications in this group are articles in scientific journals and conference
proceedings. Publication HT3, entitled "Social integration of hearing impaired children in different
educational places"”, is co-authored with a doctoral student and was published in 2014 on pages 79-100
in a Bulgarian scientific journal publishing in a foreign language. For me, this publication is an article.
It is research-oriented and N. Balkanska is the second author in it. The article reports the results of a
survey among 22 hearing impaired students, 11 of their teachers and 11 parents. Half of the students
are enrolled in mainstream schools, and the rest are enrolled in a special school in Greece. The article
reports the results of a survey on the establishment of friendships, relationships and interactions of
hearing impaired students in both types of schools, as well as the state of their social and psychological
characteristics and features. Article NT5 "Trends in the special education of children with hearing
impairment in the contemporary conditions™ is also from 2014 and was published in the journal of
Vocational Education, pp. 589-599. It is independent and has a theoretical character. In it, a special
contribution for me is the critical presentation of the current state of education of hearing impaired
students in the form of various contradictions existing in the system: between short-term and long-term
goals in the education of these children, between traditional and modern education, between the high
public interest to them and the lack of real readiness for their actual acceptance, etc. The next article is
HT10 "Basic Approaches and Models of Co-Teaching in an Inclusive Educational Environment"
published in conference proceedings from 2019, covering pages 64-72. It is independent and with a
theoretical focus. It well describes and characterizes different models of joint work and team work in
teaching in an inclusive environment — alternative, team, parallel, supportive, cooperative teaching,
etc. Article HT11 "Modern trends in the inclusion of children with hearing impairments in the general

education environment” is printed in conference proceedings of the scientific conference of Sofia
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University in 2018 and is placed on pages 87-93. It theoretically describes the manual forms for
teaching students with hearing impairment and their applicability in the regular classroom — sign
language, dactyl, etc. Article HT13 entitled "Practical aspects for development of morphological
competence in children with hearing impairments in primary school age” is from a conference of NBU
in 2016. It reports on pages 170-174 the results of an experimental study among 65 students with
hearing impairment in primary school on their skills to match nouns and adjectives. The research is
interesting and my only remark here is the relatively short presentation of the research results. The next
publications are HT15 and HT16, whose titles are similar - "Practical aspects of language therapy in
children with hearing impairments", and of HT16 there is an addition - author's methodology for
mastering the prepositions. The first publication is from the X National Conference on Speech
Therapy in 2014, and the second is in the Yearbook of the University of Shumen from 2013. The first
publication reports on pages 11-15 the results from probably the same experimental study among 65
students as in publication HT13, but this time with an emphasis on skills for using singular and plural
nouns by deaf students, concluding that this is a difficult morphological competence for the students to
master. HT16 reports on pages 391-396 the experimental results among 55 students with hearing
impairment in primary school age on mastering prepositions. A very useful scheme for mastering the
prepositions is offered, direct advices are given for the process of mastering them with an emphasis on
the role of the parents as well. After reading the two publications, it becomes clear that only the titles of
them are similar, while in terms of content they are completely different. HT18 is an article entitled
""Specifics of mastering syntactic structures in children with hearing impairment”, from a conference
of the center "Pumpelina” in 2011. It consistently discusses the stages of syntactic development of deaf
children and briefly mentions the data from an experiment with 10 tasks applied to 66 deaf children
from the special school in Sofia for mastering word order in sentences. The article is located on pages
174-189. Last in this group is HT19, entitled “Development of reading skills as part of postoperative
therapy in children with cochlear implantation”’, which is from 2011 in conference proceedings from a
conference held in Nis, Serbia. Within pages 74-80 it theoretically considers the importance of
activities such as reading aloud, reading in a row and other appropriate activities for the development
of reading skills in children with cochlear implants.

In group 1 I include 4 publications — HT4, HT9, HT12 and HT21, which are dedicated to the
assessment of children and students with hearing impairments. HT4 is an article published in the
journal Pedagogy/Education, entitled "Functional assessment and practical techniques for the
meaningful inclusion of children with hearing impairments”. It is theoretical and is located on pages
1067-1082. It characterizes the students with hearing impairments, discusses sign language and places
a strong emphasis on the theory of multiple intelligences and its applicability in the inclusion of this
group of children. The author's methodology, developed for the Ministry of Education and Science in
2015, which is co-authored, is also discussed. HT9 is entitled "Functional assessment of
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communication and language abilities of children and students with special educational needs and
multiple disorders™ and is already published in the conference proceedings of the conference of the
Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts of Sofia University. In theoretical terms, it presents the
part of the "Methodology for assessing the individual needs of children and students with multiple
disabilities” of the Ministry of Education and Science from 2015, dedicated to the assessment of
language and communication skills. HT 12 for me is a study, not article. It is published the Yearbook of
FNPP (now FNOI) at Sofia University in 2016. It is a research-oriented and is entitled "Methodology
for assessing the ability of reading comprehension in students with hearing impairment™. It is on pages
149-164 and is co-authored with A. Trosheva-Assenova. It examines on the one hand the difficulties
that students with hearing impairment face in reading comprehension, and on the other hand — offers a
model of a methodology consisting of six separate modules for assessing this skill, due to the lack of
adequate Bulgarian assessment tools. The methodology was applied to 14 students with hearing
impairment in 1-5 school grade from the special school in Sofia. It comes to very interesting
conclusions, some of them expected and logical — the presence of deficits in almost all modules, but
also to some unexpected — that younger students do better in some aspects than older ones, for example
in understanding the global meaning of the text. I highly recommend the authors to continue with more
research in this area to reach more statistically significant conclusions on this particularly important
issue in the education of students with hearing impairment. The latest publication from this group is
HT21 - "Methodology for assessing the individual needs of children and students with multiple
disabilities™ of the Ministry of Education and Science from 2015, in which | have the honor to be a
co-author of the candidate together with Prof. V. Radoulov. This is a comprehensive and complete
methodology designed to help teachers, therapists and other specialists in the practical assessment of
the skills of children and students with multiple disabilities in various areas. Here N. Balkanska is an
independent author of the parts Recording of amnestic data, Assessment of communication and
language skills of the child or student with multiple disabilities, Assessment of motor development of
the child or student with multiple disabilities, Profile and Appendixes. All of them are very well
designed, and I can point out that in general the methodology is very popular among and highly used
by special educators and other specialists in the country.

Group 3 includes 2 articles aimed at students — HT6 and HT7. HT6 has been published in the
Journal of the Sofia University for Educational Research in 2013 and is entitled "Psychological and
educational characteristics of students with SEN". The article has a theoretical focus and presents the
psychological and educational profiles of three groups of students who are most often admitted to
study in higher education — those with hearing, visual and motor disorders. Here, in the part for the
visually impaired, | consider that the lack of citations of V. Radoulov's publications aimed at the
visually impaired is an omission. The other article - HT7, is entitled "Universal design and resources
for electronic and distance education of students with SEN" in the journal of Special Education in
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2013. Here on pages 5-13 the characterizes of the universal design are described, its principles are
listed and a description of the distance learning resources with its advantages and disadvantages is
offered, as well as specific resources that are suitable for students with SEN are mentioned.

The fourth group of articles includes 2 articles, the topic of which is on the lives and
contributions of few persons to the education of hearing impaired — HT8 and HT20. The first - HTS, is
dedicated to Venelin Ivanov and was published in the journal of Special Education in 2012, and the
second (HT20) is from 2010 and is related to the contribution of Prof. Decho Denev to the education of
students with hearing impairment. It was presented as a report at the jubilee conference of FNPP (now
FNOI). Both publications present in a good, accessible and interesting way facts and data about the
lives, scientific work and merits of V. Ivanov and D. Denev to the special education.

In the fifth group of scientific articles I include 2 publications dedicated to parents: HT14 and
HT17, both of which are joint publications with Assoc. Prof. A. Trosheva-Assenova. HT14 is a report
in a scientific conference from 2014 at Sofia University, printed on pages 681-689 and entitled
"Adequate parental attitudes — a prerequisite for successful hearing and speech rehabilitation in
children after cochlear implantation”. The report is experimental and reports the results of a survey
among 23 families and parents of children with cochlear implants about their reactions, their
awareness and the decision-making process for the intervention, the stages before and after
implantation of their children. The research is very interesting and the results are very well presented.
The second publication in this group - HT17, is a paper entitled "Attitudes of parents and professionals
towards alternative means of communication and therapy for children with hearing impairment and
for hearing children” from a conference of Pumpelina Center in 2011. On pages 160-172 the paper
presents the results of a survey among professionals and parents, including both parents of students
with hearing impairments and parents of hearing children. The opinions of the three groups on the
manual forms of communication in the process of training and therapy — sign language, dactyl,
lip-reading, are studied, and the answers of the three groups of participants are analyzed separately. It
Is interesting to note the opinion expressed by the parents of children with hearing impairments, who
do not accept unreservedly and completely the use of sign language in their children.

In the sixth group, I have included the ten publications aimed at the teacher working with
hearing impaired students, as well as notebooks designed for hearing impaired students, and | will
review these publications together. Nine of them are co-authored (separation protocols are attached)
and one is independent — a book for the teacher of speech development for second grade students with
hearing impairment. This group includes: book for the teacher for pronunciation for I, Il and 111 grade,
a book for the teacher for speech development for I and Il grade, a textbook for speech development for
| grade and a textbook for pronunciation for I, Il and 1l class. They are all published by publishing
house Prosveta. | believe that both the teacher’s books and the notebooks for students, are very well

written, well organized and illustrated, in a reasonable volume, and in my opinion are indispensable
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assistants in the work of teachers of children with hearing impairments and an important resource for
the hearing impaired students in primary school education. In this sense, all these publications are a

valuable contribution to the practice and as such I highly grade them.

4. Contributions and citations.

Information about the contributions is contained in the personal report prepared by the candidate
Neda Balkanska, who groups the contribution of her publication in five areas:

+ development of diagnostic tools and methodologies for teaching children and students with

SEN;

* resource support for children and students with SEN;

* optimization of the educational environment for students with SEN;

* early intervention and work with parents of children and students with SEN;

* development of methodological manuals, textbooks and teaching aids for the school network.

Attached is a declaration from the candidate that the scientific papers, citations and other
evidence on the individual science-metric indicators have not been used to obtain the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor" and to hold the academic position of "Associate Professor". | agree with all
the above contributions and with the declared data. The contributions are undoubtedly a personal merit
of the candidate.

Regarding the observed citations, a very detailed and comprehensive evidence was attached,
including references from the university library; the national library; an extract from the Web of
Science database with one publication of the candidate included in this database, without citation;
some personal evidence of citations found by the candidate herself, etc. The report from the National
Library shows a total of 56 citations, and the one from the University Library — 36 citations. Official
references from the respective libraries certifying the authenticity of the data have been added to both
reports. | can't find a reference for the citation from the university electronic system "Authors". In
general, the high citation rate of N. Balkanska and the indisputable knowledge of her publishing

activity among the specialists in our country makes a very good impression.

5. Critical remarks, recommendations and questions.

I have no substantive remarks on the documentation and publications participating in the
competition. I highly evaluate all the scientific work of the candidate so far, and in particular the works
that directly participate in the competition. | hope that Assoc. Prof. Balkanska will continue with her

publishing activity and productivity in the future and | recommend her to expand it internationally.

6. Personal impressions.
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I have known Assoc. Prof. Neda Balkanska since she joined the Department of Special
Education at FNPP (now FNOI) at Sofia University in 1997. | have had the pleasure of working over
the years with her in the department as colleagues and on projects, in writing manuals, in developing
university curricula, in university commissions, we have conducted joint trainings for the Ministry of
Education, etc. In all these activities Assoc. Prof. Balkanska has demonstrated high professionalism
and responsibility, perfect teamwork and conscientiousness. Assoc. Prof. Balkanska has an excellent
reputation among her colleagues at FNOI and among the students. She was deservedly elected head of
the Department of Special Education and Speech Therapy in 2019 (now the Department of Special
Education).

I can confidently say that Assoc. Prof. Balkanska is a serious researcher with lasting interests in
special education and specifically in education of hearing impaired students, a very good and
fascinating teacher and a desired lecturer.
