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ABSTRACTS OF PUBLICATION OF SVETLOZAR KIRILOV
I. MONOGRAPHY

Discriminated or to Be Blamed: Roma in Bulgaria and African Americans in the United
States. Sofia: Sofia University Press, 2021.

The first chapter deals with the Roma, including their history: arrival from India, settlement in
Europe, early chronicles about encounters of local people with Gypsies. Light is cast on
typologies of Roma groups in Bulgaria and Europe. Contemporary situation of Roma in
Bulgaria is broken down in analysis of their presence in four social spheres: the economy,
education, family and crime. The main focus is whether poverty and unemployment of the
Roma has been due to discrimination or because their cultural traits.

The second chapter is devoted to the African Americans: their history, slavery, segregation,
civil right movement. Contemporary situation of the American Blacks is analyses through the
same four spheres as for the Roma. The light is shed on discrimination as a possible
explanation of bad situation of the African Americans in the United States juxtaposed to the
alternative explanation with “cultural deficits”: culture of poverty, oppositional culture,
culture of resistance, underclass.

The third chapter is about media coverage of those different in terms of race, ethnicity, or
religion. The major focus in media representation of Roma in Bulgarian media. The analysis
is devoted on several cases of conflicts between Bulgarians and Roma and their media
coverage with comments about objectivity, the dangers of prejudices and self-fulfilling
prophecy. A section deals with the image of the Roma in feature films and documentaries in
Bulgaria, Yugoslavia, Russia, and other East European countries.

Il. LARGE ARTICLES (MORE THAN 20 PAGES)
1. Svetlozar Kirilov Mariupol: the Information War.

The text deals with the major aspects of the information war between Russia and Ukraine
related to Mariupol: which side the inhabitants of the city support, who is to be blamed about
killed civilians and destroyed buildings? There is an analysis of the media coverage of
Russian and Ukrainian state news agencies of four concrete events: the bombing of the Third
Maternity Yard; the destruction of the theather; the evacuation of the civilians from the steel
mill; and the blocking of the ship Tzarevna in the port.

2. Svetlozar Kirilov. Russian Exceptionalism: Civilizational Hesitations and Soft Power

The paper deals with the major traits of the self-perception of Russia related to its soft power,
as well as the seeking of the Russian society of its own unique development consistent with
the Orthodox Christianity, Slavic identity or Eurasianism, but different and competing with
the Western development.

3. Svetlozar Kirilov. The Quran or the Bible: Which of the Sacred Books Is more Tolerant?

The article compares the content the Quran and the Bible related to violence and women and
strives to assess which of the two sacred books is more consistent with the modern ideas in
favor of tolerance. The Quran contains certain contradictions: one passages promote tolerance

but other verses can be interpreted as encouraging violence. However, comparable
contradictions can be found in the Bible. In relation to the position of women in society both
sacred books depict women as inferior to men.

4. Svetlozar Kirilov. New Elements, Contemporary Suggestions and Realism in Russian and
Belorussian Feature Films about World War 11

The article deals with the films about World War 11 created in Russia and Belarus in 2000—
2020. Compared to Soviet films, the new movies about the war contain different elements:
acknowledgment of great Soviet casualties in fights with German troops; the role of soldiers
of Asiatic origin; inability of Soviet leadership to continue military successes after the defense
of Moscow in 1941.

5. Svetlozar Kirilov. The Coverage of the Voivodinovo Conflict in three Bulgarian online
Media.

The article discusses the media coverage of the beating of a Bulgarian soldier by two young
Roma in village of Voivodinovo, near Plovdiv, on January 6, 2019, followed by the protests
of ethnic Bulgarians, the fled of Roma from the village and the destruction of a part of illegal
Roma dwellings. The paper deals with the problems of objective media coverage of
minorities, avoiding collective responsibility and collective blame and the difficulties related
to Roma integration.

6. Svetlozar Kirilov. Gypsies in Cinema of Eastern Europe

The paper discusses the image of the Roma in films from Eastern Europe. The light is cast on
Yugoslavian films about Roma, since this national cinematography created the first movie
that depicts Roma realistically: | even Met Happy Gypsies. There is reference about featured
and documentary films about Roma people in Bulgaria, Russia, Romania, Poland and
Hungary.

7. Svetlozar Kirilov. Marshal Badge, Revolver and Iron Fists: the Rise and Fall of Western

The article deals with the devopment of western movies since early days of cinema to modern
times. A section is devoted to John Ford‘s westerns. Many of westerns depict clashes of
Americans with Indians and Mexicans and early westerns portray native population as
primitive, blood-thirsty, and aggressive. Gradually, the genre changes and newer westerns
depicts Indians in tolerant manner, with more compassion. Although the genre is considered
as typical cultural product of the United States, westerns are so successful in the 1960s that
other countries also create such films.

8. Svetlozar Kirilov, Roma in Bulgaria and Blacks in the United States: Lazy and
Irresponsible or Discriminated against? In: Addressing Quality of Work in Europe, Vassil
Kirov (ed.). Sofia: Ciela, 2013, pp. 329-350, ISBN:978-954-28-1373-6.

The paper discusses the situation of two minorities: the Roma in Bulgaria and the African
Americans in the United States and seeks to explain why they are poorer and more excluded
from the labor market as compared not only to the respected majorities but also to other
minorities. The text cast light on low educational level of Roma and provides a set of
explanations for this. The rope of the ghetto environment and the culture of poverty are also
discussed as related to the situation of the Roma and African Americans.
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9. Svetlozar Kirilov. Prostitution in the United States: Realities and Media Debate

The article discusses the debate on prostitution in the United States and tries to synthesize all
key arguments pro and against this controversial social phenomenon. The text contains key
observations from sociological field research on street prostitution in Washington, DC, April
—June 2009. Media attitudes are examined through analysis of four topics related to
prostitution as appeared in the Washington Post, the New York Times and the San Francisco
Chronicle in 2008: 1) “DC Madam”, 2) Resignation of Eliot Spitzer as Governor of New
York, 3) The vote on decriminalization of prostitution in San Francisco and 4) National
March for Sex Workers’ Rights on December 17, 2008.

10. Svetlozar Kirilov. Why We Love to Hate “Others”?

The article discusses two of the major reasons for conflicts between cultural groups:
prejudices and competition for resources. The clashes are possible especially when the
identity of the communities is based on markers such as ethnicity, race, and religion.
Prejudices are related to the lack of knowledge for and fear from foreign groups. The
competition for scarce resources implies, sadly, that people may have incentive to hate
“Others” and to benefit from their discrimination since it blocks access of “out-groups” to
resources.

11. Svetlozar Kirilov. The Roma: Victims of Discrimination or Responsible for their Plight?

The text analyses the major traits of Romani culture such as oral traditions, collectivistic
attitudes, the tradition of early marriages and pregnancies. The article also discusses structural
factors that affect Roma negatively: discrimination, mistrust from employers and key
institutions of macrosociety. A section is devoted to educational level of Roma with emphasis
that low qualification of the Roma has been caused by a complicated interplay of both
structural and cultural factors.

I11. ARTICLES

1. Svetlozar Kirilov Propaganda and Disinformation during the War between Russia and
Ukraine

The paper covers some of the propaganda statements of both sides during the war between
Russia and Ukraine in 2022: whether Russians and Ukrainians are ethnically one entity;
“genocide” in Donbass; Ukrainians as “neo-Nazi”. Biases, disinformation, and the role of the
media are also discusses in the article.

2. Svetlozar Kirilov. The Situation of Blacks in the United States: Who Is to Be Blamed?

The article discusses the situation of the blacks in the United States in four spheres: the
economy, education, family, and crime. The African Americans tend to be poorer, less
educated and with higher levels of imprisonment then whites and other ethnic and racial
groups. This could be explained with vestiges of racial discrimination but in addition to this,
American blacks in inner cities have developed cultural traits (oppositional culture that rejects
values of education and career, glorification of violence, acceptance of the model of single-
parent family) that have contributed to their plight.
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3. Svetlozar Kirilov. Relations between Refugees and Americans in Syracuse, New York

The paper presents findings from field work conducted among refugees in Syracuse, NY. The
emphasis is on how refugees from Somalia, DR Congo, Burma, and Bhutan adapt to the U.S.
society and how Americans perceive newcomers. Refugees face difficulties adjusting to
American way of life (education, economy, etc.) but the well-developed system of institutions
(federal, state, and civic) has been able to help them adapt to the host society. Despite tensions
related to converting a former Catholic church into a mosque, the prevailing attitude of
citizens of Syracuse is tolerant toward refugees.

4, Svetlozar Kirilov, Films of Akira Kurosawa: “The Samurai with Camera”.

The article deals with creative works of Japanese director Akira Kurosawa, whose films are
divided in three themes: 1) Related to early Japanese history; 2) Based on plots from
European literature; and 3) Devoted to modern Japan. Kurosawa has been credited for
popularizing the image of Japan and Japanese culture around the world: plots related to
samurai, sword fights, geishas and shoguns. Kurosawa’s movies about European literary
works are examples of intercultural dialogue and support the idea that bridges between
cultures can be successful.

Hate speech related to ideas of nationalism and often
directed toward to neighboring countries, esp. when related to conflicts in the past and
present; 3. Hate speech related to immigrants and people of immigrant origin. Politicians and
journalists are the two groups that should be very careful to avoid using hate speech since
their significant impact on public debate. The major difficulty for democratic society as far as
hate speech is concerned, is to strike the right balance between freedom of expression and
avoidance of harsh cases of hate speech with its negative consequences.

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Adhering to moral rules by the Bulgarian media is analyzed in the context of the national
cultural traits: vestiges from traditional society and collectivistic ethos; influences from
socialism etc. The light is cast on major laws that contain the main ethical principles required
from the media outlets. The article also deals with the media coverage of economic
immigrants, refugees and ethnic minorities and to what extent media stick to professional
moral standards in journalism.

8. Svetlozar Kirilov. The Integration of Blacks in the United States and Roma in Bulgaria:
“Mission Impossible”?

Despite its provocative title, the paper argues that the integration of African Americans in the
United States and Roma (Gypsies) in Bulgaria is possible. The article discusses higher rates of
poverty, unemployment, and incarceration of both blacks and Roma and juxtaposes the two
conflicting explanations for that plight—structural and cultural explanations. The structural
explanation holds that the plight of the African Americans and the Roma has been due to
discrimination and prejudices, while the cultural explanation points out reportedly negative
traits of the culture of both groups as a cause for their bleak situation. The United States has
achieved a lot in overcoming racism and discrimination toward the African Americans and
that is a positive sign that Bulgaria and Europe also can accomplish more about inclusion of
the Roma.

9. Svetlozar Kirilov. The Difficulties in Intercultural Dialog.

The paper discusses three cases of intercultural dialog: a) female circumcision, b) monogamy
vs. polygamy, and c) forced marriages. The key idea is that it is not just prejudices and
competition for resources that produce conflicts between different ethnic, racial, and religious
groups but also fundamental differences in values and norms.

10. Svetlozar Kirilov. “Gypsies into Soap. Bulgarians — into Softener””: Hate Speech in the
Internet related to Conflicts between Bulgarians and Roma.

The article analyses the cases of hate speech, which appears in social online networks sparked
by conflicts between Bulgarians and Roma. There is discussion on the first case in Bulgaria
when a court issued a sentence to a young man because of his post on Facebook considered as
inciting hatred toward Roma. The page type “Event” was entitled “Slaughter of Gypsies” and
was created as a reaction to the clash in Katunitza in September 2011 between local
Bulgarians and the Roma clan of Kiril Rashkov. Another analyzed case is connected to the
comments in the online social networks of the killing of three Roma by their Bulgarian
neighbor in Sofia’s neighborhood “Dimitar Milenkov in 2013.

11. Svetlozar Kirilov. Katunitza and the Swamp of Self-fulfilling Prophecy.

The texts deals with the incident in the village Katunitza near Plovdiv and its media coverage.
A Romani driver affiliated with the “Gypsy king” Kiril Rashkov run over with his vehicle and
killed a young Bulgarian man on September 23, 2011. The angered villagers attacked the
houses of the Roma clan and partly destroyed three of the houses as well several vehicles. The
way media outlets cover the event demonstrated the dangers of seeking collective guilt and
collective punishment related to self-fulfilling prophecy

12. Svetlozar Kirilov. Political Elections and the Media.
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The article comments political influence of the media. There is a discussion on the impact of
political parties in society and the two party models: the two-party model and multiparty
model. A section of the article is focused on publishing public opinion polls before elections

and their possible impact. Light is also cast on the role of political PR, political image and
“political advertising.”
