The monograph "Media Ecosystem. Challenges of Transformation" is an attempt at a new
interpretative theory on the nature of media transformation. The media ecosystem is seen as a
living organism influenced by societal changes brought about by digitalization and globalization.
A central theme of the monograph is the key role of the media ecosystem for all social systems

and their normal functioning.

The media ecosystem is defined as a complex and multifunctional organism, strongly influenced
by technological changes that transform all intra-system aspects - cultural, social, political,
economic and professional. The media ecosystem is witnessing modifications of its structures.
These modifications, which also affect external relations, have been subjected to theoretical

analysis, including in terms of their social, political and cultural potential.

An interdisciplinary approach is applied to systematize and explain the dynamic transformation of
the media ecosystem and the many interdependent individual transformations in other social
systems. This approach makes it possible to prove the hypothesis that the media ecosystem is the
result of overarching implications and interconnectedness with other areas of social and societal
development. Only systematic multidisciplinary efforts and close collaboration between

researchers and practitioners can lead to a coherent theory of media transformation.

Transformation processes pose major challenges for journalism and media. Together with the
economic crisis of traditional media and the crisis in the quality of journalism, their identity crisis
is taken for granted. Transformation reduces confidence in their historical development and their
role in public life, but it is also an opportunity for their future. The monograph argues for the need
for a new theory of media transformation and a new media culture to meet the challenges to the

media ecosystem and to journalism as part of the public sphere.

They have become an
influential tool for shaping political processes and public opinion. The specificity of social

networks defines a fundamentally new type of communication process.

Sharing on social networks is examined in a broad philosophical-cultural media context and in the
context of the media medium, its audience, new algorithms, and the networked fourth estate. It
offers not only systematized knowledge but also a new, original scholarly reading of classical
theories and issues related to social networks. It is argued that globally, sharing through social

networks will increasingly depend on the enormous technological power of algorithms and their



influence over human civilization. The monograph examines the communication formula of
"algorithms plus social networks" as part of the variables in the contemporary information equation
that underlies the spiral of sharing and in the structural change of the media ecosystem and the

public sphere.

The relationship “media - public” has been radically changed, and one of the most important
reasons is digitalization, which has taken away large areas of knowledge and has become an
important territory of social practice.

The
audience exemplifies the vast difference in the media logic of the “Galaxy Gutenberg” and that of
the “Internet Universe.” The power of information today is determined by its place in the media,
the speed with which it spreads on social networks and the participation of the audience in its

commentary.
