Abstract: The aim of this monograph is to present the two main narratives of Bulgarian
history: the one about our glorious medieval state tradition and the other about the
heroic era of the National Revival, which still dominate the processes shaping Bulgarian
national identity today. The research covers the chronological boundaries of the
Bulgarian Revival and the post-liberation development of Bulgaria until the end of World
War I. The developed working hypothesis in the study focuses on the symbolic use of the
past, which began precisely in those early years of national romanticism and can be
traced in our subsequent social development. Archival sources from the collections of the
Bulgarian Historical Archive at the National Library "St. Cyril and St. Methodius," the
Military Historical Museum in Pleven, and the Regional State Archives in Plovdiv, as
well as published archives, have been used for the purposes of the research. Valuable
information is also provided from the periodical press of that time. References to

published scientific literature have been made.

The structure of the monograph includes an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a
bibliography, a list of used literature, and a list of illustrative material. The first chapter
is dedicated to the structuring of the medieval narrative from the time of Paisius of
Hilendar to the Liberation. Using Benedict Anderson's theoretical model of the creation
of modern nationalisms, it seeks to explain the reasons for the emergence of Paisius's
history and outlines the main messages conveyed in it, which later become sustainable
stereotypes in its subsequent cultural and political uses. The chapter then traces Georgi
Rakovski's engagement in the field of history, as it marks a new stage in its uses. The
final part of the chapter focuses on the contribution of Nikolay Pavlovich in popularizing

the narrative of Bulgarian medieval history through the expressive means of painting,



which later achieves unprecedented growth and development in the 1920s and 1930s with

the diligent support of the state.

The object of exposition in the second chapter is the creation, in the first decades after
liberation, of the historical narrative about the heroic era of the Bulgarian National
Revival. The monograph reveals the processes of "historicizing” the recently past and
transforming it into a separate historical epoch. The development of literature, memoirs,
and the periodical press plays a crucial role in the success of such a complex
transformation, becoming the most powerful factor in propagating and imposing new
socio-political ideas and a new heroic pantheon. It is for this reason that the second
chapter explains the role and significance of three significant authors, who, through their
works, succeed in establishing the understanding of the National Revival as a distinct

era: lvan Vazov, Zahari Stoyanov, and Stoyan Zaimov.

The third chapter traces the processes of gradually diminishing the popularity of the
Revival's heroic era and the slow return of medieval issues to the focus of public
attention. The research focuses on the formation of new symbolic spaces and sites of
memory in the young Bulgarian capital and many other places in the country. A clear
tendency is observed to seek a symbolic connection between the new ruling dynasty and
the royal dynasties of the Second Bulgarian Empire period, as it leaves a lasting imprint
on the development of Bulgarian culture in the early 20th century. The monograph
presents the growing importance of the past as a significant factor in the development of
Bulgarian post-liberation culture, the organization of the first scientific research and
archaeological excavations on the territory of the old Bulgarian medieval capitals by
Russian scholar Fyodor Uspensky and French archaeologist Georges Soria. These
efforts turn cultural heritage into a power resource while stimulating public interest and
encouraging the creation of institutions responsible for its identification, research,
preservation, and popularization. Field research has been conducted during the work on
the monograph, generating significant visual material, some of which is included as

illustrations in the separate sections.

Abstract: The book traces the historical development of the organized tourist movement
in the city of Stara Zagora. On the basis of various primary and secondary sources, it
presents the role, place and importance of one of the most prestigious and influential
social organizations in the city, which originated in 1902 as a branch of the Bulgarian
Tourist Society and grew in 1922 into the “Sarnena Gora” Tourist Society. The first
chapter explores and analyses the preconditions and conditions that enabled the
emergence of a tourist movement only a few decades before the country's liberation from



Ottoman rule. The main organizational stages giving rise to a harmonious civic structure
that asserted a new attitude towards nature are outlined. The second chapter presents in
detail the complex and fraught with many difficulties and successes activity of the
Tourist Society “Sarnena Gora” in the years between the two world wars, and the third
chapter investigates the period after 1944 with the development of different types of
tourism. It is shown how the organization strengthened its material base as well as its
position among the most influential and active civic structures in Stara Zagora and how it
contributed greatly to the transformation of the town into one of the most significant
centers in Bulgaria after the Liberation. It is shown that the organized tourists of Stara
Zagora are the first to appreciate the significant act of the first Stara Zagora Metropolitan
bishop Metodii Kusev, who created the park “Ayazmoto” and after his death undertook
the preservation and enrichment of this important place for the local people, which later
became the emblem of the town. Special attention is paid to the fact that a large part of
Stara Zagora's social elite — teachers, doctors, lawyers, public figures, artists, architects,
industrialists, participated in the activities of the tourist society. The book includes an
appendix of a number of photographic and documentary evidence of the organization's
activities.

Abstract: The chapter studies the development of Freethought and atheism in Bulgaria
during three historical periods: from the forefathers of the Bulgarian literary tradition in
the 1870s through the end of the Second World War (1872-1944), the socialist period
(1944-1989) and the three decades of the democratic regime (1989-2019). The central
concept of ethnophyletism — a term coined back in 1872 to designate a specific form of



religious nationalism, condemned as “the Bulgarian heresy” — is used to describe the
interconnections between nationalism and Christian orthodoxy in the construction of the
collective identity of Bulgarians back in the 19th century. Popular atheism and
anticlericalism from the first decades of the 20th century are traced in literary works, left-
leaning intellectuals and activists from the interwar period. The scientific atheism of the
Marx-Leninist doctrine is contrasted with popular beliefs and mysticism in the following
period, demonstrating the nuanced picture of the regime and its relation to the church.
While the percentage of strong believers in the general population remained low after the
changes from 1989, certain trends at reuniting feelings of belonging with orthodox forms
of religious life are used by right-wing and conservative politicians propagating exclusive
versions of ethnoreligious nationalism, using it against minorities.

Abstract: The text traces the extent to which Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski™"
responds to contemporary challenges related to professional development in the field of
cultural heritage. The research is provoked by the desire to identify the fundamental
segments of the educational system in the field of cultural heritage, to identify the
existing educational deficits and to outline the possible directions for their overcoming,
so that it responds both to the national specifics and priorities and to the leading
contemporary European and global practices. The research is carried out through two
main methods: (1) collection and analysis of existing educational documentation related
to cultural heritage in different faculties of Sofia University, and (2) by means of a
questionnaire survey in the institutions employing specialists with professional training in
the field of cultural heritage.

Abstract: Addressing the vicissitudes and times of triumph and failure in the life of
Alexander Exarch (Alexander Boev — Beyoglu), a Bulgarian prominent public figure, the
paper discusses the invention, construction and deconstruction of personal biographies in
the period of the rise of Bulgarian nationalism in the Ottoman Empire. The latter,
historically defined as a period of National Revival, mobilized the ambitions and efforts
of Bulgarian revolutionary émigrés to turn into recognizable political subjects and
reliable representatives of the national community. The case of Alexander Exarch is
especially emblematic in this regard as far as he constructed his identity of a promising
diplomate and politician on associations and suggestions for presumable aristocratic
origin, coming from the byname “exarch”, added to the names of his family members.
This byname perfectly assisted in procuring advocates for the Bulgarian cause in the
European courts and circles, but at the same time, it attracted opponents among the
émigrés, who blamed Alexander Exarch for taking advantage of “a fake noble exarchal
genealogy”. The paper clearly shows how the invented biographies worked as an
instrument for response and adaptation to dynamic historical contexts of profound and
social transformation as well as how they confronted innovative personal strategies,
traditional attitudes and local and translocal political projects.

Abstract: In the present text the author tries to outline the changes, which have occurred
in the field of museum management at the very beginning of 21* century. He gives an
account of his personal observations and experience in that sphere, not claiming to have
made a thorough analysis of the issue or applied fully detailed assessment criteria. For
that reason, the text cannot be acclaimed as purely "impartial™ in the traditional sense of
this word. Nevertheless, applying an engaged approach to such an issue quite often
allows for a number of problems to be clearly defined, which otherwise usually remain
out of the scope of traditional statistical approaches consisting in factual description and
guantitative data rendering. Such an endeavour on its own is innovatively interesting and
can serve as a key to understanding the numerous challenges, which all Bulgarian
museums are currently facing. An actual promotion of our cultural and historical heritage



and its utilization as an indispensable asset to the development of cultural tourism in
Bulgaria can only be made possible when the attitude of mind and the professional
awareness of the people, responsible for that, change appropriately.

Abstract: The text examines the activity and the writings of Zahari Stoyanov in the
context of the search for and the establishment of new civic ideals in post-liberation
Bulgaria, while taking into account his ideological views and social position. It is argued
that the entire journalistic, literary and political activity of Stoyanov was aimed at
activating the masses, fighting their apoliticality and building public opinion, which
would become a significant factor in the social and political life of the newly founded
state. His efforts to search for ways, means and mechanisms of influencing public
opinion that would help transform the existing idea of struggle against Ottoman rule to an
active civic position after the Liberation are emphasized. His shaken faith in the nation's
strength and disillusionment with public mores are acknowledged, as is his conviction
that historical self-confidence among both the intelligentsia and the popular
consciousness was absent. In this connection, the utilitarian attitude of Stoyanov's attitude
to history, in which its purely cognitive side gives way to the moralistic side, and his
writings respond to a clear necessity — the affirmation of Bulgarian national dignity and
pride in the past.
