1.2 Pe3tome Ha aHTIMMCKU e3UK

This monograph presents the first comprehensive anthropological study of waste in
Bulgaria. The book examines the cultural history of waste, the imaginaries it generates and
the way this influences its construction as a resource for different actors.

The subject is highly relevant because waste is the material evidence of human impact
on the environment and the urgency of rethinking and taking measures to mitigate these
impacts is critical to human civilization. The focus on Bulgaria is important as the theme is
under-researched, while the country has earned a reputation as a destination for waste
treatment in the European Union in recent years. The city of Sofia was chosen as the main
research case study because Sofia is the city with the largest economy and therefore the
largest amount of municipal waste generated in Bulgaria, and therefore the topic of garbage
in Sofia most often dominates media coverage. At the same time, the different interests
around waste as a financial, energy and political resource in the capital are the most
prominent.

The general context of the study is shaped by the intense change and questioning of
the disciplinary boundaries of the social sciences and the scope of interdisciplinarity as a result
of changed understandings of the nature-culture relationship (Tsing, 2015; Descola, 2005;
Latour, 2006), as well as with the redefinition of human and natural history and the human
kind in general as part of the animal world (Chakrabarty, 2009). Understanding and exploring
the ways in which this boundary is policed in different societies is fundamental to
cultural/social anthropology as a discipline.

The study of waste not only represents the perfect research case study for
understanding these social and disciplinary changes, but also responds precisely to the
urgency of the contemporary situation. It brings together the evidence of three kinds of
societal change tied to the nature of anthropology as a discipline. The first relates to
globalization itself and the abandonment of the imagination of locality, as waste itself must
be considered in the context of global forces and processes (Burawoy, 2000; Gille, 2000)
and/or interscalar evidence of this change (Hecht, 2018). The second relates again to the
nature-culture relationship, because waste par excellence reveals it through its materiality
(Edensor, 2005), showing how we live in a world where these boundaries are constantly

qguestioned. A third shift, which refers to broader societal processes, is the intense



development of a consumer society, which also leads to a transformation in the quantity and
attitude towards waste, bringing with it the perception that we are living in crisis (O'Brien,
2008; Strasser, 2000).

To frame the research object, the category of garbage is introduced as "a concept close
to experience" (Geertz, 1998) and the text itself constructs a Weberian ideal type for this
category, through which | explore narratives, reconceptualizations and uses of waste in
Bulgaria. Garbage, as a concept close to experience (Geertz), and waste, as a concept distant
from experience (Geertz), are related and defined through the contents of grey bins in Sofia.
This content is shaped historically, institutionally and culturally and is highly amorphous.

The adoption of global ethnography (Burawoy, 2000) as a research approach makes
the historical embedding of global processes necessary and is now an established way of
understanding waste regimes (Burawoy, 2000; Gille, 2000). Data obtained from in-depth
interviews and informal conversations are combined with archival material collected for the
purposes of the extended case method, and the empirical material is inscribed within the
general theoretical and analytical framework proposed by Szuzsa Gille in terms of
conceptualizing waste regimes in the socialist bloc (Gille, 2007) and the notion of the
Socialocene (Gille, 2022).

The research findings are organized in three chapters.

The first examines the cultural history of waste in Bulgaria through the topic of
secondary raw materials and household garbage during socialism and compares it with the
transition years. It shows how these specific conditions lead to a change in material culture
through the image of the grey bin as the mixing of waste instead of its separation turns out
to be its main specificity.

The second of these three chapters addresses the materiality and imagination around
waste in Sofia. The notion of material culture borrows from Daniel Miller's well-established
definition (Miller, 1998). The main case around which the text unravels is an analysis of the
tensions surrounding two case studies: phase 2 and phase 3 of Sofia's integrated waste
management project. It analyses how the imagination around waste develops, what the
dimensions of material culture are in the case study and how they shape positions on the
issue. It becomes clear that it is how this materiality is constructed that is in continuous

dialogue with the construction of waste as a resource, which is the topic of the next chapter.



The third empirical chapter is focused on the economies around waste and the way i
materiality interacts with the economic dimensions of waste through three case studies. First,
is an analysis of the operation of waste as an economic phenomenon at the level of
administration through the topic of the household waste charge. Next, the construction of
RDF (refuse derived fuel) as a commodity is explored. The main research interest focuses on
the financial and material flows and the specificity of waste disposal. The third sub-part refers
to separate collection and recycling, and the relationship between them is through the
material content of grey bins, which also permanently become a metaphor. The common
thread running through all three themes is the theme of waste as competition.

The following conclusions were drawn based on the research.

The discourses on waste in Bulgaria follow the general tradition towards
individualization of environmental policies. In a context of atomization of social relations and
neoliberalization of the economy, shifting the focus to individual efforts is much easier in
terms of social and economic costs, while creating a perception that something is being done.
In Bulgaria, in terms of waste, this shift coincides with the collapse of the socialist economy
and the organisation of the welfare state, and the reorientation of efforts towards the
individual allows public authorities to withdraw from the process.

Cultural and historical specificities shape the material culture of waste in Bulgaria as
something amorphous and often disgusting. Waste is a field torn apart by multiple (private)
economic interests, transformed into symbolic or political capital. As a consequence, the
debate on waste concentrates on the positions for and against specific facilities, rather than
on the substantive questioning of the future of waste.

The continuous positioning of waste and related products (RDF, municipal garbage,
recyclables) in the garbage field has led to their construction as a problem rather than an
opportunity, allowing speculation about them.

Waste, by its very nature, turns out to be a complex phenomenon, difficult to see from
a single perspective, within the boundaries of capitalism, which is, moreover, highly
emotional and structured by the need to assess balances. At the local level, this complexity,
conditioned by its materiality, transforms it into a profitable business. This form of difficult
perspectivism is also maintained through the conditions of treatment systems.

In terms of environmental impact, the only global solution we have is waste reduction.

To achieve this, we need to rethink the economic system at a global level and take serious



political decisions. At local level, first and foremost, trust should be restored in public policies
on waste, which should be sustainable and in the public interest. Such policies can create
community bonds if they are based on proximity and commitment.

Next, the financial mechanisms around waste need to change. This should also be
combined with transparency regarding the economic regimes in which waste falls.

And, to change current policies and practices on waste, we need to redesign the way
we see and understand it. Waste can be handled in smaller communities, but this requires
social agreement and a change in its imagination.

For these solutions to work, a revision of terminology and anthropological expertise is
needed. Otherwise, we run the risk that expert, activist, civic and political positions will not
find common ground and will continue to be driven by private-market processes.

Therefore, beyond the strict anthropological and
methodological disciplines, it is necessary to look for methods of knowledge assessment that
are adequate to the contemporary cultural situation and labour market. This paper examines
the advantages and risks/challenges associated with using this method and is also an
introduction to several students projects for the course Waste as a Ressource.

5.2 Pe3tome Ha aHTIMMCKU e3UK

This paper addresses the issue of waste management, a subject that has gained
significance in recent times despite its historical presence throughout human civilization.
While waste's impact on the environment is acknowledged, it remains relatively peripheral in
the context of the European Green Deal. This chapter pursues three main objectives.

Firstly, it aims to reposition waste and refuse in theoretical discourse. The analysis
delves into how the scientific field concerning materials associated with the "useless" and the
"dirty," namely waste and refuse, is constructed and evolves. The intention is to demonstrate
that by reframing them beyond the definitions of "useless" and "dirty" that arise from their
materiality, more effective management strategies could be devised. The process of
"cleaning" waste, which involves its economization and categorization as a resource, is
intertwined with the rejection of the aforementioned categories. This process, though not

devoid of ambiguity, offers insights into the cultural dimensions of the economy.



Secondly, the paper contextualizes scientific knowledge within the Southeast
European space, specifically focusing on Bulgaria. The country's unique amalgamation of the
socialist waste management legacy and the abrupt neoliberalization of the 1990s, affecting
all spheres of social and economic life including waste regimes, is explored.

Lastly, the paper opens avenues for future discussions concerning waste's role in the
Anthropocene, the current geological epoch shaped by human activities. By addressing these
objectives, the paper contributes to a deeper understanding of waste's multifaceted
significance in contemporary society, economics, and environmental concerns.

6.2 Pe3tome Ha aHTIMMCKU e3UK

The paper explores different ways in which waste is turned into a resource in Sofia,
Bulgaria. Of particular interest are the ways in which, in the context of political contestations,
they prove to be a source of symbolic capital for actors (either through their use in negative
campaigns or through the accumulation of a green public image).

The text also shows how waste in Bulgaria functions at an imaginary level, alienated
from the people who process and routinely manage it, such as informal recyclers. In order to
remain in this field of intensive imaginative production, waste is usually negotiated through
the technologies for dealing with it, and represented through technological imaginaries rather

than everyday practices. All this enhances their symbolic potential, but also alienates it from



its materiality and from making sense of the ways in which waste materials are treated and
managed.

7.2 Pe3tome Ha aHTIMMCKU e3UK

The paper analyses the construction and transformation within the academic studies
of the materialities related to the “wasted” or the “useless” and more precisely the
phenomena of waste and garbage. The main thesis is that if we abandon the definition of
waste and garbage through the notion of “uselessness” and ,,dirtiness, the categories of waste
and garbage change. Reapplying a definition of waste as a resource transforms its status into
the one of an economic phenomenon. That transformations produces its own impacts, which
could be positive and related to a better treatment options or negative and related to
hazardous effects on health and welfare. Three research case studies related to the
conceptualization of waste as a resource are more closely followed. The first case study
relates to the development of a self-interested economy and financial interest around
recycling, which does not always coincide with environmental interest and especially around
the ideologisation of discourses around waste. Andrew Jaeger's research experience on how
recycling is being introduced as a more environmentally friendly method in California (in place
of reusable packaging) is presented. The second is tentatively called "the garbage of garbage"
and refers to the attempts of French architect-teachers together with students to find a use
for the bottom ash obtained from the incineration of waste in Lyon. The third case study
refers to waste as an information resource and builds on the classic study of Rathje's Garbage
Project, which reveals the ability of waste, due to its intermediate position between the
private and the public, to carry and transmit information. It is a product of the private and
intimate sphere, but once in the public domain we lose power over it without it losing its
potential to reveal information about us and this information can be traded.

We are obsessed with the garbage and rubbish we produce: Art is obsessed
withgarbage; politics deals with it all the time; it is all over the media; it is rooted in
oureveryday practices, and the way that happened is something unique in human history.l
believe the reason for that obsession is hidden in the shame and guilt garbageengenders in
our contemporary cultural situation. Despite the omnipresence of discourses,narratives and
practices related to waste, the topic has been understudiedin social sciences till recently. Or,
to put it in the words of Martin O’Brien (O’Brien2008), “We treat waste as if it was immaterial,
apart from the world we inhabit”.

The article analyzes the cultural history of waste in Bulgaria and contemporary
perceptions surrounding them through three metaphors: the past, present, and future of
waste. In this way, the past refers to how the socialist state managed waste, with data in this
section primarily based on archival materials. The present is conceptualized through material
culture and everyday practices related to waste, relying mainly on participant observation
and household interviews. The future (as presented in the text "The Afterlife of Waste")
pertains to a specific case of transforming waste into goods within the informal market in
Sofia.

The chapter focuses on two “wild” urban marketplaces in Bulgaria (the former informal flea

When [ first visited Dimitrovgrad in 2005, the impression of a large town marketplace
spreading out to all parts of the town seemed to hang all over the place. The interurban bus
pulled up on the street leading to the marketplace, and the procession of cars heading that
way did not end until the small hours of the day. The vendors opened their stands at two
o’clock in the morning, and the dark alleys hustled and bustled with people. As if the

marketplace, once forced out of the town, along the railway tracks, had slowly but steadily



spread beyond the farm land where it stood; it had taken over the old sports hall and was
making its way into the residential blocks of flats. As if the impression of invasion was dictated
by the sentiments shared by the vendors themselves — the marketplace was shameful and
dirty, even if indispensable and real. Dimitrovgrad, the town of the youth, “the beating heart
of the industry”, had become the town with the largest open-air marketplace in 1990. The
impression changed when | revisited the marketplace in 2008 — getting off the train, | found
a seemingly more tamed and hidden marketplace with changed working hours. There is a
deeper change in the structure of capital behind this change on the surface, which | will try to
analyze here.

The article examines the transformations in the urban market of Dimitrovgrad during
the period 2005-2008. The study focuses on the evolution of market dynamics, modes of
operation, and changes in the relationships between traders and the surrounding
environment. In 2005, the market was characterized by a significant volume of activity,
becoming an integral part of the urban fabric. The flow of transportation and commercial
activity during the night symbolized the dynamic pulse of the market. In 2008, a shift in
working hours and the market's appearance is observed, indicating a more concealed and
structured operation. The article explores potential reasons for these changes, with a primary
emphasis on economic transformations and transformations within the capitalism. The paper
analyzes the transformation of the urban market as a reflection of broader socio-economic
processes in the region, while underscoring the interplay between market dynamics and
capital changes within the framework of trade and market activity structure. The notion of
spatial diversion (Henri Lefebvre) is of central importance to the paper argumentation.

The paper investigates the transformation which is taking place in the Bulgarian urban
landscape during the last 20 years. The research interest is concentrated on the migration and
stabilization of a former informal market-place in Sofia as an example of the phenomenon.
That process is seen as a result of a deep change in the role of the citizen and of the formation

of new politico-economic elites. Being itself a liminal phenomenon, the marketplace



engenders a set of myths about its origins, organization and material culture. Those myths
make visible a rupture in the experience of the past. We argue that there is a symbolic
displacement of the marketplace within its physical one. So, it is simultaneously legalized and

hidden in the city periphery.
