Platters
originate from the inventory of tomb 1/II of the Mogilanska tumulus in Vratsa and from the
areaof Aleksandrovo, Lovech region.

The vessel from Vratsa was probably made aro866-330 BC, while the one,
originating from Aleksandrovataround the % c. BC (Table 10). On the basis of the parallels
with the platter from Golyamata tumulus near Malomirovo and Zlatinitsa, Yambol region, it
can be theorized that the ones from Vratsa and Aleksandrovo were also made in an atelier in

Propontis or along the Aean coast.

VIIL. Hydriai

Hydriai in Greek environment are used as vessels for storing water. They are also in use
during feasts. They also saw use as prizes for games, as offerings for sanctuaries and as burial
urns. Hydriai are known from tomb 1/II of the Mogilanska tumulus iats&a, from the areas of
Ribaritsa, Lovech region, Krachimir, Vidin region and from Daikina tumulus near Dermantsi,
Lovech region.

The vessels from Vratsa and Ribaritsa probably were made in an Attic atelier. The handles
from the hydria, found at Krachimir, testify to the Boeotian origin of the vessel. The vessel
from Daikina tumulus at Dermantsi was probably manufactured in Corinth. The dating after
430 BC for the hydria from Mogilanska tumulus in Vratsa is supported by the e@min
parallels from Southeastern Thrace and Ancient Greece (Table 10). The vessel from Ribaritsa
is made in the first half of thé"4. BC. (Table 10). The proposed dating for the handles from

Aryballoi are used in Thracian environment, connected with the burial ritual. They were
discovered during the excavation of two tumuli near Toros (Lazar Stanevo), Lovech region. It
can be theorized that they were made under Hellenic influence in a local atelier in the second
third quarter of the 5¢. BC (Table 11).

2. Aryballoi with a spherical body and a wide neck

In the contents of the treasure from Radyuvene, Lovech region a silver aryballos is also
present. The vessel from Radyuvene, Lovech region was probably made in a local atelier in the
first half of the &' c. BC. Its dating is confirmed by that of the rest of the items from the treasure
(Tablell).
