Having gone through the nightmare of purges, killings, expropriations, evictions and waves of
discrimination, the “remnants of the unkilled bourgeoisie” were “locked” behind the barb-wire fences
of the so-called by the contemporaries “concentration camp Bulgaria”. Over time, those brandish by
the regime as “former people” were forced to adapt to the new conditions, to build their new
biographies on the ruins of their previous lives, to survive. It is this adaptation of the remnants of the
old declassified elites and their re-incorporation into the new communist state lays at the heart of the
current book. With the help of three hundred and nine interviews and memoirs, sixty-two ex-post
biographical reconstructions broadcast on Genes program of the National TV, as well as with the
assistance of a huge collection of official testimonies stored in the archives of the Commission on
Dossier, | trace the chain of events of uprooting in a social, and to a large extent also in a purely physical
sense, the pre-communist elites and their subsequent reconversion within the framework of the
People's Republic of Bulgaria.

Following 45 years of explainable and another 35 inexplicable silence on the subject, the book
sets itself the task of finally giving the word to the surviving testimonies of “former people” — making
their voices heard as often and as fully as possible, distinguishing them from the rest of the text and
layering in the footnotes all memories that were found on the particular topic. My goal was to visually
emphasize the personal experience of the forgotten declassified members of the pre-revolutionary
elite and their successors.

The emphasis of the study is not so much on repression — purges, “People's Court”, death
camps, about which, although insufficiently, we still know more. Rather, my interest is shifted to the



forms of “subtle” but everyday discrimination, humiliation and pressure: evictions, confiscations,
searches, university entry permissions and forced recruitment by the communist secret police, forced-
unemployment, travel ban, etc. In the first chapter of the book named: In the Circles of Hell: From
Terror to Discrimination, | try to map the different circles of a repressions to which the survivors of
purges and terror “former people” have been exiled. Over time, the regime “softened”, the “class
struggle” gave way to “class reconciliation”, and the terror was replaced by discrimination, which,
despite its more refined methods, according to many of its victims, was felt like “semi-concentration
camp”. To delve deeper into some of the most commonly applied forms of pressure and discrimination
— evictions, “voluntary self-densification”, exclusion from work, university and travel abroad | zoom at
everyday life of the “former people”. Along with the mostly qualitative characterization of the three
generations of “class alien elements”, at the end of the first chapter | also offer a possible quantitative
assessment, fully based on the 1985 The City and the Village-86 sociological survey.

The second chapter offers a typology of the “former peoples’ strategies for reconversion and
adaptation to the new hostile environment. From resistance (overt or silent) and flight to the West,
through reconciliation, to the phenomenon that Stefan Bochev calls “bourgeois slackers”, people
“crouch to the communists to make a career” or to escape repressions. As far as possible, the moral
dilemmas faced by these “former people” and their descendants are traced, as well as the channels
through which they managed eventually to leave the most repressive circles of the “concentration
camp Bulgaria” and move to the relatively more acceptable life in its suburbs. Breakthroughs usually
happen through education, art or culture, a foreign language, sports, relationships, and most often —
through the brilliantly described again by Bochev model of the “economically useful bourgeois”. Even
outside the ghetto, however, the career “glass ceiling” was preserved, as the “economically useful”
but still “former” person was denied managerial positions as well as travel to the West.

The final part of the text outline the fate of the “former people” and their descendants after
the collapse of the communist regime. Employing 62 video interviews from the archives of the Genes
TV program | was able to map the channels of memory and show how, after 45 years of repression and
35 years of failed restitution, the new generations of “the unkilled bourgeoisie” continue to cherish

their family symbolic capital, a deep foundations for their preserved family pride and aristocracy.

Along with the files of the communist secret services, the foreign debt is the Ancient regime relict that
is most frequently discussed in public sphere. Undoubtedly, this is a result of its specific nature, which
reflects the overall picture of the Bulgarian economy in a highly condensed manner. The chronic
deficits of the planned economy and its inability to generate competitive production that, exported to
the West, would “pay” for the import of technology and machinery; regularly lead to deep debt crises,
the last of which ended with the bankruptcy of the state.

It is this terminal crisis of the communist economy that | have described and analysed in the
last two chapters of our joint book with Prof. Daniel Vachkov. The oil shocks of 1973-1974 and 1977-
1978 derailed the national economy and revived the nightmares of the previous two debt defaults
during the late 1950s and the mid-1960s. The first signs of the economic troubles were already visible
in 1975-1976. Accumulated tensions turned out to be so great that they necessitated the deployment
of the “Soviet debt umbrella”, as the West used to calls the aid which Moscow provided to its debt-
ridden political allies. Bulgarian leadership did everything possible to make the most of this “debt
umbrella”. In a series of meetings, at some of which the tone significantly escalated, Sofia tabled a
wide range of demands: postponement of its payments to the USSR for a 10 to 15 years period; for
granting new investment loans; for free provision of Soviet licenses and scientific and technical aid; for
increase the prices of agricultural goods exported to the Soviet Union and, most importantly, for
significantly increase in the supply of Soviet oil.

The final shape of aid was determined in the spring of 1979, and most of Bulgarian requests
were met, albeit in an incomplete amount. Moscow's most significant concessions were annual
subsidies for agricultural imports in the amount of 800 million remittance rubles and significantly
increased oil supplies, part of which Sofia would then re-export to Western Europe. The exact volume
of Soviet oil aid is unknown, but it is clear that the re-export of liquid fuels equalled at least half of
Bulgarian exports to France in the early 1980s. The picture was most likely similar on other European
markets, where re-exported oil was used to pay not only for the import of machinery, but increasingly
also for consumer goods. Thanks to the “Soviet debt umbrella”, the external indebtedness was
significantly reduced from over 6 billion foreign currency leva in 1978 to 4.7 billion 2 years later.

Bulgaria returned to the credit markets only in 1985. Having abandoned its previous policy of
low debt levels, the country sharply increased its credit exposure to the West. Within 5 years its
external debt increased 3.6 times! Until the mid-1980s the Soviet Union strictly played by the rules of
“socialist integration” offering a last-resort lending at need. During the second half of 1980s, however,
Kremlin was far much less inclined to be open the “debt umbrella”. Since 1986, the Moscow not only
suspended credits to cover Bulgarian trade deficit, but also pressured Sofia to make significant net
payments. Their exact amount cannot be established, but based on incomplete data it is clear that in
1988 and 1989 Bulgaria transferred annually about 600 million currency rubles (about 650 million USD



according to the official exchange rate). The reluctance of the Soviet Union to continue its “debt
umbrella” policy forced Bulgaria to convert an increasing part of the attracted Western credits into net
payments to Moscow.

However, it was definitely only the Soviets to be blames for the widening debt crisis. Crucial
role in that process played the inept debt management in Sofia. At the end of the 1980s, the significant
share of short-term liabilities formed a difficult-to-surmount debt service threshold. Situation only
worsened forcing the National Bank to admit in its 1989 Annual Report: “About half of the... debt is
short-term financial and commercial credits”. Accumulation of huge payments in 1988-1991 further
aggravated the problem and soon became the detonator of the debt bomb. In its 1990 Report the Bank
noted the extremely unfavourable maturity structure, with about 40 percent of the debt due in 1990.
Exports of about $3 billion were far from enough to ensure debt service, exceeding $2.5 billion, and in
1989-1990 and over 3 billion. After a decade of contradictory, inept and often mutually exclusive
policies in the spring of 1990 the declaration of a foreign debt moratorium became inevitable.

If compared with the co-authored book with Daniel Vachkov which aimed to reconstruct the
chronology of the accumulation and servicing of the Bulgarian external debt, the joint article with
Adam Tooze had a much more analytical task. It was tailored is such a way to fit the Bulgarian debt
experience into the wider picture of “developing economies” from the European “periphery”.
Moreover, the article intended to trace political and economic dilemmas that the Interwar period
raised before “emerging markets”. Its political establishment, caught by the Great Depression in the
triangle of the populist local society and external creditors, who powerfully demanding austerity. There
were only two possible scenarios in such a grip situation. To devalue the national currency by leaving
the gold exchange standard and ceasing (or at least limiting) its external debt payments, or to stick to
the generally accepted “rules of the game” by seeking to balance the internal and external balances,
continue debt service while appealed to the banks (Paribas) and international institutions (the League
of Nations) for reasonable financial relief. As a victorious country in the First World War, Greece
embarked on the first path of a loud and deep rift with its creditors. Ranked among the countries
defeated in the War, for Sofia it was fare more important to break its external isolation through a more
consensual policy of difficult but fruitful negotiations with the Western creditors. With such a
tempered strategy, however, Bulgaria was able achieves similar, if not greater, relief on its external
payments than Greece, while at the same time earning the name of an “exemplary debtor”. In April
1934, the authoritative London newspaper "Time" openly pointed to Bulgaria as a good example in
sharp contrast to Germany which, like Greece, also defaulted on its debt.

In some sense, this article can also be seen as a “prediction” for the behavour that Athens and
Sofia would repeat after 2008 during the Great Recession. While the former sunk into another "Greek
debt crisis", risking to jeopardize the European Union itself and its common currency, Bulgaria once
again strictly followed the generally accepted “rules of the game”, maintaining both a balanced budget
and good relations with its external creditors.

The current study, part of a larger study of mine on the history of the Bulgarian textile industry from
the beginning of the 19" century to the Balkan War, aims to shed light on the social profile of the first
Bulgarian industrialists. Employing a large number of sources, 196 manufacturers were specified, for
which relatively more complete biographical data was found. Information was collected on the years
(and dates, when possible) of birth and death, family background (father's profession and a rough
estimate of his financial situation), education, position in the factory, previous or parallel economic
activity, participation in the revolutionary movement (including VMORO), inclusion in cultural,
educational or professional organizations, party membership, political positions and family ties.

The article offers a rare attempt to unveil the social profile of Bulgarian manufacturers. Due to
the key economic importance of the textile industry, it can be safely assumed that the picture outlined
here is representative of the entire emerging Bulgarian industry. The biographical “multiplicity” of
Bulgarian industrialists makes an impression. In addition to their industrial involvement, a number of
them took parts in politics, charity and in various cultural, educational or sports initiatives. The relative
weight of the former revolutionaries is also impressive. The data analyzed in the article make it possible
to trace the comparative stability of the Revival economic elite and its relatively successful
transformation into the founding fathers of modern Bulgarian industry.

This article explores the extent to which frequent political transformations and the development
infrastructure have influenced the economic geography and socioeconomic development of Bulgaria
during a 125-year period (1878 to 2002). From these perspectives, an analysis of the Bulgarian
experience could serve as a reference point for understanding the development of other Eastern
European states. This study is the first stage of a project exploring patterns of regional development in
Eastern Europe, and particularly the Balkans, by collecting and processing new socioeconomic and
trans port data at the regional level. The choice of Bulgaria was justified by the reliability and
accessibility of the data and the relatively early creation of the Bulgarian state in 1878.

This article explores the complex correlation between three distinct, yet highly related, processes
- political (institutional) changes, socioeconomic developments such as urbanization and
industrialization, and spatial adjustments within the national economy. The leading question concerns
the effect that political considerations exerted on Bulgaria's regional economic composition. Another
aim of this article is to assess the extent to which constant political changes and the development of
infrastructure led to transformations in the regional hierarchy of the country.

Empirical data reveal a visible relationship between political events and institutional changes and
between socioeconomic transformations and fluctuations in spatial inequality. Initially, the position of
Sofia within the Bulgarian urban network was primus inter pares, but the capital soon transformed
into the leading economic center because of the political and administrative boost that it received
after 1878. Similarly, the growth of the Black Sea and the Danube ports was affected by the territorial
changes and the transport investments made by the state. Implementation of the Soviet economic
model after 1944 triggered the deepest transformations to Bulgaria in the twentieth century.
Urbanization and industrialization and the subsequent collapse of the totalitarian model increased the
regional disparities. The experience of Bulgaria illustrates how, in newly established states or those in
the process of formation, political institutions can play a major role in determining the path of regional



development and trends in spatial inequality. Governments can significantly affect long-term regional
development by making relatively small investments in transport infrastructure.

Our paper breaks new ground along two dimensions. It introduces the powerful concepts of new
economic history to SEE, and it attempts to overcome the tradition of country-specific historiographies
by treating the Balkan Peninsula as one unit; to be more precise, it asks whether the Balkans should
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be seen as an economic region in the sense of exhibiting a self contained or “regional” business cycle.
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We extend a new line of research into a peripheral region of Europe. None of the European regions
is better suited than Southeast Europe (SEE): we have continuous data for five neighboring countries
(Austria(-Hungary), Bulgaria, Greece, Romania, and Serbia/Yugoslavia) since the mid-1870s and early
1880ss. This compares favorably with the Nordic countries or Iberia, let alone Central and Eastern
Europe where statehood of present-day countries materialized only after the break-up of the Habsburg
and Romanov empires.

This paper constructs dynamic factor business cycle indices for five SEE countries from the 1870s
to World War Il and analyses patterns of synchronization. While all emanating from the same political
and economic unit—the European provinces of the Ottoman Empire—synchronization levels on the
Balkan peninsula were initially low but steadily increased toward World War |, reaching levels not yet
documented for any peripheral region of Europe for this period. The SEE economies increasingly
participated in a pan-European business cycle radiating from Britain, France, and Germany.

The formation of a regional business cycle happened only in the interwar period. Driven by growing
intra-regional trade, the 1920ss were the first period in Balkan history where countries were more
strongly synchronized among each other than they were with any of the European core countries. This
finding not only contradicts the conventional wisdom according to which such regional business cycles
appeared only after World War Il; crucially, it is testimony to the economic integration which the
Balkan countries had achieved since independence half a century earlier. Improved infrastructure, not
overly protectionist policies, and a substantial increase in common borders since the Balkan Wars all
played a role in this success story. But this was a process of regional integration through economics
not politics; while political attempts at regional integration all failed, economic integration progressed
slowly but surely.

The present study is the first attempt known to us in the Bulgarian literature to quantitatively establish
the reasons for the internal migration of the population after 1878, which, according to some authors,
is of key importance for the imposed post-liberation economic and social model. The size of the
migration wave of about 670,000 people is relatively small to cause the consequences attributed to it
by Palaret. At the same time, the mass of migrants seems large enough to have been neglected in the
literature so far. The collected demographic data and statistical analysis support the hypotheses
related to the influence of economic-demographic factors. More specifically, a statistically significant
influence of the processes related to targeting territories with lower population density and availability
of "free" land was found. Like land fertility, urban areas and connectivity of settlements have relatively
little influence on the observed overall migration processes. At the same time, the quantitative
research did not establish statistically significant relationships to support the hypotheses related to
the political-demographic factors. More specifically, regarding the hypotheses for the so-called
“agrarian coup” and “agrarian movement”, in which the Bulgarians took over the lands vacated by the
emigrating Turks, including and the homesteads. We also did not find empirical evidence confirming
the presence of a general desire to retaliate the Bulgarians in the villages with the greatest destruction
during the Liberation War and the April Uprising (such may have been observed in individual, isolated
cases). Based on the results of the statistical analysis, we can assume that the factors driving the wheel
of migration far exceed the outflow of the Turkish population during and after the Russian-Turkish war.
Smaller "economic opportunities" in the foothills in combination with a rapidly growing population

create prerequisites for an accelerated vertical “slide” to the flat areas of significant human masses.
Not by chance, some sources clearly show that the beginning of a process of descent to the plains
should be sought at least to the middle of the 19th century, and perhaps even earlier.

In conclusion, based on the empirical analysis and the conclusions drawn above, the profile of the
conservative entrepreneur who ventured into unknown and distant lands to seek not economic
empowerment but physical survival can be clearly outlined. This conservative entrepreneurship is

interesting as a phenomenon from the point of view of historical and economic science - both in terms
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of its duration and in terms of its spatial scope. This suggests further quantitative research on the issue,
which would cover in detail other neighbourhoods of the country and expand the time period of the
guantitative analysis.

Unlike a number of Eastern European countries, in Bulgaria, until the wars, the share of industrial
production in the Gross Domestic Product remained very low. Since the now classic studies of
Gerschenkron and Palaret, the opinion has prevailed in the literature that the internal structural
deficiencies - the self-sufficient rural economy and the growing under its influence the costs of labor
and raw materials of the urban industrial sector lead to "growth without development" and prevent
the actual industrialization of the country. Palaret even goes a step further, painting a picture of
widespread “deindustrialization” and “agrarianization” after the Liberation. The data specifically
collected within the framework of this study convincingly indicate that the explanations offered so far
suffer from serious flaws. A closer look at the social and economic processes that took place in
Bulgarian society from the Liberation to the First World War show that the Bulgarian village cannot be
held responsible for the "de-industrialization" pointed out in the literature.

On the contrary, the scrupulous valuation of textile production, undoubtedly the most important
industrial sector in the country, shows that after a prolonged, quarter-century crisis, it managed to
recover and around 1910 even surpassed the peak results achieved in 1870. In other words, the thesis
about the “deindustrialization” and “agrarianization” of post-liberation Bulgaria needs rethinking.
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Between the Liberation and the First World War, it would be much more appropriate to speak of
delayed development than of stagnation and “deindustrialization”.

The article is the first part of a much larger study on inflation and consumption in the Bulgarian lands
in the long historical section between 1750 and 2020. The reconstruction of the price dynamics will
allow us to more accurately restore the centuries-old changes in the standard of living of the Bulgarians
and from there — in their social standing.

For this purpose, | collected 46,000 individual price observations from the National Revival period
by visiting and processing over 1,000 trade notebooks preserved in 57 provincial libraries, museums
and archives. As a next step, | researched and verified all official price publications from the national
statistics. To fill some gaps in the available information (especially for the late 18" and early 19%
centuries), various statistical interpolation methods were applied with the help of my co-authors. In
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this way, we were able to construct two price indices — (1) component (1750-2020), representing a
basket with the prices of 20 basic goods and services, and (2) composite (1887-2020), unifying the
various official price indices of statistics into a single long time series.

The main goal of this first article of the project is to outline the long-term development of
consumer prices in Bulgaria for the period 1750-2020 by describing the methodology used and making
some initial conclusions of the constructed inflation index. The contribution nature of the study should
be explicitly emphasized, not only because it is the first time in our literature that it attempts to recover
inflation over such a long period, but also because it allows the analysis of the standard of living
through a quantifiable indicator.

During the considered 270-year period, we establish several major inflationary episodes - during
and immediately after the two world wars and at the beginning of the transition. During the first two
episodes, the total accumulated inflation is almost 46 times, while during the transition the increase
in the price level exceeds 3,800 times. Contrary to the generally accepted notions of the socialist
economy as freed from the scourge of inflation, our research finds a general increase in price levels of
nearly 4 times.

In this article, an attempt is made to measure the progress and regression achieved after 1944 in the
standard of living of the two main social groups in Bulgarian society, the peasants and the workers.
The standard of living during the communist period in Central, Eastern and South-Eastern Europe
(CEEEE) remains behind the most exciting topics in our society. However, Bulgarian studies on the
subject are extremely rare. The picture is not much different in foreign literature. In an attempt to at
least partially fill this gap, the present study sheds light on living standards in CEEEE by expanding the
historical context in three dimensions. First, by shifting its temporal focus to include not only the
communist period but also the preceding interwar decades. Second, since until the end of the 1960s
the majority of Bulgarians lived in the countryside, the study goes beyond the standard of living of the
workers (common practice in the existing literature) and directs the spotlight to the rural periphery of
society. And third, instead of GDP, an aggregate of rather problematic quality during the communist
period, the article attempts to "measure" changes in living standards using nutrition and caloric intake
as a proxy.

Before September 9" 1944, the rural population in Bulgaria had a significantly higher calorie intake
than factory workers. However, this changed sharply after 1944. The decline in the standard of living
of the rural population was not only sharp, but also significant. Following the classic postulates of
Marxism, the industrial workers were given the privileged status of the hegemonic class, while the
peasants, along with the intelligentsia and the service sector, were deprived of their pre-war status
and relative prosperity. Armed only with the means of demography, in less than two decades the
peasants overturned the regime's agricultural policy. The brutal extraction of resources from the
village and the collectivization of land have been replaced by a process that Creed (2005) very aptly
calls the 'domestication of the revolution'. It is a consequence of three economic deficits that emerged
in the 1960s and early 1970s: (1) labor for agriculture, (2) food for the growing urban population, and
(3) convertible currency, which earns primarily through the export of agricultural products.

The evidence collected and analyzed in the article shows that the standard of living, as measured
by food consumption, did not rise as rapidly as the apologists of communism have assumed. The big
loser from the socio-political experiments after 1944 were the Bulgarian peasants. Not only were they
forcibly dispossessed of their land, they also experienced three long decades of depressed living
standards. The caloric levels available to peasants in 1939-1940 were partially reached only in the
1970s. Industrial workers, by contrast, were initially among the beneficiaries of the post-9/9 political
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changes. Already in the 1940s, their caloric intake increased and remained at levels of around 2800
calories per day for the next 30 years.

The article is the second piece of the big puzzle, it has set itself the task of measuring inflation in the
Bulgarian lands between 1750 and 2020. In it, the focus is shifted to price movements in the years after
the Second World War and the closely related monetary reforms of 1948, 1952, 1962 and 1999. Our
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interest in this topic arose from the key impact that the monetary reforms have on inflation and hence
on the standard of living of the population, established in the course of the large study.

Very little is known about monetary reforms during the communist period. Until now, their

description was quite schematic, inserted in the general economic context after the Second World
War, without dismembering that in practice the national currency was changed several times through
them, although it kept its name. This is an extremely important finding that has enormous implications
for the correct construction of a continuous long inflation index between 1750 and 2020.
In addition, a thorough study of the monetary reforms of the 1940s and 1950s has shown that their
much-touted role in bringing down post-war inflation does not match the facts. The galloping rise in
prices after 1943 was tamed, not by monetary reforms, but by means of price controls by the Price
Commission established after September 9. In fact, the hidden but key task of the reforms of 1948,
1952 and (to some extent) 1962 was to seize the savings of the 'former' propertied classes, made
political pariahs by the new regime.

For its part, the monetary reform of 1999 has the task of putting an end to a prolonged
inflationary episode that began not with the changes of 1989, but already in the 60s after the previous
monetary reform. Through administrative price controls, the communist government artificially
contained inflation for nearly a quarter of a century. This leads to the accumulation of enormous
hidden tensions in the economy, which find their way out to the surface only with the monetary
liberalization since the beginning of the transition. The inept economic policy of the Videnov
government further increased the inflationary pressure to bring Bulgaria into a hyperinflationary spiral
in 1997/1998. The crisis was overcome with the introduction of the Currency Board, and the new,
stabilized national currency (again retaining its old name, but qualitatively new in nature) was
formalized with the 1999 reform.

In this sense, the article aims to show the serious social and economic consequences of political
decisions (monetary reforms) and tries to fill a significant gap in the knowledge of our recent past.

After Stalin's death, a timid process of normalization began in Bulgaria, in which the authorities tried
to build a new consensus between the rulers and the ruled. Against the softening of the regime and its
restraining from mass repressions, the population must "agree" to live within the framework of the
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rules set from above. The new consensus will be cemented by a promise to improve the standard of
living of the population. However, the Centrally Planned Economy proved unable to satisfy the
personal demand unblocked in the second half of the 1950s. The barren consensus, impotent to realize
a communist version of Western prosperity, creates the cult of Western products. Without the
consumption, this new consensus unravels and breeds universal hypocrisy. Only two decades after the
establishment of the new consensus, the regime has already been completely emptied of content, and
for the majority of Bulgarians, the "material superiority of the other system" is beyond any doubt.

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Together with another key article of mine: lvanov, M. The miracle of conception or how Bulgaria was
burdened with communism? — Sociological problems, XXIX, 2008, No. 3—4, pp. 303—337. the research
on “the invisible borders of modernization” highlights the main arguments for a “more optimistic and
balanced” reading of the recent Bulgarian past. The question is, in fact, whether, despite its
indisputable backwardness in the 1940s, our society has sufficient potential for a slower but deeper
and comprehensive modernization. For change, not through revolution, but through evolution. Or, in
other words, was there an alternative development scenario without paying the extremely high human
cost of the communist experiment.

Here, evidence for the previously expressed hypothesis of the beginning of the change in the
Bulgarian village already on the eve of the Second World War is sought at the micro-level of individual
families and farms. For this purpose, the materials of one of the first sociological studies in our country
were used. It was conducted in 1940-1941 by the Institute for Agricultural and Economic Studies (I1ZSP)
and was part of its long-term project to study the Bulgarian countryside and the changes occurring in
it. From the 154 survey cards (agricultural books) collected and stored in the archive of the 1ZSP, 50
were selected for analysis here, as the goal was to use them to conduct an experimental pilot study of
the degree of modernization of the Bulgarian village on the eve of communism.

Thanks to this archival wealth, we have the unique opportunity to reconstruct almost day by
day the lives of our grandparents in their late 1930s and early 1940s. The looming picture of everyday
life is diverse. In it can be found both evidence of the coming changes and the many bastions of
tradition. It is this hybridity between new and old that describes the invisible limits of modernization
in pre-communist Bulgaria. Hyperbolizing the changes that have taken place is, of course, unnecessary.
And on the eve of the Second World War, the village continued to struggle with many of its old
problems - overcrowding, low incomes, poor quality of life. Let's not forget that the country, 75% of
whose population still lives in the countryside, remains one of the poorest in Europe. Equally
unproductive, however, is the mass literature's blindness to the coming changes - the falling birth rate,
the increase in human capital, the first steps of the emerging mass consumer. Undoubtedly, many of
the processes inventoried here are still in their infancy, but their very “conception” is a fact that, it
seems to me, should no longer be denied.

It will hardly be an exaggeration if we say that the gaitan, a thin strip of intertwined threads with which
our grandfathers decorated their clothing, wraps and binds the entire Bulgarian revival around itself.
Much has been written and debated about the economic prerequisites of our national awakening from
the end of the 18" and the first three quarters of the 19™ century, but few would deny that without
the economic prosperity in the necklace of sub-Balkan towns to the north and south of Stara Planina,
our modern the history of a free state would begin much later and, most likely, proceed differently. At
the heart of this economic upswing, actually, lies the gaitan braiding. It is followed by financial
affluence, the need for better education, and the thirst for freedom. In fact, it is hardly a coincidence
that it was the gaitan-making centers that were at the forefront of the uprising of April 1876.

It is for these reasons that the article focuses on one of the most dynamic branches of
Renaissance (proto)industrial production. In it, all the abundant information about the history of the
introduction, improvement and technology of the gaitan-making trade is collected and analyzed. An
attempt was also made to evaluate the quantitative volumes of its production. The parameters of the
deep crisis in which the industry fell in the first years after the Liberation are outlined and the reasons
for its decline are sought.

However, for the first time in our literature, the crisis of the gaitan-making is also considered
as an opportunity, a chance for the long-considered but still postponed due to lack of funds, fear of
losses or greedy Turkish eyes, the mechanization of textile production. And it is no coincidence that
the bagpipe players - Ilvan K. Kalpazanov, Racho Bobchev, Stefan Hadjistoychev, Hristo Gudev, etc.
were the first to embark on the risky venture of importing machinery and building modern woollen
textile plants, laying the foundations of Gabrovo's factory Manchester.

The article sets itself the task of deepening the observations on the post-liberation business elite of
Bulgaria by focusing attention on its Gabrovo segment. This cut is important for two reasons. First, the
196 Gabrovo textile manufacturers and entrepreneurs studied here are the people who created the
“miracle of Bulgarian Manchester”. And secondly, the detailed reconstruction of nearly 200
biographies is as complete as possible thanks to the systematic interest in Gabrovo in the lives of local
industrial pioneers. Interest, which unfortunately turns out to be much weaker in other "competing"
economic centers such as Sliven, Ruse, Plovdiv or Samokov.

Contrary to some statements of the press at the time, the majority of our first industrialists
came from wealthy or at least not poor families. This gives them access to relatively good start-up
financial and social capital. Within the framework of the Bulgarian network society. Their families, like
themselves, can be found near the network centers — local and sometimes even national.

It is noteworthy that only half of the industrialists (44.2%) can talk about the transmission of a

profession between generations. In Gabrovo, the percentage is slightly higher (50%), without,
however, drastically different from the picture in the country. Thus, in general, we can assume that
within the framework of Bulgarian National Revivial, but also of the post-liberation society, much more
capital (financial and social) is transferred between generations than a specific profession. This is an
important marker of the increased economic dynamism after the beginning of the 19* century.
The chosen corporate model is one of the most important criteria by which Gabrovo industrialists are
distinguished from textile industrialists in the rest of the country. In the “Bulgarian Manchester”,
manufacturers often choose relatively more crowded corporate structures - joint-stock or joint-stock
companies with a broad partner base. In contrast to Sliven, where we have more but smaller factories
with two to three owners, the people of Gabrovo show a higher business culture. Overcoming its
natural contradictions and competition, the textile industry in the pre-Balkan city is directed to a
significantly wider and more socially diverse public circles.
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
