This article traces and analyzes the tourism demand on the territory of the Rila-Pirin tourist
region, with particular attention paid to the ecotourism demand. The study is based on both
statistical information and information collected from two stakeholder groups regarding demand —
tourists on site at the destination and tourists outside the destination (potential tourists). The
study specifies the basic principles and characteristics of ecotourism. It tests them based on the
views of stakeholders, which helps measuring the actual demand of ecotourism in the study area.

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SUMMARY

The article presents the results of a study of the tourism demand on the territory of the
Rila-Pirin tourist region, with a special attention being paid on the demand of ecotourism,
looking for its basic quantitative and qualitative characteristics and taking into account
its territorial distribution within the study area. Presented results are part of a larger study
involving both supply and demand for ecotourism in the Rila-Pirin tourist region.

The analysis is mainly based on primary data obtained through a questionnaire survey
conducted with representatives of two stakeholder groups: potential tourists (outside the
destination) and tourists in the destination. The results of the primary study were examined
through the prism of the main characteristics of ecotourism and its product derived from the
literature and an attempt to measure the actual demand of ecotourism in the studied region
is made. Official statistics are also considered in order to highlight the main trends in tourist
demand in the region.

The results show a relatively high level of tourist demand for the Rila-Pirin tourist
region compared to other tourist regions, but with strong territorial disparities within the
region. The demand for ecotourism on the other hand is mainly expressed through the great
interest in the beautiful and preserved nature in the region and to a lesser extent through
the other characteristics of ecotourism such as interest in interpretation and education, local
culture and the application of sustainable practices by the subjects of supply.

The conducted surveys of tourist demand (potentially in the destination) show a great
interest in mountain hiking and nature tourism. At the same time, a relatively small proportion
of potential tourists (27%) and tourists in the destination (41%) associate RPTR with
ecotourism. This leads to the idea that by applying a number of principles of ecotourism
and adapting them to the specifics of the environment in the RPTR, it is possible to turn this
large contingent of nature-oriented tourists into ecotourists. To achieve this, in the first place,
it is necessary to develop the ecotourism offer and better promote it in connection with its
principles. It is also necessary to increase the awareness and understanding of tourists and
potential tourists about its nature and the opportunities for sustainable development that it
suggests.

The development of ecotourism in the RPTR is an opportunity to overcome to some
extent the large territorial disparities in terms of tourist demand. The great interest of the two
studied groups in the beautiful and preserved nature in the area (including the mentioned
landmarks and attractions), as well as the relatively great interest in the preserved culture,
local customs and products and the possibilities for interpretation, are a prerequisite for
claiming that there is a demand for ecotourism in the RPTR in its widest sense of “Tourism
in harmony with the whole environment (natural and social)”.
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
