2. ENGLISH THROUGH LITERATURE

English Through Literature is an elective course based on a selection of contemporary literary texts to be discussed in class. It offers first-year students the chance to overcome
inhibitions about speaking in English, and to learn to express ideas and develop arguments more confidently and more competently. It will encourage them to ask themselves
more questions as they read, and to read on a greater number of levels. It will also help them to expand and vary their general vocabulary, and will introduce them to the basic
vocabulary we need when we talk about literary texts — about the way we make sense of them, respond to them, and evaluate them.

Maximum number of students: 20. (Students will be enrolled on a first come, first served basis.)

3. ENGLISH FOR PROFESSIONAL COMMUNICATION

Throughout our academic and professional life, we are frequently required to speak in front of other people and to present information in oral, written and visual form. This
course is practically oriented and develops students’ research and presentation skills: choosing a topic, researching the topic, organizing the information in a logical sequence,
citing sources, effective public speaking, poster presentations, and PowerPoint presentations. The students work individually and in groups and prepare and deliver oral
presentations. Evaluation is based on current assessment.

Maximum number of students: 60. (Students will be enrolled on a first come, first served basis.)

4. IMAGES OF BRITISHNESS

Images of Britishness is an elective course whose major objective is to help EAS first-year students acquire knowledge about key aspects of British culture (e.g. the stiff upper
lip, humour, the royal family, accents and dialects, cuisine, sport, manners and etiquette). Seminar discussions are based on non-fiction texts and audio-visual materials. The
preparation for and the participation in these discussions provide students with the opportunity to further develop their study skills: identification of the main idea(s) and key
supporting arguments, sensitivity to text building material: facts, opinions and examples. The final grade is the average of the continuous assessment grade (derived from the
class participation grades and the grades for the homework assignments) and the final exam grade.

Maximum number of students: 60. (Students will be enrolled on a first come, first served basis.)
