of the scientific works presented for participation in a competition for the
acquirement of the academic position ,,Professor” for the needs of the Faculty of
Educational Studies and the Arts at Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski” in
the field of Higher Education 1. Pedagogical Sciences; Research area 1.2.

Pedagogy (Special Pedagogy).

This review has been drawn up on the basis of an Order Ne PJ[ 38-
316/20.07.2020 r. by the Rector of Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski” as
well on the Decision of the Scientific Committee of the Procedure.

In the competition for ,,Professor”, declared in State Gazette, vol. 49 from
29.05.2020, the only candidate is Assoc. Prof. Dr. Emilia Hinkova Evgenieva.

The procedures in the course of the competition are in accordance with Law
on the development of the academic staff in the Republic Bulgaria and
Regulations on the terms and conditions for obtaining scientific degrees and

holding academic positions of Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”.

1. Succinct biographical data of the candidate
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Emilia Hinkova Evgenieva is a lecturer at the Department
,»Special Education and Speech Therapy” in the Faculty Educational Studies and
the Arts of Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”. His qualifications and
activities in various fields are impressive.
In the period 1986-1997 she was a teacher of Bulgarian language and
Literature at 142 High School “Veselin Hanchev”, Sofia. She successively

received Second Class Qualification - 1991 and First Class Qualification - 1996



at the Institute for Teacher Training at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski".
In the same year she defended her dissertation with topic: "Axiological
Projections of Education (on the Example of Educational Literary and Artistic
Analysis" and obtained the Academic degree of "Doctor".

During the academic year 1997-1998 she was a part-time assistant, from
1998 a senior assistant and from 2001 Chief assistant at Faculty of Educational
Studies and the Arts at Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”. In the
meantime, in 2005 she became a master in the field of special pedagogy, in
particular in "Pedagogy for Children with Intellectual Disabilities”. Since 2007
she has been an associate professor in the scientific specialty “Special Pedagogy
(Theory and Methodology of Teaching in Bulgarian Language and Literature for
Children with Mental Retardation)" at the same faculty. She participates in the
Erasmus Programme - mobility program with the University of Granada, Spain,
as well as in teams of three international projects.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. E. Evgenieva lectures and leads seminars for students of
Bachelor's and Master's degrees at the Faculty of Educational Studies and the
Arts at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski ”. Among the lectured courses
are: Methodology of Teaching Bulgarian Language and Literature for Students
with SEN, Specifics of Language Training, Dysontogenesis of Language and
Speech. She is a supervisor of foreign students in the master program "Special

Pedagogy" in English.

I1. Characterization of scientific and science practical work of the
candidate.
For participation in the announced competition for “professor” Assoc.
Prof. Dr. Emilia Evgenieva participates with 21 publications, which were not
presented in the competition for the scientific title of "associate professor”. The
publications include: 1 monograph, 17 articles, 4 of which are co-authored, as

well as 3 chapters from two collective books, which are defined in the National



Register of Published Books in Bulgaria as educational and methodical
literature. No distribution protocol has been submitted for them. One of the
articles is published in a scientific journal, referenced and indexed in world-
famous scientific information databases.

The reference for citations presented by the candidate (Appendix 13.2)
shows a total of 15 citations, most of which - 13 citations, are in monographs
and collective volumes with scientific review. Among them there are no
citations in a scientific publication, referenced and indexed in world-famous
databases with scientific information. The other 2 citations and reviews of two
of her articles are in not referred journals with scientific review.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgenieva is a reviewer of dissertations in Bulgarian and
English and 4 books.

She is a supervisor of 10 PhD students who defended their dissertations, of
which 6 in English. From the presented report it is evident that she takes an
active part in an international research project and 4 national projects. She also
carries out training courses with pedagogical specialists.

The publications of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Emilia Evgenieva present her as a
researcher on issues related mainly to the methodology of teaching Bulgarian
language and Literature to children with special educational needs, as well as
issues related to the reduction of educational content, including current research
aimed at the inclusion of children and students with SEN in the general

educational environment.

Analysis of the habilitation work.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Evgenieva participated in the competition for a professor
with a monograph with topic "Inclusive Education - Innovations and
Paradoxes™ (2020). The monograph is constructed on the consideration of past
and present researches of the author, i.e. research before and after changes in

the education system and the new inclusion policy aimed at creating an inclusive



environment that supports all children. The analysis of both the past and the
current research path is made from the standpoint of current trends in the
development of educational processes and a new perspective on tradition and the
resulting innovations.

The first chapter specifies prognostic trends based on the depths of the
learning process. In the first point "Axiologically Designed Training" Assoc.
Prof. Evgenieva includes some of the ideas that were developed and presented in
her dissertation research, with which she obtained the Academic degree
"Doctor" in 1996.

The proposed axiological model of education provides an opportunity for
the implementation of effective joint cognitive activity between the student and
the teacher, for the identification of rational contradictions, which are especially
clear in the practical area. The product of cognitive activity is based on the need
to satisfy emotional needs related to achieving one or another predictable
unknown (internal, subjective, and non-utilitarian). The author emphasizes that
from the point of view of modern legislation the proposed axiological model is
correlated with the pedagogical portfolio, which should trace as fully as possible
the educational and cognitive activity of the student, so as to give a qualitative
characteristic of the quantitative assessment.

Looking for innovative approaches for the learning process, Assoc. Prof.
Evgenieva focuses on the education of children and students with special
educational needs and in particular - their language learning. She traces the
linguistic picture for the world and how the child and the student with SEN fit
Into it, using the axiomatic approach.

The second chapter includes reflections and offers ideas for building an
inclusive educational environment. Attention is drawn to the importance of a
supportive environment for students with SEN as part of the overall process of
changing the education system; towards finding of learning models oriented to

the capabilities of these children and enabling them to overcome the



academicism and abstractness of the knowledge taught in school. In this context,
the need for teachers to stress on revealing of the practically applicable, socially
significant meaning of this knowledge is emphasized.

Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva points out and analyzes the problems
accompanying the process of implementation of integrated training. She
specifies the observed weaknesses and errors, as well as the reasons for them.
This is useful for heads of educational institutions, teachers, professionals
working with children and students with SEN, as well as for their parents.

This chapter analyzes the extent to which the derived determinants of the
inclusion process are active and what new changes can be expected. The
guestion about the preparation of the students from the pedagogical specialties
for work in the conditions of the inclusive education, about the readiness of the
teachers to put into practice the philosophy of inclusion is set up. It is aimed at
changing the notions of "norm and abnormality in the development of the
individual™, the understanding of the meaning of norm in the development of
children and adults. On the basis of a study from 2011 with students of
pedagogical specialties are derived cultural forms that can influence the learning
process. The significance of the artifacts of the educational environment on the
process of learning and inclusion of students with SEN regarding the

acceptance, interest towards textbooks and learning content is summarized.

Analysis of other scientific works

The professional qualification of teachers, the system of career
development and lifelong learning is an issue that has been studied and analyzed
in a comparative plan in an article (I'-6-1) that is presenting a study of freshmen
in pedagogical specialties from Bulgaria and Turkey. An answer is sought to the
question of how students evaluate what is happening at school and at university.
In co-authorship with her PhD student Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva presents in the

article data from various conducted studies and traces how and to what extent



the opinions of the respondents coincide. Conducted simultaneously in two
countries, the survey provides an opportunity to identify not only the differences
but also the sustainability of the opinions of young people aged 18 to 20. The
attention is focused on the need to strengthen the motivation towards the
profession "teacher", to create realistic conditions for innovation, for a new type
of environment for future students, for future development of the pedagogical
career. The tendencies in the development of this process are outlined.

In her articles, Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva directs to the need to transform the
curriculum in accordance with the capabilities and needs of students with
problems in language development. Considers the development of reduced
curriculum in Bulgarian language and literature for students with special
educational needs. Bringing it in line with the individuality of the student, with
his/her individual experience (I'-7-1).

Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva presents the reasons for the reduction of the
linguistic unit - sentence. She makes an attempt to formalize the criteria for
evaluation of the sentence, which serve as guidelines for the reduction of
educational content and, accordingly, to give grounds for evaluation of the
production of students with mental retardation in this section (I'-7-2). Develops
the topic for the sentence in the lesson for students with intellectual disabilities,
related to the tasks of correction and compensation of their language
competence in general, and not through the mere accumulation of abstract
grammatical competence (I'-7-3).

She searches for and describes the coordinates of the ontological and
semiotic field of the educational-cognitive activity, presenting an opportunity for
correct comparison of the students with and without special educational needs,
as well as of the basic dysontogenies (I'-7-4).

Assoc. Prof. Evgenieva makes an evaluation to the state of the trinity -
theory, diagnostics and methodology, interpreting in this context the assessment

given by teachers for teaching and learning in the TALIS report. She concludes



that the established functioning of the triune system through binary interactions -
theory and methodology refers to general teachers and theory and diagnosis for
special educators. She also states that although Bulgarian teachers do not point
to a serious problem with the organization of the education of children with
special educational needs, the fact that they prefer to work standard means
nothing more than a formal acceptance of this child. Emphasizes that the focus
on the theoretical support of the learning process is a fact, not only for the
qualification system, but also for the bachelor's and master's degree system. (I'-
7-5).

Makes an interpretation of the interdisciplinary links for the needs of the
education of children with mental retardation on the basis of a textbook for an
auxiliary school from the educational-cognitive field - native language (I"-7-6).

The collective books of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Emilia Evgenieva - "Practical
Training (for Students in the Field of Pedagogy)" (I'-10-1-2) and "Literacy
Diagnostic Test: Reading with Comprehension" (I'-10-3) were written jointly
with authoritative Bulgarian scientists, experts in pedagogy. This fact gives the
unique opportunity to the author to support focusing of the modern research
view on important aspects of the manifestation of pedagogical phenomena and
to enrich both the existing scientific concepts and the existing pedagogical
practice.

I consider that the submitted for review publications (I'-6-2), (I'-7-7), (I'-
10-1-2) and (I'-10-3) do not correspond to the profile of the announced
competition for Professor - 1.2. Pedagogy (Special Pedagogy).

I11. Essential contributions of the applicant's scientific, scientific-practical
and teaching activities

e The theory is enriched with ideas for reorganization of the educational
content in order to effectively implement the education of children and

students with special educational needs.



e Prerequisites in the language structure are concretized and analyzed,
which are basis for content reduction of the educational content.

e Factors of the learning environment are presented, which increase the
effectiveness of the integration of students with special educational
needs.

e The influence of cultural factors on the learning process in an integrated
environment is outlined.

¢ Significant statements related to the state of the inclusion process and the

role of digital competence and non-formal education are summarized.

IV. Critical remarks and recommendations
| recommend to Assoc. Prof. Dr. Emilia Evgenieva to link more closely her
research with important problems for the work with children and students with
SEN. I consider that in this direction she would reach to new scientific ideas, as

well as to a rethinking of some of her own theoretical views.

V. Conclusion:

The analysis and evaluation of the research activity, the presented
publications and the performed educational activity are prerequisites for me to
support the candidacy of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Emilia Hinkova Evgenieva for the
academic position of "professor” in the field of Higher Education 1. Pedagogical
Sciences; Research area 1.2. Pedagogy (Special Pedagogy) for the needs of
Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts at Sofia University ,,St. Kliment
Ohridski”.
