Abstract:

Diagnostic assessment often is a challenge for the professionals in the process of
identification of children with delayed phonological development. The main reason is the
wide range of variability of phonological disabilities, especially in preschool age.
Practitioners have a need of valid, reliable and effective methods to identify children with
delayed phonological development.

The present study further develops the existing research in the field of phonological
disabilities and explores the process of mastering of the consonants by the Bulgarian
children.

The main goal of the study is to identify the basic characteristics in the phonological
development of children with typical and delayed phonological development.

Thirty children with typical and thirty with delayed phonological development between 3-

Abstract:

The article presents the specifics in the production of the phoneme /r/ as a segment unit
and as a component of a consonant cluster in the initial position. The contingent of the
study consists of 60 Bulgarian children aged between 3 - 5 years with typical and delayed
phonological development. The research was realized through a test for evaluation of
phonological development according to Ignatova, Marinova-Todd, Stemberger, Bernhard,
2015, which contains 110 words. The test includes 8 words with consonant clusters in the
initial position of the word, (phoneme /r/ presents within the content of the clusters) and
two words with the phonemic segment /r/ in the initial position of the word.

Significant differences were found on the basis of "age" in the production of words from
the control and experimental groups.

The study found a high degree of variability of errors in the group of children with delayed
phonological development. Younger children in this group are characterized by errors of
the type "omissions” of /r/ within a consonant cluster.

Abstract:

Background: The concept of "Non-verbal learning disabilities” which is characterized by
problematic functioning of the personality in the following areas of competence: visual-
spatial organization, motor skills, social communication, academic achievement was
discussed.

Aim: The main purpose was to draw the attention of the specialists to the problem of non-
verbal learning disabilities as a valid diagnostic concept with specific parameters that
belongs to the category of developmental disorders.

Abstract:

Learning to read is a complex and continuous process that includes various interdependent
factors. There is a difficulty of identifying the stage when the inclusion of some processes
in this complex chain is disrupted. Because of this fact there is a significant weakness of
the reading instruction programs at school that offer a unified learning approach for all
children. This is due to the outdated tendency to accept reading as an immanent potential
of the child, which develops naturally over time.

In connection with this, there is a necessity for a detailed study of the mental processes
accompanying reading. Therefore, whether the child will learn to read well or not will
depend on the way his cognitive abilities develop and functioning. On the base of this, it
will be possible to plan an individual educational and therapeutic plan that would meet the
specific capabilities and needs of each child.

Abstract:

It is well known that B-ionizing radiation as a physical factor and Nerve Growth Factor
(NGF) as an embryoactive substance influence the early neuroembryogenesis. The degree
of the influence depends on the size and the duration of the exposure as well as on the
distance from the source (regarding B-ionizing radiation). NGF takes part in the natural
neuroembryogenesis. It is possible under certain circumstances NGF to be excreted in
larger quantity than usually which can have an adverse effect in the developmental course.
Our hypothesis is that in children with developmental dyslexia, discrete subcellular
changes are apparent which have been emerged during early neuroembryogenesis.
