Pedagogy, scientific specialty Speech therapy, announced in the State Gazette,
issue 74 of 21.08.2020.

The review is prepared on the basis of the Law for development of the
academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations of Sofia University
“St. Kliment Ohridski > for its implementation. The submitted documents meet the
requirements and the competition is conducted in accordance with the legal
provisions. The only candidate in it is Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Milcheva
Ignatova, full-time lecturer at Sofia University, Faculty of Science, Education and
Arts (FNOI), Department of Speech Therapy.

Attached is a list of a total of 37 publications (books, studies, articles,
reports, etc.), of which 29 for participation in this competition.

1. Professional and career development of the candidate

In 1995, Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Ignatova graduated from Sofia
University "St. K1. Ohridski ” (master's degree) in Defectology with specializations
Speech Therapy and Pedagogy of children with visual impairments. Until 2002 he
worked as a speech therapist in preschools and medical center "Hippocrates". Since
March of the same year and currently she is a lecturer at Sofia University "St.
Kliment Ohridski”, Department of Special Pedagogy and Speech Therapy,
successively holding the academic positions of Assistant (2002-2004), Senior



Assistant (2004-2008) and Chief Assistant (2008-2020). In 2014, Ch. Assistant
Professor Ignatova successfully defended her dissertation and obtained the
educational and scientific degree "Doctor of Pedagogy".

Her active participation in the administrative life of the university
community is confirmed by the positions held in recent years: member of the
General Assembly of Sofia University (2016-2018), member of the Faculty
Council of the Faculty of Science, Education and Arts (since 2019), Scientific
Secretary of the Department of Special Pedagogy and Speech Therapy (since
2019).

2. Teaching experience
As a lecturer at the Faculty of Education and Arts, Dr. Diana Ignatova leads
a large number of lecture courses and exercises (seminar and practical) in the
bachelor's and master's programs in speech therapy and special pedagogy.
Lecture courses on:
e Speech therapy diagnostics and work in a diagnostic team;
e Learning disorders;
e Communication disorders in craniofacial malformations;
e Deficits of non-verbal communication in children with language disorders
(elective course in Bulgarian and English);
¢ Introduction to clinical linguistics;
e Specific learning disorders.

Seminars and practical classes on:
e Basics of speech therapy;
e Communication disorders in voice disorders;
e Communication disorders in mental illness;
e Communication disorders in sensory insufficiency;
e Communication disorders in intellectual disability;
e Speech disorders.

Throughout her teaching career, Dr. Ignatova has taken an active part in
organizing and conducting the undergraduate practice of students in the bachelor's
and master's programs in Speech Therapy, and in recent years has been one of its



direct supervisors. Evidence of high commitment to the practical training of
students in Speech Therapy is her work as an academic mentor on the project
"Student Internships".

Proof of the motivated attitude of Dr. Ignatova to the quality of education
and training of students is her participation as a reviewer of a large number of
diploma theses in the master's programs "Communicative Developmental
Disorders™ and "Special Pedagogy" (in English).

2. Research and publication

The candidate in the competition demonstrates high research and publication
activity. The list of the general scientific production of Dr. Ignatova includes 39
publications, among which:

e Author's abstract of dissertation (not mentioned in the list);

e Monographs (3);

e Studies in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous
databases (3 - 1 independent and 2 co-authored);

e Articles and reports in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in
world-famous databases (1);

e Articles and reports in unreferred journals with scientific review (22 -
16 independent and 6 co-authored);

e Summaries of reports from scientific conferences (5);

e Others - annotations (2).

In the competition for the academic position "Associate Professor" she
participated with 26 publications:
Basic:

e Monograph - habilitation thesis (1);

e Books, based on a defended dissertation (2);

e Studies in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous
databases (3 - 1 independent in Bulgarian and 2 co-authored in
English);

e Articles and reports in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in
world-famous databases (1 co-authored in English, in which the
candidate is the first author);



e Articles and reports in unreferred journals with scientific review (20),
of which: 16 independent in Bulgarian and 6 co-authored in English,
in three of which Dr. Ignatova is the first author);

Complementary:
e Other scientific and applied publications (2).

The presented evidence shows high research and publication activity, visibly
enhanced after the defense of the candidate's dissertation. From this period there
are 12 publications with a definite contribution to speech therapy theory and
practice, some of which in a team with foreign authors.

Indicative of the scientific and publication activity of Dr. Ignatova are the
high results of the reference for implementation of the minimum scientometric
requirements, regulated by NACID. According to the indicators from group B, the
candidate covers the minimum of 100 points. Significantly above the minimum
200 points is the sum of indicators 4-10 of group D - 429.5 points, as well as the
sum of indicators 11-13 of group D - 135 points, instead of the minimum 50 points.
This explains the high overall score of the candidate in all scientometric indicators
- 714.5 points.

In support of the research activity of Dr. Ignatova are some innovative
developments of scientific and applied nature. Among them deserve special
attention: Standardized test battery for assessment of children at risk of developing
specific reading disorders, the subject of the candidate's dissertation; Proven and
licensed test for assessment of phonological development of preschool children
(2015), supplemented by Licensed tool for analysis of the test for assessment of
phonological development of preschool children (2015), published in international
scientific journals. The candidate also works on two standardized questionnaires
for parents and teachers of students with reading difficulties at the end of the first
grade (2014).

3. Participation in projects

In the period 2012 - 2020 Dr. Ignatova takes an active part in a number of
scientific and applied research projects. In 2013 - 2014 she was an expert and
trainer in a national project on the problems and integration of children and
students with special educational needs "Qualification of pedagogical specialists".



Proof of the research qualities of the candidate is her position as coordinator for
Bulgaria in the prestigious international project "Cross-linguistic study of children
with delayed phonological development in preschool age.” As part of the project,
she took part in two workshops held at the University of British Columbia, Canada
(2012) and the Ljubljana State University, Slovenia (2014).

It should be noted that the work in these projects fully corresponds to the
scientific interests and practical developments of the applicant related to the
decisive role of early diagnosis and intervention for the categories of children with
disabilities.

4. Citations of the scientific production

The reference to the scientific production of an author is a basic and
objective proof of his professional qualities and the topicality of the issues under
consideration. The candidate in this competition presents evidence of 14 citations
in Bulgarian and foreign scientific journals, confirmed by the relevant references
(University Library of Sofia University and National Library "St. St. Cyril and
Methodius"). The reference from the National Library shows six (6) cited
publications, of which 4 are cited in works by Bulgarian authors and 2 in
publications in English. Of the total number of citations, 11 are in Bulgarian and 3
are in English.

The certificate from the Department of Library and Information Services of
the University Library at Sofia University announces the following indexed and
cited publications of the author: 1. Web of Science Clarivate Analytics / 1950 -
2020 / - 2 citations of 2 indexed documents; h-index: 1; 2. Scopus ELSEVIER /
1960 - 2020 / - 3 citations per 1 indexed document; h-index:1.

The detailed author's reference shows that the work with the most citations
in Bulgarian and English (a total of 8 references) is the book of Ch. Assistant
Professor Ignatova “Reading and its specific disorders. Theoretical and social
perspectives” (2009). The interest in the work is a criterion for its high qualities
and the competencies of the candidate in the considered field. This is
complemented by the fact that three of the other cited publications are also devoted
to the diagnostic and therapeutic aspects of reading disorders.

The publications reflected in library catalogs are respectively: in the
National Library "St. Cyril and Methodius”- 9 publications, in the University



Library “St. Kliment Ohridski”- 7 publications, in World Cat OCLC - 1
publication. The indexed publications are in EBSCO - 1 publication and in the
Central and Eastern European Online Library - 1 publication.

The high level of citation and the presence of the candidate's name in
established information catalogs confirm the scientific value and qualities of his
publications. In terms of number and nature, the citations of the scientific
publications of Chief Assistant Dr. Diana Ignatova satisfy the requirements for
obtaining the academic position of "Associate Professor".

5. Scientific and applied scientific contributions

Dr. Ignatova participated in the current competition with a habilitation
monograph and two books corresponding to the topic of the dissertation defended
in 2014. They deserve special attention and comments, in view of which | will
briefly dwell on the issues reflected in them.

The habilitation monographic work “Working in a diagnostic team in an
inclusive educational environment. Informal Behavioral Diagnostic Assessment”
(2020) is a successful attempt at a different perspective on diagnostic approaches
and therapeutic planning in the context of inclusive education for children and
students with developmental disabilities. He has a direct connection both with the
lecture course led by Dr. Ignatova and with some of her earlier publications.

The author's idea is to outline the place of informal behavioral assessment of
students with limited learning potential in the general framework of complex team
diagnostics in the conditions of the mass school. A comparative analysis of two of
the leading models for diagnosis of developmental disorders - medical (classical)
and socio-pedagogical. The main differences between the models relate to the
instrumental approaches used - specific and quantitatively based analysis
(medically oriented model) and informal descriptive analysis with psychoanalytic
orientation (socio-pedagogical model). Preferring the latter from the point of view
of team assessment within an inclusive educational environment, Dr. Ignatova
links it to the individual plan for support and personal development. It is
supplemented by an author's draft monitoring card as part of the supervision
process. The appendix contains a number of tools for diagnostic assessment of
students (checklists, cards for individual assessment, surveys for parents and
teachers, etc., some of which are copyrighted). | find the monograph to be a



contribution to the theory and practice of inclusive education. It would gain more if
the activities and participation of each of the specialists in the process of informal
diagnostic assessment are outlined in detail, with a main emphasis on the work of
the speech therapists.

The book "Reading and its specific disorders. Theoretical aspects and social
perspectives” (2009) is the first independent and successful attempt of the author
to analyze one of the leading problems of modern speech therapy - the specific
reading disorders. The paper examines the morph-functional organization of the
reading function and the predictors of the literacy process. Special attention is paid
to the understanding of reading in children and adults. Special attention is paid to
the understanding of reading in children and adults. A separate chapter is devoted
to explanatory theories about the origin of specific reading disorders and
approaches to their identification. The social dimensions of the problem are
considered from the standpoint of changes in the legal framework of the
educational system, the work of diagnostic teams and the change in the attitude
towards the child as an object and participant in education.

The book "Specific reading disorders. Diagnostic assessment” (2010) is a
natural continuation of the first, with a pronounced applied orientation and
significance for speech therapy practice. The structure of the work follows the
natural logic of structuring and realization of the diagnostic process - from its
planning and methodological aspects to the risk factors and the diagnostic-
prognostic signs for the appearance of reading difficulties. Particular attention is
paid to the early identification of deficient functions within preschool age, directly
related to the formation of reading skills. These are complemented by the design of
a test battery for assessment and questionnaires for parents and teachers on the
child's social and academic skills at the end of the first school year.

Particular attention should be paid to some of the newer developments of Dr.
Ignatova, as a result of her participation in an international project on the problems
of children with delayed phonological development from preschool age. They are
dedicated to the problem of delayed phonological development in Bulgarian
children aged 3-5 years. Based on a nonlinear phonological analysis, the research
on the problem is commented in cross-linguistic aspect within three language
groups - Romance, Germanic and South Slavic. The main emphasis in the study of
the Bulgarian population is on the assimilation of consonants in children with



typical and delayed phonological development. The publications on the topic, co-
authored with proven foreign specialists, have a high scientific value and a
contributing character to speech therapy theory and practice. Given that the
information from the research is reflected only in publications in English, my
recommendation to the author is that it finds a place on the pages of the Bulgarian
scientific press.

Separate publications are also devoted to other issues in the field of speech
therapy: specific language disorder, specific learning disorders, voice disorders,
integrated and inclusive education, and non-verbal learning disorders.

According to the author's reference and the analysis of the works, the main
contributing moments in them concern the following thematic directions in the
field of speech therapy and special pedagogy:

In the field of speech therapy:
e Specific reading disorders - theoretical-diagnostic and social aspects;
e Early diagnosis and identification of children at risk of reading
difficulties;
e Phonological development in preschool age - derivation of norms and
standardization of a test for diagnosis of the phonological
development of Bulgarian children.

In the field of special pedagogy:
¢ Inclusive education - theoretical-diagnostic and therapeutic aspects;

assessment in the conditions of integrated and inclusive education
(comparative analysis);
e Non-verbal learning disorders.

6. Personal impressions

| know Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Ignatova as an intelligent and
correct colleague who performs his teaching activity with motivation and
responsibility. She is characterized by high professional activity and striving for
continuous development as a scientist and researcher. 1 am convinced that Dr.
Ignatova will continue to work tirelessly to impart modern knowledge to students
of speech therapy and to strengthen the links between speech therapy theory and
practice.



Conclusion

Presented by Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Diana Ignatova documents and
materials on the competition meet all the requirements of the Law for the
development of the academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. There are a
sufficient number of scientific papers published by the candidate after obtaining
the educational and scientific degree "Doctor". The overall analysis of the evidence
in the competition leads to the conclusion that the scientific production and
teaching experience of Dr. Ignatova meet the criteria for acquiring the academic
position of "Associate Professor" in higher education 1. Pedagogical sciences,
professional field 1.2. Pedagogy, scientific specialty Speech therapy.

Giving a positive assessment to the candidate, | strongly suggest to the
members of the esteemed Scientific Jury to support this opinion and to recommend
to the Faculty Council of FNOI at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski” Ch.
