General presentation of the submitted materials

The procedures in the competition are in accordance with the Law for Development of
the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LASDRB) and the Regulations for the
conditions and procedure for acquiring scientific degrees and academic positions at Sofia
University “St. Kliment Ohridski”.

University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”. She is the only candidate in the competition for ,,associate
professor”.

In 1997 she received a master's degree in Special Pedagogy, with specializations in
Speech Therapy and Pedagogy of Children with Intellectual Disabilities at Sofia University
,»ot. Kliment Ohridski”. She also has a major in Culturology, which was obtained at the
Faculty of Philosophy at Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski in 1997.

In the period 2008 — 2018 she received a number of certificates for successfully
completed training and participation in projects such as: — ,,Early intervention and motor
development in young children with Down syndrome” (Foundation ,,Children's Smiles” —
Sofia); ,,Nutritional and orofacial therapy” and ,,Key skills in therapy of children and
adolescents” (Therapeutic and training center ,,Pulmelina” — Sofia); ,,Sensory processing and
Brain Gym” and ,,Basic principles for assessment and support of children with sensory-
integrative dysfunctions” (Center for Inclusive Education — Sofia); ,,Academic writing”,
,.Electronic learning environments for CEO” and ,,Methodology of e-learning” (under the
Operational Program ,,Human Resources Development”), etc. Evidence in the form of
certificates obtained is attached.

as an assistant (March 2002 — June 2004), senior assistant (June 2004 — July 2007) and chief
assistant (from July 2007 to the present) under 1.2. Pedagogy (Special Pedagogy) at the
Faculty of Science, Education and Arts of Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”.

Penka Shapkova has been a member of the National Association of Speech Therapists
in Bulgaria since 2009. In 2019 she was elected a member of the Academic meeting of Sofia
University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”.

2. General characteristics of the candidate’s activity
Assessment of educational and pedagogical activity
Ch. Assistant Professor Shapkova teaches various subjects to students majoring in

Special Pedagogy at the Bachelor's and Master's degrees. She also teaches students from these



majors: speech therapy, Social pedagogy, Pre-school and elementary school pedagogy, as
well as students majoring in Social Activities at the Faculty of Pedagogy at Sofia University
,»ot. Kliment Ohridski”. All of them are related to special pedagogy and inclusive education.
In most of the disciplines P. Shapkova is a holder, including e-courses for distance learning at
Faculty of Science, Education and Arts. Some of the disciplines in the bachelor's programs
are: Special pedagogy, History of intellectual deficiency education, vocational training and
implementation in intellectual deficiency disorder (IDD), Pedagogy of intellectual deficiency
education s, Pedagogy of children with autism spectrum disorders, Specific forms of work for
children with IDD, Integrated education for children with intellectual disabilities, Inclusive
education for children with intellectual deficiency. She has also worked with parents of
children with autism and other serious pathology, etc. In the master's programs Dr. Shapkova
teaches: Specific forms of work with students with mental retardation and Vocational training
as a tool for development and therapy. The lecture courses conducted by Ch. Assistant
Professor Dr. P. Shapkova are at a high academic level, combining research with innovations
in educational practice. Ch. Assistant Professor Shapkova participates in the periodic updating
of the curriculum in the disciplines she teaches, both in terms of its renewal and in terms of
working methods. She is a lecturer of disciplines she has developed (both compulsory and
elective).

The following are attached as evidence: a certificate of work experience proving that the
candidate has a basic employment contract with Sofia University; author's reference for
indicators under art. 112, para 2 (related to the teaching-teaching activity — classroom and
extracurricular classes, innovations in the teaching methods, provision of classes in a practical

environment).

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. P. Shapkova’ scientific and research activity is valuable. It
includes her participation in one international project and ten national projects (among them
as an academic mentor in the project ,,Student Internships”) as a team member, trainer,
coordinator, etc. The enclosed papers prove the active teaching and research activities of P.
Shapkova. These papers also show her work with students and doctoral students in research
and artistic projects and her involvement in all aspects of university life at Sofia University.

She has been a reviewer of more than 100 diploma theses of students from master's
programs in Bulgarian and in a foreign language. She has taken part in developing a scientific
guide in a team with habilitated lecturers of 12 students from the master's program in Special
Pedagogy in English and 1 scientific guide in Bulgarian. She has participated in commissions

for defense of diploma theses and diploma projects of students and postgraduate graduates.



P. Shapkova has participated in the compilation of two collections of scientific forums,
as well as assistant editor-in-chief of the magazine Special Pedagogy and Speech Therapy
(June — December 2013).

Active participation in various activities related to the organization of seminars,
trainings, conferences, the establishment of parent organizations: ,,Association of Parents of
Children with Down Syndrome” (2008) and ,,Association of Parents of Children with Autism
Spectrum Disorders” ( 2011); of cultural events, community holidays within the Faculty of
Science, Education and Arts at Sofia University St. Kliment Ohridski, etc.

Evaluation of the candidate’s scientific and publishing activity

As a result of his scientific interests and research, Ch. Assistant Professor P. Shapkova
has submitted enough scientific publications that are in accordance with the scientific field of
the announced competition for associate professor.

The scientific works of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Penka Shapkova, which have been
submitted for participation in the competition under the relevant headings, can be presented in
the following way:

The competition for ,,Associate Professor” includes 2 independent monographs —
,LApproaches to personal development, support and inclusion of children with Down
syndrome”, (2020), 280, ISBN: 978-954-07-5037-8, University publishing house ,,St. Kliment
Ohridski” (presented as a habilitation thesis) and ,,How to work with children with autism”

Two of the publications are a part of international (Serbian) journals, one of which —
International Journal, KNOWLEDGE IN PRACTICE, has Global Impact & Quality Factor 1.
322 (2016). The other 14 articles have been published in the magazine Special Pedagogy, the
magazine Special Pedagogy and Speech Therapy (successor of the magazine Special
Pedagogy) and the magazine Preschool Education. Two of the publications are co-authored.

v Articles and reports in proceedings, international conferences — 18.



The publications have been published in collections and yearbooks at Sofia University
,»ot. Kliment Ohridski”, ,,Angel Kanchev” University of Ruse, ,,Konstantin Preslavski”
University of Shumen, etc. Two of the materials are co-authored and two are in print.

From the above, the following conclusions can be drawn:

4) the submitted scientific papers for review are in accordance with the field of the
competition;

5) the candidate’s participation in collective monographs and articles comes to a total
of 5 (13.2%) — proof of affinity to independent research search;

6) the submitted scientific publications have strictly differentiated thematic priorities.

3. Major contributions (scientific, scientific-applicable and practical) and
citations

The candidate’s publication activity is rich in content.

Undoubtedly, the most significant one is the monograph ,,Approaches to personal
development, support and inclusion of children with Down syndrome”, (2020), 280, ISBN:
978-954-07-5037-8, St. Kliment Ohridski University publishing house. It directly corresponds
to the expertise of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Shapkova. It presents a detailed analysis of the
specifics of the development of children with Down syndrome - sensorimotor,
neuropsychological, cognitive, social. This is a very valuable research-oriented publication
consisting of 8 chapters. The first three (theoretical) chapters offer a very good analysis and
overview of the phenomenon of ,,Down syndrome”, the nature, etiology, frequency and forms
of the syndrome, as well as current and current medical aspects related to health problems,
diagnostic methods and the possibilities for reconstructive plastic surgery in children with
Down syndrome. The fourth chapter describes the peculiarities of their personal development
— motor, cognitive, linguistic, behavioral. Chapter five focuses on therapeutic strategies,
presents in detail the types of therapies in children with Down syndrome: motor, speech
therapy, play, art therapy, etc. The sixth chapter focuses on the possibilities for early
intervention and early care through various approaches and programs for training. A special
paragraph discusses the challenges and prospects for remedial and developmental education
of these children in the context of the new paradigm for inclusive education. Chapter seven
presents data from the author's own research and experiments, as well as a description of
individual cases from the educational practice of children with Down syndrome. The analysis
of the collected data is detailed and relevant and leads to significant conclusions on the matter
of the cognitive profiles of children with this disorder. The obtained results contribute to the
theory and practice. The idea is that it is not the children with Down syndrome who need to

change, but the change in society as a whole — professionals, teachers, classmates, parents.



The last eighth chapter describes the parenting experience, the forms of interaction with the
parents of children with Down syndrome, as well as advice and recommendations to them.

The second monograph for participation in the competition is ,,How to work with
children with autism” (2013), 129, ISBN: 978-954-9619-55, RAABE Publishing House,
Sofia. It analyzes the opinions of world-class scientists regarding the peculiarities of the
development of children with autism spectrum disorders, as well as some approaches to
therapy and training. The early onset of the events is referred to, with an emphasis on the
psychological and pedagogical characteristics of children with this disorder. The
manifestations of autism are described in five separate chapters; the approaches for training
and correctional-therapeutic impact; strategies for support in kindergarten and school and the
role of the family as a partner in the educational and therapeutic process in a child with an
autism spectrum disorder. What is valuable, in my opinion, in this "little book to help the
teacher" is the practical orientation and the opportunity provided to select relevant approaches
for early intervention by professionals and parents in each case.

The third monograph (in which P. Shapkova is the third author) is ,,Children with Down
Syndrome — A Guide for Professionals and Parents” (2008), 216, ISBN: 978-954-9400-59-5,
Publishing House ,,Ral-Kolobar”. In terms of content, it is close to the independent
monograph of the candidate from 2020. It presents important aspects of Down syndrome —
causes, prevalence, features and opportunities for development. This guide is valuable with
the shared personal stories of parents of children with Down syndrome, with the described
practical experience of various specialists, with the practical ideas, guidelines and
recommendations for work.

The list of publications for participation in the competition includes the study
,Individual cognitive differences in children with Down syndrome” published in the Yearbook
of Sofia University ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”, 165-194 (volume 107, 2016). It presents a study
of the specifics of cognitive functioning of children with Down syndrome in Bulgaria. The
problem of individual differences in their cognitive development is outlined. This direction is
especially relevant in order to select effective strategies in correctional training and
therapeutic approaches to work. The presented results and the conclusions from them are
important for the pedagogical practice and | believe that the study is suitable for generating
future research in this field.

The list of scientific articles and reports includes 34 titles. The main research interests
and scientific achievements can be conditionally differentiated into several thematic
contributing areas:

v" Personal development, socialization and inclusion of children with Down syndrome
- G7-1, G7-2, G7-6, G7-7, G7-11, G7-12, G7-13, G7-19, G7-21, G7 -24, G9-1, G10-1;



This is the largest research field Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Shapkova has focused her
scientific research. There is a lasting interest in developing important and current research
problems related to the peculiarities of the development of children with Down syndrome and
approaches to therapy and training. They contribute to the practical application of the results
of the empirical research conducted by the author in order to optimize the correctional and
therapeutic work of different specialists.

v Children with autism — theoretical statements, diagnostics, approaches to impact,
communication — G7-4, G7-5, G7-8, G7-24, G7-25, G7-28;

The publications present a number of studies in the field of early diagnosis, therapeutic
approaches and education of children with autism spectrum disorders. They contain practical
guidelines aimed at helping professionals and parents to apply working tools and practices in
working with these children.

v' Mentally retarded students — cognitive and social development, training,
socialization — G7-3, G7-10, G7-14, G7-18, G7-27, G7-30;

These publications consider effective approaches to the formation and development of
useful social skills in children with severe intellectual disabilities. Preschool education is
presented as a key factor for the cognitive, social and overall personal development of
children with intellectual disabilities. Of experimental importance is the presented
experimental study related to establishing the level of development of cognitive processes and
learning opportunities in children with intellectual disabilities. An author's model of art
therapeutic effect has been proposed, tested in children with moderate and severe mental
retardation, in the conditions of a closed institution. Emphasis is placed on the importance of
implementing effective strategies for corrective and therapeutic impact for the development of
individual cognitive abilities of these children. Mechanisms for application of effective
methods for early intervention for overcoming the shortcomings (deficits) in their
development have been indicated.

v' Special education, training and therapy of children and students with special
educational needs education - G7-16, G7-17, G7-20, G7-22, G7-31, G7-32;

These articles present, from different points of view, the most important today issue of
inclusion and support for the personal development of children and students with special
educational needs. In the context of new educational policies for children with SEN, it is
essential to know and apply approaches to support personal development and inclusion. Some
approaches for teaching children with special educational needs which are applicable in the
pedagogical practice in our country and all over the world, are subjected to analysis. Ch.
Assistant Professor Dr. Shapkova presents specific strategies for training and support of these

children in mass pedagogical practice. This topic is relevant and can be the subject of wider



research interest, given the dynamics of changes in education for children with SEN in the
country. Research topics are also the topic of learning abilities of children with special
educational needs. In this context, the features of neurodevelopmental functions in these
children are considered as a tool for learning, assessment and construction of individual
neurodevelopmental profiles as well as a prerequisite for effective therapy and training with
special educational needs.

v" Training and qualification of pedagogical specialists and students for work with
children with special educational needs — G7-15, G7-26, G7-29;

Issues of training and qualification of pedagogues working with children and students
with special educational needs have been analyzed. The competencies of speech therapists
and special pedagogues for the quality implementation of the educational paradigm related to
inclusive education are outlined. An author's point of view is given regarding the
understanding of creativity as a valuable personal resource in the work of these specialists.
Their practical preparation is discussed, and positive practices for quality education and
overcoming fears, anxieties and personal barriers in the minds of young people are proposed,
which pose serious challenges related to the admission of children with developmental
disabilities

v Support for parents of children with special educational needs — G7-9, G7-23, G7-
33.

The articles look at some modern approaches to supporting children with SEN and their
families in the context of inclusive education. The role of the family in the process of
education and socialization of children and students with special educational needs in a
general education environment is correctly substantiated. Emphasis is placed on the
importance of cooperation between Kkindergarten/school and parents and the idea of
developing partnerships with the families of children with special educational needs for the
effective implementation of their educational process is defended. In this context, useful
recommendations for dealing with negative parental emotions are presented. Important issues
related to the care, upbringing, therapy and education of children with special educational
needs are discussed. Models (programs) for early help and support are available. The
possibilities of the children to play in the home environment are researched and analyzed. The
main components of the gaming environment are discussed. The results of a pilot study on the
attitude of parents to the role of children's play with special educational needs have been
presented.

The publication activity submitted for the competition by Ch. Assistant Professor Dr.
Penka Shapkova proves her to be a consistent and correct researcher of important issues in the

field of special pedagogy.



Information about the contributions (scientific, scientific-applied, practical) is
contained in the self-assessment made by the candidate Penka Shapkova, who displays the
contribution points of her publications (reference with evidence, appendix Nel4):
