Against the backdrop of the destruction and trauma left by the Second World
War, and in the context of the extended process of post-war reconstruction and
division brought about by the Cold War, the monograph focuses on the search for
alternative paths in the development of Western Europe. The ambitious projects for
a Third Power, a European Federation and a United States of Europe are presented
and analysed. Although not going beyond the planning stage, they constituted the
background of European integration. With the active participation of national



authorities, European movements and the United States of America, a specific social
and political climate was created that made the Schuman Plan a legitimate fact rather
than the deus ex machina of Europe's recent past.

Chapter One traces the development of Franco-British relations in the 1940s.
It presents and analyses the ups and downs on the way to forming a bilateral alliance
and making it an axis around which to group the other European democracies. The
controversies between Paris and London, especially over the German question, are
examined in detail, as is the decisive role of several top diplomats in the signing of
the Dunkirk Treaty in 1947. The emphasis is placed on British Foreign Secretary
Ernest Bevin's plan to upgrade the Entente to a Euro-African bloc. It was meant to
halt the decline of the European states in the international arena and bring them on
a par with the new Superpowers. Having established itself as a Third global power,
the bloc was conceived as an alternative to the American and Soviet social and
political models. However, the established Western Union in 1948 is far from the
original conception. The leading European democracies abandoned their ambitious
project and looked to the United States for guarantees of their security. Attention has
also been paid to the discussion around the creation of a customs union, which also
ended in failure.

Chapter two evaluates the aims and activities of the two main currents in the
European unity movements: the federalists and the unionists. A direct link is made
between the plans of the Resistance and the politics of the federalists_in the post-war
period. The process of both ideological and organizational development that led to
the formation of the European Union of Federalists in 1947 is outlined. At the same
time, the propaganda of the confederalist model, waged by the unionists with the
British conservatives as their leaders, is traced. After a brief confrontation, the two
groups shook hands and organised the European Congress in The Hague in May
1948. Although no consensus was reached on the important question of whether a
democratic federation would be established in Europe, it had significant implications
for the process of European unification. It was followed by the creation of the single
European movement, which retained its non-governmental and independent
character, and the issue of a European Assembly was raised at the highest diplomatic



level. In the hands of the diplomats, however, the bold supranational project for a
common Western European Parliament was substantially modified. The resulting
Council of Europe is an entirely intergovernmental institution.

Chapter Three examines the evolution of the United States' attitude toward the
problems of the European unification in the 1940s: from a complete disregard for
regional integration to making the European project the centerpiece of American
foreign policy. It was in the short period between 1945 and 1947 that Washington
realised the whole range of benefits of the European project. With the onset of the
Cold War, they became increasingly linked to national security and America's own
national interests. The United States viewed the United Western Europe as a space
of democracy and prosperity, and a source of stability on the border with the Soviet
bloc. It was seen as the most reliable partner in a global system of free trade at fixed
exchange rates, as well as in containing communism. To achieve a United States of
Europe, the administration made full use of the Marshall Plan economic tools. There
Is no doubt, however, that America’s strategic goal was to achieve a political
federation in a not-so-distant future.

In chapter four, the specific relations between the United States and Western
Europe established after 1945 are the starting point of the analysis. In these, America
played the role of hegemon under the condition of respecting the autonomy of the
Western European democracies and refraining from directly imposing its will.
President Truman's administration's systematical efforts (between 1947 and 1949)
to turn the Committee on European Economic Cooperation and the Organization for
European Economic Cooperation into the region's first supranational institutions are
detailed. Washington failed to convince its Western European partners of the need
for creation of a customs union and a payments union as the essential basis for the
emergence of an economic United States of Europe. American diplomacy was
confronted with Britain's stubborn refusal to lead the unification process, becoming
an entirely regional power. It received the support of most European democracies,
which also wished to preserve the integrity of their sovereignty. Despite the setbacks,
the US left an important legacy that created the preconditions for the beginning of
the European integration in mid-XX century.



The conclusion presents the reasons that led France to take the initiative and
launch the process of European integration in May 1950.

In particular, on
London's attempts to gain Moscow's consent to the implementation of any of the
many projects it promoted. Aware of the desire to contain the spread of communism
in Europe in a new fashion, Stalin temporarily relented and did not object to Prime
Minister Churchill's original idea of a Council of Europe. From late 1943, as victory
over the Third Reich approached, interest in integration waned in both countries-
further evidence of the tactical nature of the policy being pursued rather than an
attachment to the European idea.
