What is the VELUX Scholarship Programme?

The scholarship programme is for talented, but financially
disadvantaged young people (full-time university students
at undegraduate level study programmes) from Bulgaria,

Romania, Hungary, Slovakia, Czech Republic and Poland.

The monthly scholarship is 5.486 DKK (approx. 730
