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A.1. Monographs for Associate Professor

Boiadzhiev, R. Late Ancient Women's Monasticism in Rome and its Spiritual Patrons
on the Apennines and the Eastern Mediterranean (between the 11" and 111"™Oecumenical
Council from 381 to 431). Prosopographia feminarum christianarum, Saecc. 1V-VI,
Pars I. Sofia /Ah-Ba-Ka Publ. House/, 2011, 439 p. (ISBN-978-954-91769-8-8).

0324-1645), p. 184-187.

Presentation: The reviewed paper covers contingently on a diachronic level the
period from the middle of the IV century / the domination of Constantius 11 (337-361)
and Constans (337-350) and Pope Julius | (337-352) /almost until the V century or
better the reign of Theodosius Il (408-450) in the East and the reign of Valentinian 111
(425-455) and Pope Leo | (440-461) in the West. But this is mainly the “periphery”,
and the focus of the study actually falls on the fourth quarter of the fourth century and
the first quarter of the 5th century. In short, this is the time span between Il (381) and
I11 Oecumenical Council (431). At the center of the study are an impressive gallery of
images of famous and almost unknown Italian “feminae clarissimae” from the IV and
V centuries that laid the foundations of female monasticism in the Latin West. Along
with the images of emblematic figures such as Melania the Elder, Melania the
Younger, Paula, Marcella, Eustochium and many others, are rappresented the
destinies of the christian men, patrons of the early nuns in a however masculine
world, such as Hieronymus, Rufinus of Aquileia, popes, bishops, church writers and
others. In the focus of the study are the monasteries of the East - in Palestine and
Egypt (Nitrian Desert, Scetes, etc.), as well as monastic community mainly of the
Apennines.

One could say that the work is one of the first in Bulgaria, which deals with such
historical problems about the early women monasticism (along with some books /S.
Georgieva’ 2015/ and PhD dissertations). However, an important part of the study
includes the so-called “prosopographia feminarum” - the personification of prominent
Christian women of that time. The original section which contributes is based on
some general foreign prosopographical studies. Here are all the known data of sources
or burial inscriptions referring to christian women, virgins or women - “mentors”

from the Apennines, as well as other Roman provinces (information on christian
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women from our regions) who lived between mid-1V and the first half of the VI
century. There is included a complete reference apparatus for the early monastic
centers and city names - church centers in a big part of the Roman Empire, along with
their modern names. The study could be of benefit to young Bulgarian historians with

focus on the early church.

A.2. Books

Boiadzhiev, R. City centres along the valleys of the rivers Strymon, Nestos and the
middle basin of the Axios (the southwestern Bulgarian lands and the nearby cross-
border territories) in the Late Antiquity. Sofia, 2020, 207 p. /University Press ‘St.
Kliment Ohridski’/, (ISBN 978-954-07-5011-8).

Presentation: The published work falls slightly outside the common topic of the
other four books, i.e. the ecclesiastical history and prosopography of Christian women
during the period of the Late Antiquity. Above all, this research focuses on the
archaeological picture, the urban planning and the specific features of nine more or less
significant settlements in the southwestern Bulgarian territories. A shorter
characterisation has been made of at least five/six settlements not far away from
Bulgaria’s borders. Although the emphasis has been placed on the Late Antiquity period
of urban development, the text inevitably makes references to the process of
establishment of the said settlements.

From a geographical point a view, the included archaeological material has been
consciously selected from settlements situated along the valleys of three major rivers
flowing to the south, as well as a few of their main tributaries: Strymon (Struma), Nestos
(Mesta) and part of the basin of Axios (Vardar). It is that particular grouping of the
studied settlements along the valleys of the rivers in that part of the Balkan peninsula
which distinguishes this particular research from other valuable publications in the
Bulgarian archaeological science, the structure of which us based on other categories.

The book consists of four main chapters. Chapter | (Evolution of the late Roman
city across the Empire as a whole and on the Balkans in particular) features a short
presentation on the issue of urban culture (p. 9-19).

Chapter Il (Archaeological sites (dwellings and religious sites) along the valley
of Strymon: from the foot of the Vitosha Mountain to the Kresna Gorge) makes a review

and analysis of Roman villa complexes and castles from the village of Kralev dol,
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through ‘Krakra’, Chervena mogila, Mursalevo and others up to the village of Stara
Kresna (p. 21-28). Without doubt, one of the key points in the manuscript is Chapter
I1.1. (Pautalia /Kyustendil/ and vicinity) - p. 29 to p. 52. An attempt has been made to
review the long-standing archaeological and research activity and a special place has
been reserved for the urban history throughout the Late Antiquity Christian period in
Pautalia. Chapter 11.2. (Germania/Germanea/Germana/Germanos) focuses on the past
and recent archaeological excavations in the town of Sapareva banya - an important
crossroad and military centre during the Late Antiquity period (p. 53-62). Chapter 11.3.
(Scaptopara /near Blagoevgrad/ and vicinity) reviews the various hypotheses of the
exact location of this settlement or latifundium (p. 63-68). An extensive part of the
manuscript concerns the exact location of the mythical city of Neine, as attempts have
been made over the years to pin the location in several neighbouring settlements
(Chapter 11.4.: Neine - village of Gorna Gradeshnitsa/ Ilindentsi), p. 69-76. Chapter I1.5.
(Particopolis?, Hadrianopolis? .... Sandanski/ St. Vrach), along with ‘Pautalia’ is
another key aspect of the book (p. 77-94). A detailed review of the rich Christian history
of the town (in particular, the basilica complexes) and the year-long archaeological
excavations in the area has been presented. The town of Melnik and the archaeological
sites along the basin of the Melnishka River have somewhat always stayed in the
shadow of the larger towns nearby - always due to territorial disputes (11.6.: The Melnik
Argument; p. 95-100). The rich archaeological excavations and hypotheses of the
urbanisation of Heraclea Sintica (near the present-day village of Rupite) are covered in
Chapter 11.7. (p. 101-108). The archaeological picture of the settlements along the lower
basin of the Strymon River and the Strymonian Gulf is supplemented with the important
ancient city of Amphipolis (11.8., p. 109-115).

The emphasis in Chapter Ill. is placed on the studies centred around the main
city along the valley of the Nestos River - Nicopolis ad Nestum (p. 117-130), as well as
the neighbouring territories to the east and south.

Chapter IV. (Settlements along the middle basin of the Axios River /Vardar/ ...)
takes a more special place in the present research due to the fact that the covered
archaeological sites are located outside the borders of Bulgaria (p. 133-150). A short
characterisation has been made of settlements and road stations along the Bregalnitsa
River (a link between Strymon and Vardar): Astibo, Bargala, etc. Among the settlements
along the basin of Axios up until the point where it flows into the Thermaic Gulf, a
special place has been reserved for the legendary crossroads town of Stobi (c. 140-147).

The monograph ends with the pertinent literature (p. 151-185), divided by
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chapters for a simplified selection when searching by a specific topic. An attempt has
been made to include both “classical” studies, as well as research related to the most
recent archaeological findings. An index has been included at the end, as well as a
dictionary of the terms used in the text - in line with the author’s task to make the

manuscript popular among a wide audience of readers.

B.1. Monographs for Professor

Boiadzhiev, R. The lost Africa Sacra. Late Christian North Africa (IV-VI centuries).
Western Provinces of Africa Proconsularis, Numidia, Byzacena and Mauretania:
Christian Urbanism, Bishops and “Saint” Women. Prosopographia feminarum
christianarum, Pars Il / Africa, Saecc. IV-VII /. Sofia /Paradigm Publ. House/, 2019,
491 p. (ISBN 978-954-326-385-1).

This monograph contains 491 pages and includes five chapters as well as a large
prosopographical part. Deliberately, the structure of the organization of the volume
was repeated almost identically in: Late-Ancient Women's Monasticism in Rome
(Sofia, 2011). The aim is to form a general framework, including a historical part
(concerning a region of the late ancient Roman empire), as well as a large
prosopographical part of christian women in the area under consideration. Similarity
is sought in the layout of the headings, similar to a number of well-known
fundamental prosopographical studies. In both monographs is present a voluminous
bibliography, divided into thematic titles. This book aims to give a more detailed
picture of urban development and christian life in part of the provinces of North
Africa from the fourth to the end of the sixth century. As a geographic scope, these
are the lands of the present-day central Maghreb, or, more precisely, the old Roman
provinces of Africa Proconsularis, its neighbors Numidia, Byzacena, and to the west
of the Mauretania Sitifensis, and in the direction of Gibraltar - parts of the coastal
Mauretania Caesariensis. The lands of North Africa present perhaps the ideal
"laboratory” conditions in which historical reproductions can be constructed within a
"post-christian” culture. This can be done in a relatively narrow geographic zone,

devoid of depth heading south to the Sahara.

Chapter I: Historical Framework. Northwest Africa between 1l century BC and VI
century (pp. 25 et seq.) represents an attempt in a deliberately not large volume to

present the rotations in the rich historical destiny of the western part of North Africa
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for nearly seven centuries. The history of this territory can not be rationalized without
casting a bridge back in time to the Punic prehistory of the area.

Chapter Il: The ,, Provincial“ Situation in Late Ancient North Africa (IlI - VI
century) (pp. 54 et seq.) and chapter Ill: “Unique African Urbanism and Economy”
(pp. 64 et seq.) reveal other aspects of the African reality of that time. The prosperity
of the prominent lowland provinces between the second and fourth centuries is due to
the remarkable urban culture of that time. While the process of destruction is
advancing in the beginning of the V century of the Apennines from city to city, in the
provinces Africa Proconsularis and Byzacena new large-scale constructions are still
being built, whereas concrete examples are given in the text.

Maybe the central part of the book is Chapter IV: “Africa Sacra - Early African
Christianity. Church Activists and Sources for the Period. Christian Late Antique
Buildings in Numbers” (pp. 87 et seq.). It is an attempt to create a profound picture of
the African religious situation in the late antiquity. Events related to the activities and
spiritual heritage of St. Cyprian (7 258) are described, then the early christian
persecutions only to reach the life of Augustine of Hippo (by Hippo Regius; f 430).
The mournful glory of anti-christian persecutions was passed through a detailed
examination of the types and groups of christian martyrdom. At the end of the chapter,
due to the processing of voluminous empirical material, there is a statistical picture
of the approximate number of christian basilicas in provinces and cities, the number of
temples and their dimension.

Chapter V: “Urban and archeological picture. Episcopal Presence in the Cities
in the Western African Provinces” (pp. 137 et seq.) reports a detailed pagan and
christian construction activity in these five African provinces. In the division by
provinces are included about 55 larger or smaller cities, headed by the remarkable
Carthage. At the end of the portrait of each city are presented data on the names of all
known today city bishops. The names of the christian women mentioned in the text,
correspond to the relative prosopographical rubrics from the second part of the study.

Page 287, is the symbolic beginning of the second part of the work - i.e. of the
actual prosopographical part: “Prosopographia feminarum christianarum (Saecc IV -
VII), Pars Il. Prosopographical Corpus of christian Women from the Provinces of
Africa Proconsularis, Numidia, Byzacena and Mauretania /second half of the 1V
century - mid-VII century /”. The portraits of about 160 christian women from the
aforementioned African lands between the IV and the beginning of the VII century

(according to epigraphic or literary data) were portrayed alphabetically here. One can
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confidently state that the second part of the study is innovative. Until now, no
prosopography has been made of christian women of that period. This
prosopographical experience is a kind of continuation of the female christian
prosopography (but for other parts of the Empire) of a few years ago. In the end,
different indices to the Councils, ancient or modern Arab cities, as well as two indices

are attached.

B.2. Books

Boiadzhiev, R. From the twilight of the Late Antiquity to the “accession” of the Middle
Ages: High clerics and their correspondence with Christian women between the 57-6™
century. Sofia, 2020, 131 p. /Paradigm Publ. House/, (ISBN 978-954-326-427-8).

Presentation: In this concise monograph, the author has tried to create a gallery
of prosopographical images of clerics - the scholars in the Latin West (with the
exception of Severus of Antioch) from the first years of the 5™ century up until 604 AD
(the death of Pope Gregory the Great). In an attempt to paint a portrait of the distinct
historical period, the author has presented prosopographical images of the African
bishops Evodius (Chapter 2.1. The Notable “Second” - Evodius of Uzalis and the
miracles of the African “fair women ”; p. 19-29) and Fulgentius (Chapter 2.2. Fulgentius
of Ruspe and the “Daughters of the Church”; p. 30-36). While the case of Evodius
mostly refers to presented female images connected to the cult and miracles related to
the relics of St. Stephen of Palestine, what we have with Fulgentius is a classical
correspondence between a cleric and Christian women.

Among the gallery of Latin clerics, the sole portrait of a representative of the
Greek East (Constantinople, Antioch and Egypt) is that of the Severus (Chapter 3. An
example from the East: Severus, the Patriarch of Antioch and the Christian women; p.
37-50). The unfortunate fate of this cleric - a monophysite theologian is entwined with
seven/eight images of Christian women and their correspondence, which is up there with
the finest examples of medieval literature.

A concise portion of the manuscript is dedicated to the Apennines’ high clergy
throughout the examined period, as well as to the historical setting of the epoch (Chapter
4. The Apennine clerical tradition throughout the 5™-6™ century; p. 51 and following.).
A special place in the ecclesiastical literature of that period belongs to the cleric
Ennodius (Chapter 4.1. The bishop and writer Ennodius of Pavia; p. 54-67). Among
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writings rich in terms of emotional charge, as well as works that were product to the
conjuncture of the time, his writings, epitaphs and letters dedicated to Christian women
(the names of 20 of whom have been included in the manuscript) also take their rightful
place.

A special place in the “female” epistolary tradition is occupied by the
correspondence between the Bishops of Rome - the Popes, and the Christian female
aristocrats (for instance, see: 4.2. Pope Hormisdas and his Eastern correspondence; p.
68-74). Undoubtedly, the “standard”, who was particularly active in his correspondence
to the Christian women, was the most energetic pope of his time - Gregory | (Chapter
4.3. Gregory the Great - the legendary Pope and the Christian women...; p. 75-106).
The impressive correspondence between the Pope and illustrious or unknown Christian
women includes a particularly wide spectrum of topics: his messages to female relatives,
letters related to donations, wills, legal disputes, etc. For this reason, the addresses of the
papal letters in the manuscript have been grouped in five smaller chapters, which include
a total of 35 female images.

At the end of the book is included a list of references and sources, organised by
chapter (p. 109-123), as well as an index (p. 125-132).

Presentation: The very title of the monograph points unequivocally that the
subject examined in the manuscript are two fundamental figures of clerics and scholars,
mainly celebrated by the Western Church. While St. Augustine is the symbol of the
Latin ecclesiastical scholarship between the second half of the 4™ and the first quarter of
the 5™ century, St. Jerome spent years in the Greek East as well, while being in direct
contact with the Eastern ecclesiastical tradition. Both saints, albeit in a “niche” way,
have left a mark on the field of ecclesiastical history through their letters and, in
particular, the gallery of images of their trustees and followers among Christian women.
Chapter 1. (The historical situation between 380 and 430 and Christianity) makes a
short profile of the period in the context of imperial power and the expansion of
Christianity. The remainder of the manuscript is divided into two parts, unequal in their

volume: Chapter 2. (Blessed Jerome and the noble Roman virgins and matrons; p. 21-
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114) and Chapter 3. (Blessed Augustine and the “African” fair women; p. 115-157).
Taking into account the book dedicated to Christianity in North Africa in the Late
Antiquity, published last year, where the figure of Blessed Jerome has been covered in
detail, the present manuscript focuses less on his life path and clerical activity.

Chapter 2.1. (Letters to women and virgins) presents the correspondence between
Jerome and 37 Christian women on various occasions - specific life events or entire
didactic sermons (p. 60-114). As a whole, St. Jerome’s epistles have a more informal,
paternalistic character. On the other hand, Chapters 3.1./3.1.1./3.1.2 (p. 125-157) cover
the correspondence between African bishop Augustine and 22 Christian women, as well
as a few group addressees. His style is more distanced, moralistic and his statements are
more abstract. The prosopographical portraits of the Christian women with whom the
two clerics maintained correspondence have been ordered alphabetically.

At the end of the book is included a list of selected references (p. 158-168), with
the pertinent sources and literature on the two clerics consciously separated. An index is
also included at the end (p. 169-175).

In the beginning this article draws the reader's attention to the historical picture of
the limes of the middle Danube between the Il and the V centuries. It is described the
emergence of a group of new cities on the Danube, which later attracted large groups
of legionaries - veterans and merchants from northern Apennines - the so-called
“amber road”. The expansion began during the reign of emperor Trajan in Upper
Moesia in connection with the colonization of these areas rich in copper, plumbum
and silver. Also given the chronology of the difficult battles of the Romans with the
tribes of Germans, Sarmatians, Carpi. After leaving the lands of Dacia province (north
of the Danube), two new legions were located on the limes. The text also describes the
reforms in the region during the reign of emperor Galerius and especially in
Diocletian. Following, it is the time of the opposition between Licinius and

Constantine on these lands, while the second was not very popular in the area of
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Sirmium; this later led to his gradual decline. Historical review ends with the stormy
events of the mid-V century, when the Huns destroy everything on their way south of
the Danube.

The second part of the article is dedicated to the Christianization of the Danube
Limes and the establishment of a new religious environment there. There is included
also a chronology of the exhausting struggles between “Arians” and “Nicaeans”. The
importance of the church councils in Serdica (the year 323), as well as in Sirmum (the
year 378) is also taken into account. At that time, the hostilities between the local
bishops, representatives of the two warring christian factions, continued. Here, the
attention is drawn to the christian epigraphy of the region, taking into account the
varied picture of the Latin and Greek language environment. At the end of the
presented material, selected specimens of tombstones from the area, which provide

abundant material in the field of christian Prosopography, were examined.

This article deals with a specific epigraphic material: An example of the diffusion
of the female name lanuaria in Tomis (Scythia Minor), Satafis (Africa), Tyndaris and
Faventia (of the Apennines) is attached. A characterization of the “depots” to retrieve
information for christian women was made: the voluminous epistolary corpus of the
church writers, Hieronymus, Augustine and others; epigraphic monuments; donor
inscriptions, etc. Thus, the necessary information is extracted in a comprehensive way
to summarize the data for building a complete social profile (as far as possible) of the

late ancient christian woman.

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In this article attention is directed to the decades of the first half of the fourth
century and, in particular, to the period of the reign of emperor Constantine the Great
(306-337). There has been a social “section” of the century and the stratification in the
aristocratic class in the eastern part of the Empire, and in Rome. A group portrait of
about a dozen leading christian women, as well as their close ties to the great christian
figures of that time - Aurelius Ambrosius, Augustine of Hippo. A characterization of
the family environment as well as of the channels for the penetration of the christian
values in the family - mainly women's - has been made. In the end, the female
Christianity of Emperor Constantine's era represents a syncretistic mixture of
examples of early Egeria, of basic early female “latin” monasteries in the holy places,
and of the systematic attraction of men from aristocratic circles to the bosom of the

new monotheistic religion.

At first, a detailed review of the older and contemporary historiography related to
the research on the territories of present-day Tunisia, Algeria and Morocco was
carried out. While research from the late XIX to the mid-XX century is a monopoly
almost entirely by French scientists, the last 20 to 30 years have intervened
archaeologists and scientists from Germany, England, America, Poland and a number
of other countries. In the article are presented in a concise manner the studies in the
field of urbanism, the economy (with concrete examples), as well as various aspects

of the provincial history of these lands of North Africa.

In this voluminous book of more than 800 pages, dedicated to the Greek scientist
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Prof. Chrysos, an article by R. Boiadzhiev is presented in Greek translation. The
translation is: “Christian women from the Apennines with a fixed lifecycle in
inscriptions from the middle of the IV to the middle of the VI century: demographic
characteristics based on epigraphic data”. At first, are clarified, the scientific
apparatus and definitions related to concepts such as “prosopography”, “female
christian prosopography” and the scope of researched epigraphic material. It is also
addressed the question why the specific epigraphic monuments in question originate
only from the Apennines. This article reminds of some demographic researches, but in
this case it handles data extracted from late antique monuments. The profiles of 72
christian women, for which archeology provided accurate data on the year of birth and
death, as well as some personal and social characteristics (data on celibacy, marital
status, etc.), were analyzed in detail. Information is also available on the villages or
temples where gravestones or mosaics (or information corpora) have been found. The
contributing nature of the observations is that on the basis of specific archaeological
material, life-cycle information on christian women is derived: average life
expectancy, infant mortality data or marrying range (usually minimum age of 12-14

year old). The information is summarized in detail in tables.

In the last few decades science has seen so much written about the reign of
Constantine 1 (306-337), that we can confidently claim that the image of the emperor
has been too idealized. Something else is more important though. Next year we will
celebrate what is maybe the most important act of the reign of emperor Constantine —
“Edictum Mediolanense” (The Edict of Milan) from year 313. Regardless of whether
“Caesar” Constantine declared religious tolerance as early as 306 or Galerius issued
the “Edict of Tolerance” in 311, the importance of “Edictum Mediolanense” is
undisputed - both for the church and for historical science. With its acknowledgement,
christianity entered in an era of uplift.

It is indicative, that in the second half of the IV™ century, when the higher

social stratum was becoming more and more christianized, it was often the women in
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aristocratic families that were the first to find the way to the church. In resume, the
christian women from the era of emperor Constantine represent a syncretic mixture of
early women worship, of established “latin” monasteries in Holy Land, etc. In Late
antiquity epigraphic evidences (stellae, sarcophaguses), official inscriptions, mosaics,
as well as from copies of literature (and epistolic) texts “spring” out the names of a
multitude of christian women. In the course of research it turns out that in about 14 -
15 % of the epigraphic or written evidences (epistulae) there is data about the exact
longevity of the lives of christian women. The women of constantinian time (i.e. V™"
century) had an average life expectancy of about 37 years (from 32 evidences). In the
next century - V'™, the average life expectancy of christian women in the Apennines
reached 43 years. New discoveries in the field of Women'’s Christian prosopography
would undeniably shed more light onto the lives of the christian women from the time

of the Late antiquity.
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
