The present study consists of Introduction, three parts and Conclusion. The First part
reveals that the nomadic way of life to establish network of settlement above 1000 m altitude
and to interfere with marshy lands was of great importance to adapt to the territory of Eastern
Upper Thrace. The second part is related to the migrations of the nomadic groups of the
yorlks and their military skills. To present the type of nomadic settlements I have applied

a comparative approach analyzing data on Karaman and Eastern Upper Thrace. The data



shows that the nomadic groups established the model of settlement network of Karaman in
the Thracian plain. The third part reveals the economic profile of the villages of the nomadic
groups, and again the comparison shows that they manage to “import” to Eastern Upper
Thrace the economic model of their village in Karaman.

The study is published Ph D thesis and its main goals are to reveal the settlement network pattern,
the ethnodemographic characteristic of the population and the developemtn of the agrarian

economy. The first part reveals the process of establishment of a new unstable settlement network,



result of the colonization of Muslim population. The second part presents the demographic
development of the region of Easteern Upper Thrace. The data reveals that the majority of the
registered taxpayers were Muslims mostly result of colonization than to islamization processes.
During the first half of the 16" c. not a single non-Muslim taxpayer is registered in the cities centers
of kazas Stara Zagora, Haskovo, Nowa Zagora and Chirpan.
