Abstract. When did speech appear as an expression of language, of speech? There is no written
evidence that Adam and Eve spoke in Paradise - they are described in the Bible. Their
communication was on a meta-level - spiritual communication, beyond speech - a sacred word,
deep, without words. And the Word becomes flesh, comes to life, and becomes a living word, or a
silent word - in silence, speechless, a deep verbal conversation with God, an intuitive encounter
with oneself.

Isn't speech part of Adam and Eve's punishment - to try to understand each other through
the limitations of speech? Speaking, haven't they lost Paradise (and in themselves)? And in fact,
why should a man speak, if otherwise he is in the womb of everything? And how is it that the only
dialogue in the Beginning is with the Seductive Serpent, with the temptation? And why does Eve,
the meaning Life, violate the prohibition? How does Life break the commandments, leaving
cherubim to guard His Tree? Isn't giving birth in pain really every effort it makes? And the babies?
The children? Should we insist on talking or can we just understand their reluctance to do so? And
how was the child who is silent "born"? How does internal speech become external? Coming to
Earth, being born, which God introduces it into language? When is this God threatening and when
is love? When is love enough? Are there archaic fears, heavenly ones, which both connect us with
themselves and distance us from our otherness?

My practice as a psychotherapist and psychoanalyst for the last 7 years with children with
special needs, as well as with those whose parents come because of “speech issues”, constantly
puts the teams I led to the test - speech is the visible part of the invisible, of that, which cannot be
said. In this sense, however, it is recognizable, and the problem is called. The fantasy - "once he
speaks and everything will be fine" does not open space for analysis of family history, but is a
defence that must be worked with. Because often when the words appear, even greater fears
come.



On the other side there are the issues related to autism and psychosis - their recognition.
Pedagogy, speech therapy, social work and even psychology, focusing on speech, lose the
opportunity to understand the child and his symptom-suffering, his appeal.

And how is it possible to invent one own psychoanalytic practice in a field of so many
questions? Dolto's words "as many psychoanalysts - as many psychoanalysis" more than ever give
(me) freedom, but also the responsibility to the knowledge, and to the efforts of generations of
psychoanalysts. The support of her followers over the last 7 years, all involved in the F. Dolto Days
in Bulgaria, was the stimulus that led to talking about the cause of babies and children in a specific,
analytical way.

This book has been compiled with repeated weighing of pros and cons, based on a large
number of sources, the bibliography of which is given at the end. Most of them are translated from
foreign languages, a lot of what has been written has been collected over the years from my
meetings with specialists, patients, from my own psychoanalysis in Paris, working visits to France
and Germany - in specialized institutions for babies and infants, neonatology, pediatrics and
psychoanalytic practices, etc. And of course - from long conversations with psychoanalysts such
as Dr. Myriam Szejer, Dr. Marie-Christine Laznik, Dr. Catherine Dolto, Dr.’s Nazir and Annemarie
Hamad, with researchers such as Marie-Claire Busnel.

Thus, "The Baby, the Child and Their Language" does not claim to be detailed - main
highlights are marked in the field of "mental development of speech”, through the ideas of
Frangoise Dolto, who wrote "Everything is language”, outlining the links with important
constructs - the birth of the Subject and the unconscious body image. The question here is what
happens to "speaking" if the baby, the child is not born as a Subject and the sense of the body is
troubled?

[ have hardly gathered everything important - on the contrary, despite my almost 20 years
of experience, | think more and more, looking for approaches to the cause, discovering and trying
new practices. Thus, this book is an attempt at dialogue with the reader, placed in the desire to
seek and remain loyal to ideas.

Abstract. The book is the first attempt in the Bulgarian scientific literature to analyze the question
of the body in clinical practice, which is of interest to philosophy, sociology, psychoanalysis.

Considered through the experience of the body-of-psychoanalyst, the text refers to the
body and to every specialist who encounters suffering - social worker, psychologist,
psychotherapist, speech therapist, physician, rehabilitator, midwife, educator, special educator.
During many years of clinical experience, the author traces the relationship between the BODY
OF THE BABY AND THE CHILD - (IN) THE BODY OF THE ADULT, describing: the pregnant body -
the body of Desire; the merged body and the dependent body; the name-body; the resuscitated
body - the adopted body; the upset body and the assigned body.

Because
understanding the patient's experience with his bodily self is essential to understanding his
mental structure. This is important for all patients, but it is even more obvious in patients whose
psychopathology is expressed throughout the body.

Abstract. The baby exists! This is no longer news - both for science and for the practice of
psychoanalysts. What does the baby understand? How does he speak? How to understand him?
How to greet him? How to listen to him? Why is it important?

Frangoise Dolto is the one who innovates the way the newborn listens, the child "as a
person”, who is told about the situation in the family and everything that affects him, as a human
being who is talked to, not just a spoken words in his presence as if he does not exist and does not
understand. She speaks to him as an adult - as a subject who has desires, and is not just an object
of training, education, influence, guidance ...

It was F. Dolto who proved the importance of "true and complete listening". Through her
work she showed that every being is an adult who hears and preserves everything - in the womb
(in utero), in infancy or as a small child. And he can hear everything and understand when they
talk to him or when he feels what is happening, without even being named - what is not said in
words will be said with pain and expressed through a painful state and suffering. Listening to the
silence of the baby or the child, when he hums or makes sounds, when he plays or eats, when the
parents are around him, is only a small part of the work of a psychoanalyst who finds a way to tell
the truth and thus achieve something like a magical treatment.



The truth actually has a history - through the kin and traditions, filled with customs and
rituals - as if they are threads of attachment of the human being to culture and community. It is in
the process of "separation-individualization" that it is a question of accompanying the "mother-
child" in the stages of separation, depending on the function of the father as a third. In order to
accompany the separations or to avoid them taking place very abruptly or suddenly, a space for
reception and preparatory meeting of children-parents is needed - a space-mediator in the
maintenance, help and assistance in the separations that brings to the family new horizons. Such
a place for early socialization and prevention is La Maison Verte, which has its own image in
Bulgarian context, where often the answers to children's behavior are placed only in the
educational register. It is the flexibility of listening, deciphering what the child "says" with the
behavior, gestures, can make a difference (to parents and professionals). It is also a matter of
changing the notion within both theory and practical work, because the questions that the child
provokes in the adults who accept and will welcome him presuppose constant attention,
responsibility and commitment in order to decode the words and the questions he asks and which
are always a lesson.

The application of this approach is happening in a time of triumphant neurobiology and
behavioral theories that seek to rise from the rank of pseudo-sciences to the greatness of
recognized sciences, giving recipes and having all the answers about the mental and suffering. At
a time when everyone is inventing science ad hoc, without the historicity of ideas and research,
psychoanalysis is being tested, enduring the depth of the psyche and the lack of "quick and easy
solutions that depend solely on rational effort." Psychoanalysis is interested in the causes of a
given behavior, suffering, sadness, which "emerge" from the unconscious through language. And
if years ago there was a dispute over whether the unconscious exists or not, today the answer is a
resounding one: "It exists!" It is that hidden, unknown (to / for us) part of the psychic which is
"structured as language" (Lacan). Its mysteries are difficult to be solved rationally or through
advising - it takes time to be unraveled. This precisely is the space of the psychoanalytic office and
the work of the psychoanalyst - to find the connections, to accompany in the search for the
answers, to heal through the words.

Psychoanalysis believes that psychic life begins long before the baby is born - it goes
through generations, the history of the family, secrets, difficulties, the meeting of two people who
desire to have a child. It is a way of thinking, a method, understanding the world, reading between
the lines, searching, wanting to understand... How a psychoanalyst works in a team and develops
its members, how a unified approach works in an organization that meets the suffering and issues
of babies and families - this is the main challenge for the team, subject to a common understanding
of the mental. This book lays in the trajectory of the search, of the Desire to find or outline the
personal truth through the knowledge of the Beginning - in the womb and shortly after. Period
called prenatal - of personification and assimilation (of the body and the world), during the
separation of the baby / infant from the Other. Growing up in a "body-language" (Barral, 2011),
created by the history of his great-parents.

The scope of the conducted legislative survey on career education at school is structured
according to two main parameters and validates information for 32 countries:

e types of educational systems

and
e regional geo-political specifics.

1. Unified secondary education - Scandinavian countries (Norway, Sweden, Finland).

2. Anglo-Saxon type of polyvalent education (England, Scotland, Ireland, New Zealand).

3. Continental European "German" type of dual education system - (Germany, Austria, the

Netherlands).

4. Communal Latino-Mediterranean type of education (Andorra, Portugal, Switzerland).
Balkan countries (Kosovo, Montenegro, Serbia, Macedonia, Albania) and Central Europe
(Slovakia, Hungary, Poland).

Baltic republics - Lithuania, Latvia, Estonia.
Ukraine, Moldova
Canada and the United States
Others (Singapore, Cyprus, Turkey, Georgia).
6. Career services in Bulgaria - status and trends
Worldwide, career services are provided in information and counseling centers, schools
(atall levels of education), regional services, the workplace, the private and public sectors, and as
social services.

The activities can be carried out individually and in groups, directly or remotely (including
as a phone and online services). Services include mediation in the provision of career information
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(orally, on paper, electronically and in other formats), interviews, tests and self-assessment tools,
career training programs (support in the development of career management skills, self-
knowledge and analysis, skills development), various programs (training and managarial).

Career services are aimed at both career planning (related to the ideas of lifelong learning,
decision-making, management of a number of events and roles, which shapes a person's career
and helps achieve his goals. Choosing a profession is an important part of this process, as well as
to:

e career training - the purpose of career training is to help pupils (students) to develop their
self-knowledge, to acquire knowledge about the world of employment, professions and
training opportunities and to form attitudes and abilities to cope when entering the modern
labor market, career decision-making and in the process of self-determination;

e career education - refers to the organized theoretical and practical training, as a result of
which the students develop the knowledge and skills necessary for career planning and form
attitudes, readiness for lifelong learning;

e career counseling - support in making informed decisions regarding the development of
one's own career. The topics covered during the process are mainly related to the choice of
profession, training, employment;

e mediation in the provision of career information - structured data on education, the labor
market, occupations and the relationships between them.

Career services in Bulgaria at school level are still associated with vocational guidance and
counseling (part of career education), which focuses on the topics of the professions, including the
nature of work, the work environment, professional skills requirements, etc.

In addition to the services in the career centers, in recent years the activity of the Agencies
for selection and training of personnel has been intensified, while at the same time - the services
of the state Directorates “Labor Office” are minimized.

Despite declared desires and attempts for professionalization and strategic development
of the field - we still can not say that there is progress in terms of network of partnerships and
information, systematic services and diversity.

Mass unemployment has an extremely unfavorable effect on young people - youth
unemployment is determined by the action of socio-economic, political and demographic factors,
as well as those arising from the problems in the education system, which is designed to provide
young people with skills in dynamic conditions on the labor market. A significant proportion of
young people find it difficult to find work, do not have the opportunity to gain work experience
and professional experience, and employers avoid hiring them because additional resources and
training time are needed. They are most often seen as temporary workers who are paid less than
the standard for a position. At the same time, it is an indisputable fact that unemployment brings
young people not only economic difficulties, but also leads to dissatisfaction, low self-esteem and
distress, and sometimes to antisocial behavior.

On the other hand, there is increasing attention on the employment skills, transferable
skills and knowledge transfer in (and from) different areas, flexibility of education and increasing
the role of non-formal education, vocational and educational mobility. A career services map has
also been created, through which a career specialist, center, employment office or other
specialized service can be found, and career counselors can join for free.

It is in these conditions on the labor market that the issues of career education are more
and more relevant, and the measures and strategies in the field are more and more necessary. The
building of traditions and expansion of the field of competencies and application is forthcoming,
and the quality of the career services and their development should be the subject of a cooperation
agreement between the respective ministries.

10.4.2. Empirical verifications

The process of introducing the Individual Textbook for Academic Career Planning as part
of the model of working with students from the Faculty of Pedagogy went through the following
stages:

1. Study the needs of students for such a book.

2. Training for its development and use.




3. Evaluation of the results.

e First stage - “IS THE BOOK NECESSARY?”

The purpose of the research is multifaceted: to study the current state of students' skills
for academic career planning, as well as the need to create an individual textbook for career
development in an academic environment.

Research design

The study was conducted in May-July 2011 and covered students from Sofia University
"St. KI. Ohridski ”.

The research methodology includes a partially standardized questionnaire of 18
questions.

The study was conducted among 62 students majoring in Social Activities (43), Pedagogy
(14) and Non-formal Education (5).

e Second stage - APPROBATION

In order to study the effectiveness of working with the Individual textbook for academic
career planning and development of its resources in the process of both career counseling and job
application, we conducted a survey among students from Sofia University "St. Kl. Ohridski ”, who
were trained and worked with her for 3 months (October-December, 2011).

Subjects - 3rd year students, specialty Social activities (12) and specialty Non-formal
education, 4th year (6).

The work with the Individual textbook for academic career planning has proved its
effectiveness not only in the processes of self-knowledge, self-assessment and planning for future
goals, but also in systematizing various aspects of professional development of students.

In conclusion, we can summarize that with the research of the first stage we not only
defended the need to create an individual textbook for academic career planning, but also outlined
the main mechanisms for satisfaction with the learning process, difficulties in the process of
academic career planning, the positives.

[t was realized that the process of working with the Book should be related to conducting
training for (self) reflection on personal needs and planning the performance in various
educational, qualification and professional activities. This is what helped the realization of the
second stage (approbation), in which we proved the effectiveness of the work with the Book.

We also confirmed the statement that it could be introduced as a good practice, a standard
for a job interview, presenting not only the academic achievement, but also the path of overall
professional (and personal) development. For its imposition it is necessary to look for
partnerships at different levels and especially - at the level of (university) career centers.

In addition, the book can be described as a flexible learning tool - everyone who uses it can
include or remove modules, move pages, draw, etc. Thus, it is actually individual not only as a
function, but also as a structure.

With health services,
policies and social services were implemented to people with mental health problems, and it in
this form that there was a need to bridge these policies and services to beneficiaries, such as social
workers in mental health. Now the social worker is one of the key persons in the multidisciplinary
team whose purpose is to identify, diagnose, treat, plan and integrate these people into society.
The study aims is to identify the support and role of social work in persons with mental health
disorders at Psychiatric Hospital “Sadik Ding¢i” Elbasan, Albania and in the supported housing in
this city. Qualitative method was used for conducting the study, and semi-structured interview
with a focus group of 4 social workers of this hospital, 2 social workers of Elbasan Community
Mental Health Center and 4 day-care ergo therapists located within the premises of the hospital
was used as measuring instruments to this hospital. Also, a survey was conducted with 15 patients
of the hospital.

Abstract: The edition is also planned to be used as a textbook for medical students, and the
chapter "Psychosocial aspects of caring for premature babies" aims to expand knowledge about
the Baby as a Subject, the importance of the relationship with the mother and the role of the team
during and after birth. It is one of the few attempts to make a connection between medicine
(physical) and psychoanalysis (mental) - knowledge that is important for all professionals in the
field of early childhood development.

The author distinguishes between maternal depression and postpartum psychosis,
derives the role of the father, siblings and relatives, analyzes nutrition as communication and the
language of the baby and the language of the parents. A special place is given to infantile
depression and infantile anorexia, which until recently in Bulgaria were not recognized as mental
states of suffering of the Baby. The importance of teamwork and prevention of disorders in early
childhood is highlited.

The set of professional efforts in the field of motherhood (conception, pregnancy,
childbirth) can be called "postpartum prevention". In order to avoid reaching symptomatic
pathogenic interactions and in the perspective of initial prevention, it is appropriate to offer the
parents to ask themselves from the beginning about the characteristics of the baby, which are
common or different from the imaginary idea, which they created for him, to rethink moments of
their childhood burdened with suffering and negativity that they are afraid to experience with the
baby. This work can be called sensitive prevention and is central in the field not only of
motherhood but also of early childhood development.

Abstract. The practice of vocational guidance and counseling (VET) in Bulgaria has its own
history, but not one related to children and young people who for some reason are outside the
educational, social or community system. Most often these are the children and young people
with special needs, the "mentally ill" and in "conflict with the law". In fact, all children and young
people who "speak through their symptoms" - through illness, violation of the rules, refusal, etc.
Often these appeals are not recognized not only by parents and relatives, but also by specialists
(pedagogues, speech therapists, psychologists, physicians, etc.), and when they are diagnosed,
the treatment is the traditional one - medical drugs, sanction (pedagogical, psychological, social)
and / or isolation in a specialized institution. "Treatment” is mostly reduced to cognitive-
behavioral counseling, therapy, without a system and approach through a unified
(organizational and clinical) approach. A deep, psychoanalytic understanding of the manifested
symptoms, the search for history and mechanisms turns out to be a less popular practice,
annulled due to the myths of longevity, effort and lack of evidence of success (as if other
paradigms have?).

On the other hand, the achievements of psychoanalysis are indisputable (especially since
the existence of the unconscious is no longer disputed) and the criticism that it takes too long is
increasingly controversial. Since it is clear that the symptoms are fluctuating, isn't it better to
leave them to be analyzed than to simply replace them with others? If a therapy trough
replacement changes the statistics (it records a result but does not track the next symptom) and
again requires treatment (but already another symptom), then decoding the suffering in the
context of the past, defenses, resistances, transfer requires specific training, sensitivity and
professionalism.

Modern psychoanalytic theory, a theory of the unconscious (derived from practice),
through its "insights" allows us to understand causal relationships, suggesting the possibilities
for change. Its main postulate is that the personal value of a person, of his character depends on
whether the construction of the self-ideal was harmoniously conducted based on the father-
mother model. It explains the dynamics of emotionality and symbolic life in children.
Psychoanalysis’s discovery is that the child needs to know, to be told who his father is, for
example, even if the mother is not married, and that “otherwise he will grow symbolically
paralyzed and this will manifest. If not during his life, then in his generation” (Dolto, F. “Tout est
langag ”).

The choice of profession is not an isolated choice - it outlines the non-search of the
individual through the non-desire for development and the sublimation of unconscious
processes. A clinical, in-depth approach is needed to understand this process in children and
young people who suffer. This is the symptom - an unconscious strategy that "speaks" and seeks
solutions. It is not stated and planned, but manifests itself as suffering, provocation, rebellion,
aggression, escape, etc.

The manual is not aimed at children and young people with special needs, but at those
in conflict with the law - a psychoanalytic concept introduced by J. Lacan, which unites all the



prohibitions of culture. The law that everyone obeys - "Don't do this! I told you!" is a personal
law while: “Don't do this! | am also not allowed” or: “You cannot do this yet, but one day you will
be able to” is a general law. This is the father's metaphor, which was also introduced by the
mother - the status of the father is important in the mother's phantasms (the one who has
feelings, respect for her husband, gives him his rightful place and puts him first among his
desires).

Asocial, anti-social, deviant, delinquent acts - all in conflict with the rules, the traditional
order and the status quo. These concepts also contain the positive element of development
(probably Galileo could also be declared anti-social!), but then there is rarely a need for
counseling, as there is aspiration, conviction and expression of free will, awareness. However,
when it is stated (due to the existence of a path between the inability of the individual to cope
alone), then an understanding and a holistic approach combining the pragmatic approaches of
vocational guidance and counseling with analytical knowledge is needed.

It is the vocational guidance and counseling process that allows a professional
conversation between a specialist (career consultant, pedagogue, teacher) and a solution seeker
(despite not always noticeable actions), in which space will be created for analysis of choices,
family genogram and expectations (installed during pregnancy).

On the other hand, the profession is the other name of Life - the Way in which the person
self-realizes and (biblically) has the opportunity to "look into himself", acting. To (learn to)
experience satisfaction, to empathize with yourself, to know who you are and who your gender
is, to be a part of something and to build relationships - all cornerstones in the desire of parents
to continue their story.

The choice of profession, of career is not only rational - there are unconscious
mechanisms and language that predetermine it. Free will is what makes us think before we leave
the usual life rush.

Here is the role of the specialist - the one who listens more than advises, analyzes more
than interprets, who is more silent than chatty. A specialist, who is not a therapist, nor
psychoanalyst, but who understands and guides, not through his own personality and
behavioural patterns, but through the personality of the child, the young man. Thus he will have
the power (and ethics) to accompany others in such a meeting - difficult, painful, but cathartic.

Abstract. The guide aims to help school teams in the introduction of an elective course for
vocational guidance, designed for students from 9th to 11th grade of secondary schools in
Bulgaria. The guide assists adolescents in choosing their professional path, guides, shapes and
supports the participants, providing them with the opportunity to acquire self-knowledge and
self-realization, professional awareness and operational skills for planning and applying for a
job. In addition, the guide provides continuous self-monitoring, self-assessment and self-
regulation in a constructive direction. The result of the work is formed skills for making
informed decisions about personal professional and career choices.

Methodology. The Vocational Guidance Guide can be used as a basis for the development
of a vocational guidance curriculum to be held once a week with one hour and a total of 35
academic hours per academic year, developed in four thematic modules. The technology and
content, as well as a wide range of discussion questions and videos for multimedia presentation
have been developed in detail for each planned module.

Structure. The journey consists of four main modules.

1. Basic career skills for self-knowledge and self-realization: participants learn about their
weaknesses, strengths and opportunities.

2. The world of professions - career skills for information: participants learn about many
possible professional paths to gain an idea of the essence and everyday life of each
profession.

3. Operational skills for career planning, job search and application: participants specify
their dream profession and acquire operational skills for planning and job application.

4. Who am I now? Personal self-image (outgoing): participants go back to the beginning
and evaluate the past, systematizing the materials and the acquired knowledge in order
to be able to make their first step in their professional development.

The main form of work is the workshop, where the topics are systematically developed.
The workshops provide opportunities for experimentation, testing and searching for relevant
questions for the specific group of adolescents: "What would I like to do in the future?", "What
gives me pleasure?”, "What can [ do?", "What do I need to achieve my goal?”, “How will I do it?”".
By participating in the workshops, professional information and formation of career skills are
achieved.

The main tool is the student portfolio, which each participant develops in the process of
the journey. It serves as a work area; a means of self-reflection and self-assessment; as a
personal career archive of results and achievements; as a short terminological dictionary in the
world of professional career and labor market. The student portfolio provides an opportunity
to search, try and gradually build unique lifestyle and professional style by releasing the creative
abilities, the personal authentic potential of each young person. Additional benefits are obtained
in the process of real practical activities of students, which they gradually accumulate in the
course of learning, turn into "key reflective tasks", new directions and new levels of abilities,
skills, perceived personal achievements and identity.

Participants in the organization, preparation and during the workshops can be parents,
older students, teachers in individual subjects related to the topics, employers, students, young,
successful professionals.

The methodological concept is for real "tourists” - learning through personal experience,
based on meetings with specialists and visits to workplaces, interactive tasks and discussions.




Variability is a basic principle of the Guide itself - the topics and specific tasks can be selected,
adapted, supplemented and enriched according to the needs and interests, readiness and
resources of the audience. The guide allows it to be supplemented, expanded or reduced
according to the individual needs, capabilities and expectations of young people.

Assessment methods and feedback - there is no assessment with a note. Diagnosis
becomes self-diagnosis, assessment is formed and is aimed at stimulating potential, supporting
the development of important skills. A final feedback to the trainers is included through a mini-
survey, self-assessment of personal progress and suggestions for improving the work.

The set methods of work are flexible and the main ones are: discussions; workshops;
debate; presentation; simulation; exchange of experience; analytical texts and good practices;
case work; essay; tests; questionnaires; training films; art techniques and arts; installations;
mind maps generating ideas; watching informative and inspiring videos.

The main principles of interaction between teacher and students and between all
participants are activity and personal responsibility; networking; partnership; empathy;
perspective; synthesis of value meaning and pragmatism; variability.

¢ within the multi-day "green schools";

¢ teachers teaching different subjects can integrate themes and / or individual assignments
into their work;
