In the process of geography training, simultaneously with development of geography literacy
is raised the interest in geographic knowledge and are cultivated worldviews, and moral and
aesthetic values. Considered as motive, norm and criteria for reasonable activity in geographic
space, they are the basis for future behavior model of pupils. And in this sense the problems
of modern values education are becoming more and more urgent in the context of geography
training and it is the main research subject in current paper. The study presents the “values
geography education” in following steps: Values in goals and curriculum of geography; Specific
training methods that support the values cultivation in geography training process; The role of
the teacher who plans, organizes and conducts the training; The role of the student who is aware
of the values in the real learning process.

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SUMMARY
FROM CULTIVATION AND AWARENESS OF VALUES TO VALUES EDUCATION
(AND THE DIRECTION OF GEOGRAPHY EDUCATION)

The cultivation of pupils’ geography literacy throughout the geography training
process (including its main components) has not only subject and thematical basis but also
a moral one. And it is a natural consequence of the current tendencies and notions that
dominates in geography didactic in Bulgaria and abroad. The main attention is paid not
only to the scientific concept of human-nature system and its impact on the Earth but is
also emphasized the guiding notion and goal of geography education — cultivation and
development of conscious and responsible behavior of pupils in geographic space. And
that is hardly possible without the basic geographic knowledge and skills, i.e. geography
literacy or without “ability to make moral decisions” (Lind 2002: 269).

In the process of geography training, simultaneously with development of geography
literacy is raised the interest in geographic knowledge and are cultivated worldviews, and
moral and aesthetic values. Considered as motive, norm and criteria for reasonable activity
in geographic space, they are the basis for future behavior model of pupils. And in this sense
the problems of modern values education are becoming more and more urgent in the context
of geography training and it is the main research subject in current paper. The study presents
the “values geography education” in following steps:

* Values in goals and curriculum of geography

* Specific training methods that support the values cultivation in geography training
process

* The role of the teacher who plans, organizes and conducts the training

* The role of the student who is aware of the values in the real learning process
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
