By Prof. Dr. Evgeniya Kotseva-Vladimirova on the competition for the
occupation of the academic post of "Associate Professor" in the professional

field 3.6. Law (Criminalistics)

1. Competition information

In the announced competition for the academic position of Associate
Professor in the professional field 3.6. Law (Criminalistics) at Sofia
University "St. Kliment Ohridski", published in the State Gazette, issue No.
31 of April 12, 2019, one candidate participated - Chief Assist. Prof. Dr.
Zdravka Vladimirova Krasteva from the Law Faculty of Sofia University

"St. Kliment Ohridski", Department of Criminal Law.

2. Applicant information

Zdravka Krasteva is Chief Assistant Professor in Criminalistics at the
Department of Criminal Law at the Law Faculty of Sofia University "St.
Kliment Ohridski". She graduated from the Law Faculty of the Free
University of Burgas in 1996. In 2015 at Sofia University "St. Kliment
Ohridski she was awarded her Doctor of Law degree after defending her
dissertation on the topic "Investigation of crimes under the European
Convention on Human Rights." She enrolled as an assistant at the University
of Sofia in 2002, leading seminars, individual criminalistics lectures and an
Erasmus + course on European Standards of Criminal Investigation: ECtHR
Jurisprudence. As a part-time lecturer, she teaches criminalistics and
forensic science at the NBU Law Department and the UNWE Law School.

She has worked as a lawyer, as well as a head of the International Projects
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Unit of the Ombudsman of the Republic of Bulgaria and program director at
the Institute for Modern Policy. She has specialized in the USA, Russia,
Italy, and the Netherlands.

3. Fulfillment of the quantitative requirements for occupying the
academic post.

The candidate Zdravka Krasteva meets the national minimum
requirements for the post, which was established by the scientific jury at its

first meeting (Minutes No. 1 of June 21, 2019).

4. Evaluation of the submitted papers for review.

The applicant participates in the competition with one published
monograph, six articles, and one book chapter. The publications do not
repeat the work submitted for the Ph.D. degree. ~Among the scientific
production of Zdravka Krasteva is the presented habilitation work - the
monograph "Eyewitnesses in criminal proceedings in the light of the
contemporary achievements of psychology and forensic science," Sofia,
Artipo, 2019, ISBN 978-619-7096-04-0, edited by Prof. Dr. Evgeniya
Kotseva-Vladimirova.

The monograph is a comprehensive and in-depth examination of
eyewitnesses in criminal proceedings. It consists of four chapters, an
introduction, an addendum, and a conclusion, with detailed content and a
comprehensive bibliography. The volume of scientific work is 409 standard
pages with 1800 characters per page, and the printed edition contains 299
pages.

Undoubtedly, this monograph is an original scientific work that

contains valuable scientific contributions and reveals an in-depth knowledge
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of the subject, including the legal framework, theory, and practice. The
scientific apparatus is used correctly with high linguistic culture and a clear
and precise style of expression. The citation is accurate and in good faith.
The author's ability to critically and reasonably analyze the normative and
practical aspects of the subject is worthy of appreciation. Good knowledge
of legal theory has allowed the author to form and propose an independent
perspective to the researched issues and on this basis to argue her ideas. In
the habilitation work, various methods of scientific research are skillfully
combined and applied, which is undoubtedly its dignity. It has an
interdisciplinary nature. As a critical note, however, which does not diminish
the high scientific merits of the habilitation work, it should be pointed out
that the title might be more closely linked to the purpose of the research,
namely the tracing of identification processes.

The monograph examines the achievements of applied psychology on
the memory of witnesses and the factors that can lead to misrepresentation
and inaccurate testimony. The book follows two large groups of topics in
psychological research on witness memory - the psychological processes of
perceiving and remembering events, on the one hand, and the perception and
memory for people, on the other. On this basis, Zdravka Krasteva proposes
to improve the tactics of two investigative methods - identification parade
and witness interviewing, as well as a structured approach in assessing the
results of these two actions. Much attention has been paid to the
psychological aspects of identification and interview, but given the practical
focus, a little more attention may need to be paid to the tactical aspects of
the topic.

Significant merits of the habilitation work are the reasoned de lege

ferenda proposals regarding lineup because, with this means of proving more
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than with the interview, the shortcomings of the procedural rules under
which it is carried out can lead to compromise of the results, and re-
performing it cannot correct the mistakes made earlier.

The first chapter examines the preparation for identification parade
with a focus on the preliminary interview under Art. 170 of the Code of
Criminal Procedure (CPC). The modern experimental research of mental
processes in describing the appearance of persons is considered. Two mental
mechanisms have been identified that can lead to a negative impact on the
verbal description made by the witness on the subsequent accuracy of
identification. The tactical methods proposed by the author, which can be
applied in the preliminary interview, to overcome the effect of verbal
shadowing should be positively evaluated.

The four generations of forensic techniques for construction of
composites are discussed in detail. The author identifies a contradictory
practice of the courts, which in some cases consider mugshot search as an
obstacle to the subsequent lineup, and in other cases, as a typical and
necessary extra-procedural activity that does not undermine the
identifications under Art. 169 CPC.

In a separate section, the author looks at the two ways to perform
lineup - in person and in photos and proposes de lege ferenda the provision
of Art. 171, para. 4 The CPC to allow photo lineup to be performed when
required.

A gap in the procedural framework of the lineup has been identified
which does not explicitly provide that fillers should be unknown to the
witness, and the cases in which this could occur have been delianated.
Accordingly, the author formulates a de lege ferenda amendment of Art.

171, para. 2 CPC.
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Psychological research has been extensively reviewed to demonstrate
how the conscious and unconscious behavior of the administrator can
influence the witness. The author proposes that under the existing procedural
arrangements, the lineup should be assigned under with Art. 194, para. 3
CPC to a police officer within the Ministry of the Interior, by the prosecutor,
investigator or investigating police officer.

Particular attention was paid to participation in the lineup of other
persons - psychologist, interpreter, and tactical recommendations were
formulated in this connection. Some peculiarities in the choice of the place
of identification parade were considered, as well as measures to avoid
preliminary direct contact between the witness, the accused party, and the
fillers.

Chapter two details the tactics of the lineup. The importance of the
instructions to the witness 1s emphasized, which should not lead to the
suggestion that the perpetrator has already been identified and the witness is
only expected to confirm this fact. The different ways of presenting the
persons for identification - in a group or sequentially one by one, as well as
the advantages and disadvantages from the psychological point of view of
each of them, are considered.

Particular attention has been paid to clarifying the degree of
confidence with which the witness makes his choice. Relevant jurisprudence
in robbery cases has been analyzed, and it has been proposed that Art. 171,
para 7 of the CCP should be amended accordingly.

The methods for documentation of the lineup process are discussed in
detail, as are the recommendations for the content of the report, the proposal
de lege ferenda for the introduction of obligatory photo documentation and

the justified recommendation for broader application of the videotaping.
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A separate section focuses on the features of voice identification,
clarifying differences in mental processes that underlie identification by
appearance and voice, leading to significantly lower levels of voice
identification accuracy. The case law has been analyzed, which, for the most
part, considers it permissible to carry out voice identification only, but in
some cases, interprets Art. 171, para. 2 PPC as a requirement to
simultaneously demonstrate the appearance and voices of the persons. The
contradictory interpretation of Art. 171, para. 2 CPC should be overcome by
supplementing the procedural framework with an explicit possibility for
voice identification.

Chapter three i1s devoted to the interviewing of eyewitnesses.
Contemporary psychological studies of the effectiveness of this interview
have been examined and the most common mistakes in its tactics have been
identified. The data on its effectiveness have been analyzed, with arguments
from studies in the countries in which it was adopted in investigative
practice - Britain, France, Germany, Italy, Spain, Sweden, New Zealand,
Brazil, and others.

The importance of establishing psychological rapport with the
interviewee has been thoroughly examined, the actual application of this
method in practice has been criticized, and recommendations for the
establishment and maintenance of psychological rapport throughout the
interview have been formulated.

Next, the common mistakes that lead to the premature termination of
the free narrative are analyzed, and specific recommendations are suggested
on how to make more effective use of this stage of the interview.

A separate section discusses the tactics of interviewing child

witnesses. Arguments have been given to the need for broader application of
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videotaping of the interviews for the purposes of the investigation and for
the protection of the interests of the vulnerable witnesses in accordance with
Directive 2012/29/EU. A separate section discusses a new tool for gathering
information from eyewitnesses - the so-called self-interview, its structure,
and effectiveness.

Chapter four deals with the evaluation of the results of the
identification parades and eyewitness interviews. A structured approach is
proposed for evaluating the results of lineups in five steps: assessment of the
preliminary interview under Art. 170 PPC and earlier interviews of the same
witness; evaluation of lineup procedure; assessment of factors related to the
personality of the witness; assessment of the factors related to the qualities
of the identified object; an assessment of the external conditions at the time
of the crime.

At the end of chapter four, the author looks at the question of
establishing the falsehood of testimony - the so-called standardized content
analysis as part of a scientific methodology for assessing the testimony. The
conclusion goes back to the historical development of the psychology of
witness testimony, distinguishing two trends in this area of legal psychology
- "negative psychology" and "positive psychology."

The scientific papers presented by the candidate are in compliance
with the highest requirements. Among the many original scientific
contributions to the habilitation work are the following:

- The paper is the first in the Bulgarian criminalistics theory a
comprehensive and in-depth examination of eyewitnesses in criminal

proceedings.
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- Proposals for improving the tactics of the preliminary interview
under Art. 170 CPC based on mental processes in describing the appearance
of individuals.

- The well-founded view that it is not the quantity but the quality of
the verbal description made by the witness at the preliminary interview that
is a more reliable criterion for assessing the authenticity of the identification.

- The proposal that the investigating body should discuss the versions
of the perpetrator's identity with the supervising prosecutor before
presenting the person for identification under Art. 203, para. 4 CPC.

- Suggestions for improving the interview tactics before constructing
composites and applying modern techniques for improving the visibility of
composites.

- Tactical recommendations for the conducting of mugshot searches. -
The critical analysis of the approach adopted in our legislation for the
similarity of the fillers with the appearance of the identified person and the
proposal that Art. 171, para 2 CCP shall be expanded to provide that the
person shall be presented together with fillers similar in appearance to him
and the description made by the eyewitness.

- The critical analysis of the case law, which considers as the moment
from which the right of a recognized person to access a lawyer arises, only
the moment of constituting the person as an accused party by a decree under
Art. 1 of the CCP, without examining the cases in which prior to the lineup
there was evidence that the person had participated in the commission of the
crime and accordingly the lineup in which he participated was the first
action in the investigation against him.

- The well-reasoned proposals de lege ferenda:
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a) Article 171, paragraph 7 of the Code of Criminal Procedure should
be amended to include an unbiased invitation to the witness to identify the
perpetrator and to clarify its degree of confidence promptly;

(b) to introduce mandatory photographic documentation of the objects
being identified;

(c) the legal framework is complemented by the express possibility of
voice recognition;

(d) the introduction of a procedural opportunity for photo lineups
when necessary.

- Establishing contradictory case-law on the admissibility of repeated
identification procedures and, on this basis, proposals for overcoming it. -
Suggestions for improving the tactics of eyewitness interview, clarifying the
use of cognitive interviews, their effectiveness, and formulating
recommendations for the use of new tactical methods based on current
advances in cognitive psychology.

- The proposed refinement of the tactic for interviewing child
witnesses.

- The proposed new forensic tool for gathering information from
eyewitnesses - the so-called self-interview.

- The proposed structured and systematic five-step approach to
assessing lineup outcomes, as well as criteria for the reliability of
identification based on empirical psychological research.

- Analyzing the impact of different emotions and stress levels on
witness memory and suggesting criteria for assessing the impact of this
factor on the reliability of their testimony.

- Clarification of the specifics of the memory of the witnesses for the

conversations in comparison with the memory of the other actions and
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phenomena of reality, by considering the possible cognitive errors in the
testimony of the received speech information;

- The recommendations for the use of a method of assessing the
accuracy of the testimony, the so-called standardized content analysis of the
testimony.

The qualities of the scientific works presented by Zdravka Krasteva
for the competition - both the habilitation work and the other publications -
meet and even exceed the requirements of the law. They contain numerous
and valuable scientific contributions, and most of the author's conclusions
are of considerable practical and applied importance. In her scientific work,
and in particular in the habilitation work presented, the candidate has
convincingly demonstrated her ability to formulate and substantiate her
opinions.

My direct impressions motivate me to give a positive assessment of
Zdravka Krasteva's teaching activity. The seminars and lectures are always
offered to the student audience on the basis of broad sources, and they are
well received by the students. In her teaching activities, she can arouse
interest in students on the topics presented on this complex subject matter,

which is essential for the effectiveness of criminal proceedings.

On the basis of the facts, considerations, and arguments outlined
above, I commend the scientific merits of candidate's research and teaching
activity and therefore strongly recommend Zdravka Krasteva to be
appointed as an "associate professor" in the professional field 3.6. Law
(Criminalistics) at the Law Faculty of Sofia University" St. Kliment
Ohridski ".
