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REVIEW

By Prof. Dr. Ivan Boev of the materials presented in the competition for the
academic post of Associate Professor in the field of higher education 3. Social,
business and legal sciences, professional field 3.6. Law, a science field of
Criminalistics. In the competition for Associate Professor, announced in State
Gazette issue No. 31 of April 12, 2019 and on the website of Sofia University “St.
Kliment Ohridski "for the needs of the Department of Criminal Law at the Faculty
of Law, with the sole candidate participating in the competition Chief Assistant
Professor Dr. Zdravka Vladimirova Krasteva from Sofia University “St. Kliment

Ohridski ".

1. Zdravka Krasteva was born on June 26, 1973, in Burgas. She graduated in
1991 at the High School of Mathematics and Natural Sciences "Akademik Nikola
Obreshkov," Burgas, and in 1996 received a master's degree in law from the
Burgas Free University, specializing in criminal law. In 2015, she was awarded a
Ph.D. degree. She has worked as a judicial candidate (1996 — 1997), lawyer (1998 -
2002 ), Head of the Unit for International Projects, Ombudsman of the Republic of
Bulgaria, Sofia, (2005 - 2010 ), Program Director at the Institute for Modern
Policy, Sofia (2009 - present), part-time lecturer in criminalistics and forensics at
New Bulgarian University, (from 2018 until now), part-time lecturer in forensics at
UNWE (since 2019), guest lecturer in Erasmus + Program, Faculty of Law,
University of Nis, Serbia, Chief Assistant Professor in Criminalistics at the Law

Faculty of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski ".

2. The candidate Zdravka Krasteva takes part in the competition with:
* Six articles;

* One monograph;
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* one chapter in a collective monograph.
All 8 publications are in Bulgarian language.
There are no papers amongst the submitted works that were reviewed before

their publication.

3. The influence of the publications of the candidate in the specialized
literature is demonstrated by a large number of citations - 12. All of them are from
Bulgarian authors. The candidate did not specify quotations from foreign authors.
Zdravka Krasteva meets the national minimum requirements for the academic post,
which was established by the scientific jury at its first meeting (Minutes No. 1 of
June 21, 2019).

3.1. Krasteva is an established lecturer and educator who evokes faith and
enthusiasm in her students. Her considerable knowledge of forensic science,
criminalistics, and other criminal law sciences, combined with her practical skills
acquired as an Ombudsman employee and lawyer, and the numerous
specializations in the USA, Italy, the Netherlands, undoubtedly contribute to this
fact. Her work as an assistant professor in criminalistics began on July 1, 2002, as
an Assistant Professor at the University of “St. Kliment Ohridski ". After defending
her doctoral dissertation, she is sought as a lecturer of law students at other
Bulgarian universities - UNWE, NBU, as well as the University of NiS, Serbia.

3.2. The scientific and applied activity of the candidate is demonstrated in
the papers submitted for review, and their importance prevails over the scientific
production prior to the PhD degree. Of these, the monograph "Eyewitnesses in
Criminal Procedure in the Light of the Contemporary Achievements in Psychology
and Forensic Sciences" most clearly characterizes the candidate as a scientist and
lecturer. The psychological basis of witness testimony has long attracted the

interest and attention of criminalists. The first studies date back to the beginning of
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the 19th century and are authored by two German scientists - Hofbauer (1808) and
Friedreich (1835). After their publications, the study of the psychology of the
testimony was inexplicably discontinued. It was not until 1898 that the founder of
forensic science, H. Gross, published the book "Criminal Psychology." Many of the
ideas he has developed have retained their importance to this day. The study of the
psychology of witness testimony takes its greatest step with the use of the
experimental method in psychology under the influence of the development of the
natural sciences. Wundt, E. Titchner (Germany), T. Ribo, A. Binet (France), W.
James (USA). One of the creators of experimental psychology is A. Binet, who
first applied this method to determine the impact of suggestions to the child's
testimony. In 1902, experiments in the field of the witness testimony were
conducted by the German psychologist W. Stern. The difference in their research is
that while Binet has set himself the task of obtaining truthful testimony from
witnesses through science-based methods, Stern seeks to establish the degree of
reliability of the testimony obtained. The problem is that these indisputable
scientists, based on their research, are skeptical of the witness testimony, thus
influenced the preference in the criminal procedure to the so-called "silent
witnesses," 1.e., to the usage preferentially of material evidence in sentencing.
Thus, H. Gross writes: "With every success of forensics, the importance of
testimony 1s diminished, which is not always unconditionally credible evidence,
and at the same time the significance of physical evidence is increased " The same
opinion is expressed by another well-known criminalist, E. Locar. This gives rise
to a scholastic polemic that has not subsided to this day. Over the years, the
number of proposed solutions has grown, the names of the opponents have
changed, and the arsenal of the arguments they have given has been replenished,
and the degree of readers' interest in the discussion has varied. In addition, these

problems are at the root of the so-called division of criminalistics from the 1920s
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through the late 1990s into the "bourgeois" and at first the "Soviet", and after 1945
"socialist" criminalistics and forensic sciences. Criminalists from socialist countries
agree on the notion that "the theory of untrustworthy testimony has served the
reactionaries politically and was used to counter the revolutionary movements of
the masses." Studies in forensic psychology in the early 1930s were unjustifiably
diminished and in some places even interrupted. In the 1940s, criminalists in the
Soviet Union came to a conclusion that "the questions of adapting psychology to
investigative tasks should be referred to the field of criminalistics" (Shaver), thus
giving the green light for further research in this direction. They also formulate a
significant amount of scientific recommendations, independently analyzing and
summarizing practice using data from general psychology. The problems of
psychology in the witness testimony have attracted the attention of scholars after
the 1950s in the socialist area - Poland ( P. Horosovski), Romania (T. Bogdan),
Hungary (I. Kertes), Czechoslovakia (Y. Soukup, O. Tipich).

In Bulgaria, without explicit prohibition, criminalists do not engage in
research, as it is not approved by those in power at the time. Only in the textbooks
and investigative methodologies psychological concepts regarding the perception,
memorization, reproduction by eyewitnesses have sneaked. I am obliged to state all
this since the presented monograph is the first in our specialized literature
independent, comprehensive, objective study with the application of forensic
science and psychology to investigate the participation of eyewitnesses in the
criminal process. Also, I make some clarifications and elucidate the reasons that
led to the slowdown of such studies in Bulgaria and why the Bulgarian authors
mentioned in the bibliography are few and mostly presented with works unrelated
to the topic developed by the candidate.

The monograph consists of an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, an

annex and a bibliography within 299 pages. The author chooses to examine the
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involvement of eyewitnesses in two investigative actions — identification parade
and interview in the pre-trial and court proceedings. She decides to develop first
the basics of the lineup in Chapters I and 11, and then in Chapter III - the witness
interview, and devotes Chapter IV to the assessment of the results of these two
investigative actions. This structure is acceptable, but it would be better in my
opinion, if the tactics of the interview are discussed first and then the lineup. My
arguments for this are as follow: the interview has been known to mankind for
millennia and the tactic of its conduct has gone through various stages (positive or
negative), but it is well established in the pre-trial and trial practice. Identification
parade has been used procedurally in our country as a means of proof since 1975. It
is well-established, but there are also many unexplained problems, as the candidate
notes. A preliminary interview is a significant part of the preparation for the
identification parade. The reader would not ask the question what the content and
purpose of the cognitive interview are, and in the book, there would be no
reference to it in the later chapters. Of course, other arguments can be made.

The combination of forensic science, psychology, and author’s intuition have
been used by Krasteva to create a compelling strategy for conducting the
identification parade and eyewitness interview. Considering the work as a whole,
the most comprehensive, meaningful, intelligent use of rich empirical material
concerns the lineup. The two chapters and the fourth section on it stand out as
something extremely useful in elevating theory and practice to a new,
contemporary level, in line with the most up-to-date, creative achievements of
psychology worldwide.

Z. Krasteva views the result of the lineup as one form of procedural
identification, the result of which, in accordance with the requirement of the law, is
accepted as evidence and the lineup report is recognized as its source. The tactical

specifics of the identification parade are one of the particular important issues of
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investigative tactics. The author finds grounds to identify and address all general
and specific psychological problems in the lineup procedure. As other forms of
identification are known, additional possibilities, such as mugshot searches, are
also considered.

The comparative analysis, which is made between the relevant texts of the
CCP and the study of good foreign practice, provides rich material for the author to
discuss the need to improve legislation and bring our national practice in line with
international standards and principles. The research made it possible to identify the
sources of many mistakes made in investigative and judicial practice, which
diminish the probative value of this procedural means and accordingly a number of
recommendations for the elimination of these problems are proposed.

The study of theoretical issues and the practice of identification parades
based on the knowledge of the psychological nature of the identification process,
the specifics of its constituent psychic phenomena have enabled the candidate to
develop many tactical recommendations, the use of which will ensure the
objectivity and reliability of this procedural means. The clarification of the
psychological nature of the identification process will also allow expanding of the
procedural opportunity to use the identification abilities of the participants in the
investigated event and the range of objects presented for identification.

Proposals for substantial refinements of the legal provisions for the lineups
will increase the effectiveness of their application. The de lege ferenda
recommendations of both the primary and additional identification rules are
appropriate, taking into account the specific properties of certain categories of
objects and the particular conditions for their presentation for identification.
Particularly positive is the evaluation of the identification act as a result of a
number of mental processes, which depends on whether the lineup was organized

according to procedural rules or was performed in a non-procedural form, or was
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accidental. The decision to conduct a lineup has to be made, after taking into
account whether there was already identification, including outside the procedural
forms. Making the wrong decisions in these situations would be prevented if the
law clearly stated that lineup could not be made under the procedural rules of the
CCP if the witness already identified the object. Proposals in this regard by the
candidate would counteract the inconsistencies that currently exist in practice. In
the chapter on the eyewitness interview, the basic questions of this investigative
action are elaborated, following its classical structure and content.

The so-called cognitive interview has undergone modern scientific analysis
as the most thorough theory- and practice-tested approach to collecting and
verifying witness testimony in a number of countries (United Kingdom, France,
Germany, etc.). The candidate has elaborated on the psychological features of the
rapport with the witness, the tactical methods developed in psychology, known as
mnemonics, stages of the interview, as well as the typical mistakes with relation to
the free narrative and asking of the questions. The suggestions made regarding the
conduct of the interview are reasonably stated, intelligently, without imposing her
opinion, but defending it, the author tries to create a well-designed algorithm for
carrying out this investigative action in order to obtain truthful information from
the witness. In this part of the work, the so-called auto-interview, which for the
first time has been developed so extensively in our literature, has been
appropriately addressed.

Evaluation of the results of the lineup and the interview are combined into
one chapter, which is good, but in addition to the wonderful recommendations
made by the author, there are repetitions of those already clarified in the other
chapters.

The applicant is familiar with and constantly monitors the practice of the

investigating bodies, the prosecution, and the court. In its research, it seeks to
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increase and elevate their activity to the most recent achievements in the
criminalistics. However, 1n some cases, 1its conclusions, summaries,
recommendations de lege ferenda, in my opinion, will remain unfulfilled.
Moreover, it will not be her fault. They will encounter the inertia of a practice that
will not be able to perceive and approve it in their, in most cases, routine activities
because of their repeated patterns. Her scientific achievements will be
implemented, but this will not happen suddenly, but probably gradually and with
the preliminary advanced training of not only the investigators but also the
legislature. In this regard, I have always defended the position that the
specialization of investigative bodies is prerequisite for their growth. That is why 1
welcome Z. Krasteva, also as an adept for specialization through specialized
training according to the type of crime, the investigative action, its purpose, and
content.

In general, the work of the author is a contribution to the criminalistics. It is
presented with correctness and good faith in dealing with this vast amount of
literary and practical sources. There 1is also scientific sincerity in the
comprehensive study, use, comment, and last but not least, criticism and expression
of the author's opinions and visions. Of course, these contributions are related and
based on the theoretical developments of English-speaking authors from many
countries around the world - from the US, European countries to Australia. Z.
Krasteva has also been able to find new, complex, and current problems to
investigate, analyze, and propose for discussion and application in the practice of
the investigators and the court. The candidate has undoubtedly personally selected
and processed correctly huge in its quantity and quality material, to present to us a
significant development in volume and creativity.

3.3. The article - “Recognition in Criminal Procedure in the Light of Modern

Advances in Cognitive Psychology” is covered by a peer-reviewed monograph.
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3.4. Publications outside the scientific field for which the competition is
announced are also a scientific achievement of the applicant. They show the broad
scientific, cultural, and public interests and attitudes that the author has. In
addition, the forensic knowledge she possesses is thus realized as an experience
and specialty of the candidate in the field of the higher legal education. Last but not
least, these studies, beyond criminalistics, but also of legal significance, have a
beneficial effect on her research and teaching work.

4. My impressions of the applicant are extremely favorable. She is precise,
persistent, focused on teaching and research. Correct, careful with colleagues and
students, she has succeeded in building an image of indisputable authority, of a

person you can trust and whom you cannot disrespect.

Conclusion:

Based on the above considerations, I can definitely say that with her
scientific, pedagogical, social and personal qualities and achievements the
candidate Chief Assistant Professor Zdravka Vladimirova Krasteva, Ph.D., meets
all requirements of the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
Act, and the Regulations for its implementation. That is why I propose that
Zdravka Vladimirova Krasteva be selected as an “Associate Professor” in the

professional field 3.6. Law (Criminalistics).
