1.By order No. PD38-233 of 20.05.2019 of the Rector of the
Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski " | have been appointed as a member of the
Scientific jury of a competition for the academic position Associate Professor at the
University of Sofia in the field of higher education. 3. Social, economics and legal
sciences, professional field 3.6. Law ( History of the Bulgarian State and Law ),
announced for the needs of the Chair Theory and History of State and Law (TIDP)
of the Faculty of Law (Law) at Sofia University. For participation in the contest are
submitted documents from Chief Assistant Professor Ivan Stefanov Kyosev, PhD -
the only candidate. All documents and procedure development are in accordance
with the requirements of the legal normative and university acts for the

development of the academic staff.

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Ivan Kyosev is a lecturer at the Law Faculty of
Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski" since 2004. The candidate has completed
his Law degree at the Faculty (1998) and later is a PhD candidate in the Chair
History and Theory of State and Law (2001-2004) at the Law Faculty of Sofia
University “St. Kliment Ohridski”. He has obtained the academic title Doctor in
2005 with the topic of the dissertation "The Analogy in Law "( Diploma Ne
29587/07. 03. 2005 ). He has consistently held academic positions as an assistant



(2004), Senior assistant (2005) and Chief assistant Professor (from 2008 to present
moment).

2. The major scientific contributions of Dr Ivan Kyosev in the field
History of the Bulgarian state and Law contained in the presented
monograph study "State governance and political regimes under the Turnovo

Constitution™ are:

2.1. The monograph research paper presented is the first modern independent
legal study of the essence of political regimes under the first Bulgarian
constitution. The published work examine from a legal point of view the adoption
and operation of the Tarnovo Constitution (L. Vladikin, M. Manolova), individual
public institutes or constitutional bodies, such as. parliamentarism (M. Manolova),
head of state (E. Mihailova), the role of ministers in government (S. Balamezov),
the judiciary (D. Tokushev), the rights of Bulgarian citizens (S. Kirov),
referendums, plebiscites and municipal self-government (F. Milkova). Similar to
the topic of the monographic survey are the studies on constitutional law of S.
Kirov "Parliamentary or Personal Regime" and the first book on the Turnovo
Constitution - "The Bulgarian Constitution” by P. Miliukov. These two publications

were written in the first half of the twentieth century under the constitution and the



assessment of the political (personal) regime was influenced by the emotion of the

current political status quo.

In Dr. Kyosev's monograph paper, events and facts are presented correctly in
terms of historical reality. Multiple historical sources and research papers were
used. A general note can be made about the work - in many places the author's view

Is timid and the evaluations of the direct participants of the events are presented.

2.2. The modern Bulgarian legal science is a debt to our new history. After
the changes of the late 1980s, there are not enough in-depth legal research papers to
give a real assessment of the implementation of the Turnovo
Constitution. Understanding that the Bulgarian constitution is “the most modern of
its time" should not hinder us to evaluate the discrepancy between the legal text of
the Constitution and its factual political negligence. The monograph is an effort in
this direction. Correctly presented events and facts enable Dr. Kyosev to bring out
both the positive aspects of governance (Europeanization of the state, modern
legislation, the development of financial system, economic achievements, culture,
military successes, independence) and the negative ones (breaking or
circumventing Constitution, anti-constitutional practices, political corruption,
violence, aggression against political opponents). Highlight and analysis of the
most significant processes and phenomena in time and the effects of the Turnovo
Constitution are combined with relevant conclusions on the level of development of
the state and institutions of public authority and thus the candidate gives answer of
the hard question concerning the causes of the national disasters experienced and
the failure to fulfill the Bulgarian national ideal.

2.3. The monograph presents specific examples of the activities of a
monarch, prime minister, or government that are unconstitutional in their political

nature. These harmful management practices lead to negligence of the principles of



democracy and the Rule of Law. Through these historical examples, Dr. lvan
Kyosev clarifies the specifics of the authoritarian political regimes under the rule of
the Bulgarian heads of state, Prince Alexander I, Tsar Ferdinand I, and Tsar Boris
[11, as well as the reasons for the de facto institutional governmental
imbalance. This is the most significant contribution 1’d make in the monograph

research paper.

3. Contributing points in the other publications submitted by the applicant

3.1. Political Changes and Theory of the State ( "State and Society in
Crisis. The Legal and Political Dilemma - Changes and / or Values" ; "24 Years of
Parliamentary Democracy. Now Where?"; "The Ukrainian Transition to the Rule of
Law and Democracy" ; "State Governance and Justice in Transition - Romanian

Experience ™)

The presented studies and articles analyze the political problems of the
transition to a Rule of Law and democracy in Bulgaria, Romania and Ukraine. The
transition to democracy and a market economy in the former socialist countries is
the subject of different legal branches. Theory of State and Constitutional Law are
the most significant disciplines in this field of science. In Bulgarian terms, which
Dr. Kyosev affectionately calls " legal-political reality ", they are theoretically
presented what the new Bulgarian legislation should be, as well as other examples,
tendencies and models of the transition to legal statehood, modern legislation and
building a free civil society .

In the strongest manner the view of Dr. Kiossev status of our legal-political
reality can be seen in his article "24 years parliamentary democracy. Now to
where?". Critically and with concern, the author presents the specifications and



malfunctions of Bulgarian parliamentary democracy. The tendencies he highlighted

in the activities of the National Assembly have not been overcomed, but deepened.

3.2. General Theory of Law and problems of
legislation (monograph paper "Theory of rational and humane legislation” and the

article "The laws of logic in legal drafting and in enforcement of Law™).

The problems of legal drafting have been the subject of scientific research in the
latest Bulgarian legal literature. (Such sources are Boris Spasov, Drafting of Legal
Regulations: Legal Drafting [Tutorial for students from VTU "A. Kanchev "-
Ruse]. Varna, Tedlnna, 1995. 130 p .;2. ed., S., Jurispress, 1999; Dimitrina
Milkova, Legal Technique. S., Sibby, 2002. 336 p .; Tencho Kolev, Theory of Law-
Making. The role of the atypical legislator. S., 2006, (2013). 358 p .; Irena Borisova
and Nevyana Kaneva, Practical Rulemaking .

. Dr. Kyosev 's monograph "Theory of Rational and Humane Legislation” fits
into a series of publications that expose the principles and methodologies for
drafting "perfect normative regulations™ (Legislation) .This is a very serious
political and legal problem of the Bulgarian parliamentary practice. Modern
legislation must be based on rational and humane grounds (signs). The author has
outlined the main principles that determine the specifics of the modern Rule of Law
and the democratic state and which should be matched by each product of the
legislative practice as a focus of Law and policy. Special attention is paid to the
instruments for building "perfect regulatory acts" - legal, logical, systemic and
functional ways and factors for the creation of rational and humane
legislation. The relationship and mutual conditionality between the Rule of Law,
political parties, civil society and its structures has been deliberately revealed .

The article "Laws of Logic in Lawmaking and Law Enforcement” introduces

the role of fundamental science Logic, which has many applications in legal



science and practice, in many cases providing the basic tools in the rulemaking
process, the interpretation of legal regulations, and in law enforcement. Legal
thinking, which is the basis of all legal activity, is carried out with the help of

logical concepts, forms and patterns.

Research study- Independence and efficiency of the judiciary - principles,

problems, solutions).

Judicial reform is a topic that is lacking in scientific publications. As a
contributing moment, | can distinguish the attention that is paid to the main
problems of the judicial system related to the integrity of the staff, improving the
process of certification, self-management in the units of the magistracy, refining the
ways of assessing the workload of the individual magistrate . ( Related to this is
also the article on judicial reform and the results of the work of the Judiciary in

Republic of Romania).

3.4. Political Theory and History of Political and Legal Doctrine ( John
Locke and Charles Montesquieu's Political Legal Concepts and Ideas on the Rule

of Law and Democracy )

3.5. Problems in Legal Education ("General Theory of Law Seminars -

Responsibility and Challenge ")

As a result of his professional engagements in the teaching process at a
higher education institution, and in particular in the field of higher legal education,
Dr. Ivan Kyosev has publications in which he develops his opinion on the state of
higher legal education. The article presents the principles, methodologies, and

5. Critical comments and recommendations

Specific comments and recommendations can be made to the research
publications. As a colleague, | will confine myself to the general recommendation.
I’m rising an opinion about the basic monograph work Dr. Kyosev participates in
the procedure, namely that in his scientific publications, each scholar also discloses
his or her explicit personal opinion on events, processes and personalities. The
candidate’s publications reveal analytical thoroughness, good legal language, zest
to create novelties and research work in science and a clear position as an active

citizen and a responsible lawyer.

CONCLUSION

The documents and materials, as well as the hub of the illustration work
presented by Ch. Assistant Professor lvan Stefanov Kyosev for participation in a
competition for the occupation of the academic position "Associate Professor" in
History of the Bulgarian State and Law meet all the requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Rules for the

Implementation of the Law on the Protection of the Accessto Information, the
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conditions and the procedure for acquiring academic degrees and occupying
academic positions at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”. They contain
scientific contributions that have been published in the two monograph papers
presented, in journals (including electronic ones) and in scientific collections. His

theoretical developments also have practical applicability. Dr. Kyosev's scientific
and teaching qualifications are beyond doubt. On this basis, | find it justifiable to
give my positive assessment and to confidently recommend to the Scientific Jury
to submit a report proposal to the Faculty of Law of the Sofia University for the
