Assessment in summary

The docent position is an academic function which has to contain a high
academic experience in researching, publishing, teaching, organizing,
communicating and being a professional model for the students. Dr. Maria
Bardmova disposes of all these qualities in a high standard. Her profile is
in correspondence with the Bulgarian national requirements according to

the Law for the Development of the Academic Staff.

Assessment in details
Research competence

The scientific profile of a docent consists of three different qualities: 1.
The diversity of researched subjects; 2. The profundity in perceiving,
understanding and presenting the complexity of historical topics; 3. the
diffusion of the own work results to different kinds of public.



To 1: The list of publications shows that Maria Bardmova has worked in

different fields of historical research:

a) The temporal horizon extends from the late Middle Ages till the early
19th century and represents a big treasure because a lot of
phenomena concerning the contemporary period cannot be
understood and explained without knowing Early Modern History;

b) The territorial horizon concerns the Danubian countries of South
Eastern Europe (the Habsburg Monarchy, Hungary, Bulgaria,
Ottoman Empire). This dimension opens a lot of the chances to
enlarge the academic work especially with the scientific community
from Central Europe as nearest area of the continent to the Balkans.

c) The substantial horizon contains the International Relations, Media
history, Economic and Traffic history, Law History, Culture History,
Military History, Environment History. Compared with the actual
situation among the young scholars not only in Bulgaria, this large

competence represents a rare exception.

To 2: The ‘master piece’ of the candidate represents without any doubt
the study “TpaHcnaums Ha MOIbLECTBO. JloroBapsiHETO Ha Mupa Mexay
Xab6cbyprute v Bucokara nopia, 1547-1747" (Sofia 2019). Nevertheless,
for pointing out the progress in the development of the author, it should
be reflected before the first monography (Espona, AyHas u OCMaHuuTe

1396-1541 (Sofia 2014).

In the first publication Maria Barimova used a broader horizon, reflecting
about Europe as the area of the Western Christianity, the Danube as
subject of geostrategic interest and the enlargement of the Ottoman
Empire till its definite domination in Hungary. This study focuses on
longtime processes between two different areas of civilization and their
consequences for the Danube region as special space element. The main

parts of this study are the political and military processes and their
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contemporary echoes about the approach of the two hemispheres. The
benefits of this book consist on the one hand of the inclusion of
geographic aspects which are often not more used in historical contexts,
and on the other hand that the reading Bulgarian public may realize that
Bulgaria's integration within the Ottoman Empire should not be
understood separated from the larger ,European’ processes.

In the second book to ,TpaHcnauuns Ha mMorblectTso® (2019) the author
continues to look at the Danubian region (16t-18% centuries) and to
change the focus of the attention: Now the research interest addresses
more on the backgrounds, the process logics and on diplomatic style
details in the International Relations. This change of interest can be
interpreted as methodological progress looking behind the phenomena
and their contemporary echo and focusing more on the actors than on the
events. The structure of the study is very convincing: After the first
chapter which serves the theoretical approach, the next two chapters
work out the two elements of the ,Power transition® - first the asymmetric
period as the Ottomans were dominating (16t and 17 centuries), then
the symmetric period as the Austrians got more weight than their Muslim
neighbors in the Balkans (18% century). The quality of this publication
consists of the solid methodological approach, of the largely used
contemporary sources and the scientific bibliography and of the shortness
of the messages: All studies which are not longer than necessary for
presenting the subject underline the competence of the author. (The next
step of research could be to ask which were the perspective of the
contemporary inhabitants in this area, because in the official documents
you do not find any traces for this question, but without any doubt these

perspectives cannot be seen only as virtual categories).

To 3: When we look at the list of lectures, we can see that the candidate

held 11 presentations at conferences in the “Western” foreign countries, 5




presentations at conferences in “Eastern” foreign countries and 12
presentations at domestic conferences. The list of publications shows that
the young Bulgarian scholar had the chance to publish in Bulgaria, Austria,
Germany and Great Britain, and the edition houses are the famous ones.
The consequence of this profile is that different kinds of listening and
reading public could and can get an impression of Maria Bardmova and
her impréssive qualities. It is necessary to underline that the candidate
did not shy to enter new technic ways of research as her studies

concerning the use of GIS-systems in historical discipline show.

Teaching Management

As the application papers show, the candidate has been teaching since
2001 in different academic functions, in different study levels and at
different universities. This spectrum presupposes a lot of knowledge in
teaching successfully different kinds of students.

In addition, for about ten years she has collected a quite large experience
in study management in connection with the Joint Degree Master Program
South East European History at the universities of Sofia, Graz, Cluj-
Napoca, Ljubljana, Zagreb, Novi Sad, Thessaloniki and Regensburg.
Therefore, she is not only used to teach but also knows well the study
organization questions and problems in national and international

connections.

Finally, the coach work in favour of the Bulgarian students is remarkable

and qualifies the candidate to do similar activities at foreign universities.

Language knowledge

As the data prove, Dr. Maria Baramova speaks fluently English and
German and is able to present in a convincing manner her lectures,

discussion contributions and remarks at national and international forums.




An additional advantage of her language knowledge is the capability to
study the academic literature in the English and German languages which
helps to enlarge the material bases of her studies. Finally, it is necessary
to underline the talent of the candidate in deciphering the old German
style of writing of former words which are not more usual. This capacity is
unrenounceable for studying the old sources, and is it a substantial

challenge even for students at universities in German speaking countries.

Conference, Publication and Project Management

The candidate has collected a lot of management experience in organizing
and accompanying international conferences, workshops, seminars and
panels in Bulgaria as well as in foreign countries (see list of activities of M.
B.). With this practice she understands that all these academic events do
not exist by themselves but must be planned, prepared, accompanied and
finished in a solid manner. With this expertise she is a welcomed and
responsible member for each organization committee. As the publication
list shows she has also got some experience in redaction and edition work
not only in Bulgarian, but also in English and German languages. Finally,
her management of 24 projects for 10 years (!) with different subjects
prove that the candidate will be without any doubt a potential member of
the staff at the university of Sofia. '

Experiences with and in foreign countries

Dr. Maria Bar8mova has been researching in German and Austrian
archives and libraries and had been invited to become a collaborator at
the Leibniz Institute for European History in Mainz (Germany). Prof. Dr.
Heinz Duchhardt as local coach is one of the most famous living historians
in Germany. The other coach, Prof. Dr. Wolfgang Schmale at University of

Vienna, is not only one of the most known teacher and researcher for




Modern European History in Austria but was 2015-2019 also the General
Secretary of the Executive Committee of ISECS (see below).

In addition, the candidate has collected an experience of many years as
member of the Bulgarian Society for Eighteenth Century Studies (seat:
Sofia/Bulgaria) and as member of the Society for Eighteenth Century
Studies on South Eastern Europe (seat: Graz/Austria) as well as a
functionary of the leading boards of these two scientific associations. Both
Societies are members of the International Society for Eighteenth Century
Studies (= ISECS, seat: Montreal/Canada). Till now, the candidate
participated at three of the International ISECS congresses (Graz/A 2011,
Rotterdam/NL 2015, Edinburgh/GB 2019) and could get fruitful

connections to the international scientific community.

Final verdict of the assessment:

Keeping all the above-mentioned facts in mind, I am voting warmly for a

positive election, i. e. to _award Dr. Maria Baramova_the rank of an

Associate Professor (“pouert”) in “2.2. History and Archaeology (Modern

Balkan History — Central Europe and the Balkans, 16-18th centuries)".
