Summary - ““UDF — This Is Me” (Political Anthropology of the Supporters of UDF”

The monography is a political and anthropological view over the political community of
the UDF supporters and their history in Bulgaria. The research is based predominantly on
information collected during ethnographic fieldwork by the author of this book and other
anthropologists in the years between 1991 -2017. Many various sources are also used — articles in
newspapers, data base from archives, memories and scientific publications by the fields of history,
ethnology/anthropology, politics, sociology and culturology. The book includes preface, five
chapters, conclusion and annex. The annex contains: statistic data base with comment by the author,
list of the quoted respondents, list of the archive and interned based sources, list of the used
periodic articles, bibliography and pictures.

The text emphasizes on the national and cultural origins of the political culture of the UDF
supporters, also named “right Bulgarian democrats”. An important topic is also the formation of
the UDF community on the last years before the political change in 1989 and the beginning of the
process democratization in Bulgaria. The third, and most important, chapter is a political and
anthropological cut of the researched political community based on its political orientations. The
book follows the history of the people form the community after the breakdown of the UDF. The
political symbology used by the members of the community is also researched in the book.

In the text the author gives its own methodological approach; own definition of the term
“political subculture”, analysis of the political processes and some of the political parties and
communities in the context of the transition after 1989. Those parts of the text serve for better
explaining and understanding of the main problem in the research.

The monography is published version of my text for obtaining the science degree Doctor of
Cultural Studies (DSc). I accept the research as a contribution one (as all the reviews and positions
of the colleagues from the scientific jury for my accreditation as DSc claim) but I’ll emphasize on
the contributions in the part dedicated to the scientific contributions.

This is the first comprehensive work on the issue of the nostalgia under socialism in the
Bulgarian humanitarian and social studies. This fact makes the book a contribution one. It has
preface, five chapters, conclusion and annex — bibliography and pictures. The first chapter deals
with several scientific theories about the attitude towards the past and the impact of the individual



and collective memory. The fourth paragraph is dedicated to the study of transitology as the
nostalgia under socialism in Bulgaria in formed in the years of transition and transformation of the
public relations.

Second chapter is an introduction into the memory problem in Bulgaria. It reviews the
representation of the nostalgia under the past among several generations in Bulgaria to emphasize
over the fact that mythologizing of the past is a typical characteristic for entire generations. The
chapter is an introduction of the memory problem in Bulgarian context.

Third chapter is focused over some historical aspects of the transition after 1989 to better explain
the origins of the nostalgia under socialism. Different segments of the social structure are presented
from the history, sociology and economy approaches. The text offers a reconstruction of the
memories of the ones that feel nostalgia under socialism and the ones who deny the period in
general. This method is a productive one for the analysis of the attitude towards socialism of the
one that are under nostalgia for that period.

Fourth, and most important, chapter is a detailed analysis of the nostalgia under socialism and a
typology of the different groups that are under nostalgia. This part of the text is a dissection of the
attitude towards the past and the origins of the nostalgia under socialism.

This model is opposed to the history of the same community in the Western Rhodope Mountains,
where through various historical periods after 1912 a different model is followed, based on
violence and coercion, on disregarding otherness. For that reason, in the Western Rhodope
Mountains, still there is a disunion and even confrontation between Christian Bulgarians and
Muslim ones.
