In the announced competition for the academic position "Professor" in the
field of higher education 1. Pedagogical sciences; professional field 1.2. Pedagogy
(Preschool pedagogy) for the needs of FNOI, announced in SG no. 67 of 28. 07.
2020 there is only one candidate - Rosalina Plamenova Engels-Critidis, Associate
Professor in the Department of Preschool and Media Pedagogy at the Faculty of
Education and Arts at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski".

All necessary documents and materials are attached.

Brief information about the candidate

The professional biography of Assoc. Prof. Rosalina Engels-Critidis is
extremely rich and complete - proof of lifelong learning. From 1994 to 2004 she
consistently and with honors graduated with a master's degree in preschool
pedagogy and a bachelor's degree in Bulgarian philology with a second major in
history. As a full-time doctoral student in the period 2000-2004, after successfully
defending a dissertation on "Building skills for interpreting the allegory of proverbs
and sayings in 5-7-year-old children" she was awarded the educational and
scientific degree "Doctor". He maintains his professional development by
participating in continuing education courses and specializations at foreign
universities in Germany, Slovakia, Sweden, Hungary, Greece, Belgium, Great
Britain.

Based on the qualifications acquired since 1999, Assoc. Prof. Rosalina
Engels-Critidis is realized professionally in the education system as a children's
teacher, history teacher, English teacher. Since 2000 he has been working at the
Faculty of Primary and Preschool Pedagogy (now the Faculty of Science,
Education and Arts), initially as a part-time assistant, and since 2006 as a full-time
senior assistant. In 2014 he acquired the academic position of Associate Professor



of 1.2. Pedagogy (Preschool pedagogy - language acquisition and speech
development).

In 2020, Assoc. Prof. Rosalina Engels-Critidis obtained the scientific degree
of Doctor of Science after successfully defending a dissertation on
"Individualization and differentiation of pedagogical interaction in kindergarten."

The candidate has gained the educational and research experience gained
over the years to the students in the Bachelor's Degree, Master's Degree in the
scientific and educational degree "Doctor".

Prof. Rosalina Engels-Critidis is a
biography of a scientist who is constantly improving and upgrading, who seeks,
researches, proves and develops the scientific field that is in the scope of his
interest.

Description of the scientific works with which the candidate participates
in the announced competition

Candidate Assoc. Prof. Rosalina Engels-Critidis declares 127 publications,
different in genre. C. the announced competition she applied with 47 publications,
of which 2 monographs, 6 chapters from collective monographs, 3 studies
published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases
with scientific information, 6 studies published in non-refereed journals with
scientific review or published in edited collective volumes, 4 articles, reports,
reviews and other publications in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in
world-famous databases of scientific information, 21 articles, reports and other
publications in non-refereed journals with scientific review or published in edited
collective volumes , participation in 1 published university textbook, 1 published
textbook used in the network of kindergartens, 3 scientific editions and
compilation.



Of the proposed publications, 20 are co-authored, with correct declarations
of co-authorship provided.

It is noteworthy that the candidate prefers to write in English (25 pcs.),
Which allows publications to reach more readers.

The publishing activity and the quality of the publications are also reflected
in the presented reference for the citations. They are over 60 officially confirmed
by the University Library.

Evaluation of the type and qualities of the presented scientific papers on
the topic of the competition

Monographs

According to the requirements of ZRNS, the candidate submits a monograph
published after receiving the scientific title of associate professor. This is the
monograph Engels-Kritidis, R. Contemporary Aspects of Preschool Education in
Bulgaria. Revised second edition with additions and updates. Sofia: “St. Kliment
Ohridski ”University Press, 2020. The book is 198 pages long and is dedicated to
current issues of modern preschool education through the prism of the author's
research perspective. The monograph is an author's research in which the analysis
and the generated conclusions are based on various research methods - study of
scientific literature and official statistics, analysis of student essays, psychological-
pedagogical experiment in kindergartens in Bulgaria, long-term pedagogical
observations.

The research interest of Assoc. Prof. Rosalina Engels-Critidis focuses on
problems of preschool education in Bulgaria in their modern dimensions:
organization, regulations, scale and conceptual foundations of preschool education
in Bulgaria, university and continuing education of pedagogical specialists; the
idea of the future teachers about the good, quality children's teacher; the
individualization and differentiation in the process of selection of educational
content, as well as in planning the goals of the pedagogical interaction in the
kindergarten; the conceptual foundations of a variable-dynamic model of
pedagogical interaction, developed for application in Bulgarian kindergartens;
theoretical and normative review of issues related to language acquisition and



speech development by preschool children in the Bulgarian educational
environment; a proposal for a reasoned educational program aimed at Bulgarian
children attending preparatory groups in Sunday schools in Greece. The selected
issues are important for the modernization of modern preschool education in
Bulgaria, which gives me reason to assess the monograph as having scientific value
in both theoretical and applied science.

The scientific contributions to this monographic study can be summarized
as follows:

1. The current state of pre-school education in Bulgaria is presented and
analyzed both in terms of regulations and official statistics.

2. The profile of the children's teacher is outlined through the eyes of the
future teachers, which realizes the function of feedback and gives meaningful ideas
for changes in the pedagogical education and training of teachers.

3. The key role of the children's teacher in the personally significant
pedagogical interaction is scientifically substantiated, which leads to progress and
progress in the child's development.

4. The conceptual bases of a variable-dynamic model of pedagogical
interaction, developed for application in Bulgarian kindergartens, based on
learning through experience and personally significant practical experience, are
outlined and further developed.

The second monograph of the candidate Assoc. Prof. Rosalina Engels-
Critidis 1s "Individualization and differentiation of pedagogical interaction". It is
190 pages long and is based on the dissertation research for obtaining the scientific
degree of Doctor of Sciences. In the scientific-theoretical and applied aspect the
role of the individualization and differentiation of the pedagogical interaction in
the kindergarten is revealed. An author's conceptual-technological variable-
dynamic educational model has been developed, taking into account the individual
peculiarities and needs of the children with a focus on expanding the opportunities
for educational progress of each child. Research of this kind supports the
implementation of innovative practices in the preschool education system.

The main highlights in these publications of the candidate can be outlined as
follows:

* Problems of emotional intelligence of children with or without SEN;

* Comparative aspects of preschool education in Bulgaria and Slovakia;

* Contemporary aspects of the pedagogical interaction in the kindergarten;



* Educational documentation related to the pre-school education of
Bulgarian children living in Greece;

* Modern dimensions of the profile of the children's teacher.

The candidate's publications are proof of scientific sensitivity and research
precision. The stated and argued ones enrich both the scientific field and the
practice of preschool education and the training of children's teachers.

Assessment of teaching and learning activities of the candidate

The lecture work of Assoc. Prof. Rosalina Engels-Critidis is related to
lectures in bachelor's, master's and doctoral degrees and lectures with students
studying in the Erasmus program. Some of the disciplines in which she specialized
and which are the result of her research are: Introduction to the specialty;
Introduction to preschool pedagogy; Pedagogy of language acquisition and speech
development; Preschool pedagogy; Fundamentals of preschool pedagogy;
Research technologies in preschool education; Pedagogical interaction for
interpretation of allegory; The child in the world of proverbs and sayings;
"Pedagogical interaction for creativity"; "Books for children in foreign language
teaching"; "Intercultural competence of teachers"; "Educational aspects of the
integration of migrant children".

Assoc. Prof. Rosalina Engels-Critidis also has lecture courses in English,
which she gives to students in master's programs, during Erasmus mobility and to
students from foreign universities.

The high quality of the teaching and research activity of Assoc. Prof.
Rosalina Engels-Critidis is also evidenced by the following facts:

Basic scientific-theoretical and scientific-applied contributions

I accept the original scientific contributions outlined by Assoc. Prof.

I. On the basis of current statistical data, modern aspects of preschool
education in Bulgaria are analyzed, which are also subjected to comparative
research.



2. A profile of the children's teacher has been developed and an author's
methodology for researching the notion of a "good children's teacher”" has been
proposed and applied.

3. An inclusive approach has been developed and applied, which emphasizes
not the difference between the children, but the common between them.

4. The pedagogical relations in the kindergarten and their results in relation
to the children with an emphasis on their experiences are studied and the conceptual
bases of a variable-dynamic model of the pedagogical relationship are outlined and
further developed.

5. In the context of the specifics of preschool education and through the
prism of individualization and differentiation are revealed educational
opportunities and the relationship between learning through experience, emotional
well-being, the degree of active involvement of each child.

6. In a practical context, technologies related to the goals of inclusion,
intercultural education, language and speech mastery have been developed and
tested in practice.
