Summary:

The new Leases Standard, IFRS 16, was released by the International Accounting Standards
Board in January 2016 and superseded IAS 17 Leases for reporting periods beginning on or
after 1 January 2019. The new rules introduce asymmetrical models of the lessee and lessor
accounting. Finance lease/operating lease distinction is no longer relevant for lessees but has
been retained for lessors. The impact of IFRS 16 depends on a company’s relative number of
existing operating lease arrangements and varies across industries. In this paper we have
discussed the IFRS 16 effects on lessee’s financial statements, financial ratios and key
performance indicators. These effects have been illustrated in the case of a food retailer as
retailers will be most heavily impacted by the changes in the lease requirements. The
implementation of the new accounting rules will lead to an increase in leased assets (the right-
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of-use assets) and financial liabilities on the balance sheet of the lessees with material former
off-balance sheet leases and their EBITDA will increase substantially. To be more precise, we
have split the analysis of the effects on company’s profit or loss into “individual lease” and
“portfolio of lease” cases. In both cases there will be a reduction in entity’s equity compared
to the former rules of IAS 17. The expected effects on profit before tax will be insignificant
for many companies because of the “portfolio” effect. Operating profit will increase due to the
reclassification of former lease expenses into depreciation and amortisation expenses and
finance costs. Entities with material off-balance sheet lease commitments will encounter
significant changes in their key financial metrics such as leverage ratio, return on invested
capital and valuation multiples. Their leverage will increase significantly and interest
coverage will decrease. The effect on company’s debt covenants from IFRS 16
implementation has also been discussed.

Summary:

The financial crisis did not expose specific weaknesses with hedge accounting in the same
way as it is claimed for classification measurement and impairment. Instead the hedge
accounting rules have long been regarded as complex and too rules based, giving rise to
accounting information that is not always useful or a fair reflection of the risk management
activity underlying it.

Summary:

In July 2014, the International Accounting Standard Board (IASB) issued IFRS 9’s
impairment requirements, containing detailed guidance on the recognition of expected credit
losses. The requirements affect all entities that hold debt-type financial assets or issue
commitments to extend credit that are not accounted for at future value. In publishing these
requirements, the IASB aims to rectify what was perceived to be a major weakness in
accounting during the financial crisis of 2007/8, namely the recognition of credit losses at too
late a stage.

Summary:

The financial crisis revealed vulnerabilities in the regulation and supervision of the banking
system at European and global level. The current EU bank capital framework is represented
by the Capital Requirements Directive (CRD) comprising Directives 2006/48/EC and
2006/49/EC and reflecting the proposals of the Basel Committee for the Basel II Framework
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(Basel II) and Trading Book Review. It covers both credit institutions and investment firms
and stipulates the minimum amounts of own financial resources that banks must have in order
to cover the risks to which they are exposed. Following the financial crisis, the Basel
Committee has reviewed its capital adequacy standards. Basel III is the outcome of that
review, with the number three coming from it being the third configuration of these standards.
The EU has actively contributed to developing the new capital, liquidity and leverage
standards in the Basel Committee on Banking Supervision, while making sure that major
European banking specificities and issues are appropriately addressed. The new rules
therefore respect the balance and level of ambition of Basel III. However, there are two
reasons why Basel III cannot simply be copy/pasted into EU legislation.
