The choice of the specific research topic was dictated by the growing importance of
medical geography and by the author's personal interest in this direction. The present
monograph is also related to the desire for medical geography to be rediscovered and further
developed among geographers, geography teachers in secondary schools, geography
teachers in higher schools, and other specialists who understand the need for a high level of
development of science.

The structure of the proposed work includes an introduction, six chapters, and a

conclusion.

The first chapter is devoted to the theoretical and methodological issues related to

medical geography, emphasizing its essence and place in the system of sciences.

The second chapter examines the historical development of medical geography - from
geographical and medical information in Antiquity - to the 20th century and the validation of

medical geography.

The third chapter covers the factors - geographic and non-geographic - that are studied

by medical geography and impact individuals' health status.

The fourth chapter is devoted to selected diseases in the global population, referring to

the 10th revision of the International Classification of Diseases.

The fifth chapter is dedicated to the development of medical geography in Bulgaria, and

attention is paid to the development of medicine in the country.

The sixth chapter shows the actual state of medical geography in Bulgaria and the

prospects for its development.

The purpose of the monograph is to clarify the essence and place, the meaning, and the
tasks of medical geography, to examine its geochronological development and factors, and to

assess its current state and prospects for development.

The object of research is medical geography as a scientific direction, and the subject of
research includes the geographical and medical theoretical knowledge of medical geography,
the historical-geographical development of medical geography, the evolution of research

ideas and methods, and the spread of certain types of diseases.




To achieve the goal, the main tasks are:

1. Clarification of the essence of medical geography.

2. Analyzing its place in the system of sciences.

3. Analyzing its connections with selected medical sciences.

4. Complex geographical analysis of the natural, economic, social, political, ecological,
and other factors that, in a complex, dynamic, combination, have an impact on the health of

the population.
5. Clarification of the state and prospects for medical geography in Bulgaria.

The methods used in the monograph are very diverse and not necessarily purely
geographical. Some of the most important are the descriptive, comparative, cartographic,
and historical methods. The historical method is widely used because it is inherent in almost

every geographical study.

Qualitative methods are fieldwork, free discussion, interview, observation and

documentation research, and quantitative methods - statistical analysis.

The limitations and problems of the study are not a few. One of the first and most
important problems, both from the point of view of medicine and from the point of view of
geography, is statistical. The second problem is the lack of communication between the
scientists. A third big problem is the lack of studied disciplines on the subject of medical
geography. This subject should be compulsory for study not only in geography majors and its

derivatives, but also in medical majors, and should be included in their plans.

The proposed work examines the history of the internal borders between the territorial




units in Bulgaria, which are unstable and constantly changing. The problem is the use of
administrative borders as a barrier - both external (of the state) and internal (between the
regions of the NUTS system) and the undervalued geographical culture. The territorial
influence of the central settlements is weak, the periphery does not feel their influence, and
the borders between regional units inside the country have no strength. As a result, the desire
of the border population to move to another municipality or administrative area was deduced.
The process and decision require a long period of time, major changes in scientific research,
geographical education, and in the policy.

Medico-geographic studies and analyzes in the field of specific language impairments in
children in a certain territory are of particular importance in order to establish what the

distribution is and where specialists are needed. Each child develops and acquires language
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in a different way and attention is needed, especially in cases where even a minor delay in
speech development begins. The purpose of this report is to analyze the medico-geographical
situation regarding the frequency and spread of Specific Language impairments in children
across the country and at the regional level and to pay attention to the small number of
specialists who assist children. The object of research is the children in the age range 0-19
years in the Republic of Bulgaria, in whom a specific language impairment is manifested. The
children are divided by age factor into preschool and school age because at the end of the
fifth year, the process of normal language development is considered completed. When for
one reason or another this did not happen, children develop secondary disorders such as
dyslexia, and dysgraphia and fall into another group of disorders. In the present study,
official data from the National Statistical Institute and the Ministry of Education of the
Republic of Bulgaria for the period 2010 - 2020 were taken for the children who were
diagnosed with "Specific Language Impairment™ and in the specified year were treated by
specialists at the Ministry. Data on children attending private centers and organizations are

not included here, as no statistics are kept on this, and a large number of children would be

duplicated.

Dyslexia is a communicative disorder in which there is an inability to perceive and
process the written form of speech through various sensory modalities.
