INTRODUCTION

This volume contains extended versions of the papers delivered at the International Sci-
entific Conference ,,Empires, borders, policies (Nineteenth to Early Twentieth Century)*
that took place at the University of Sofia ,,St Kliment Ohridski“ on 27th and 28th Febru-
ary 2015. The academic meeting was the final stage of a bilateral research project with
the same name carried out by colleagues from the University of Sofia ,,St Kliment Ohrid-
ski“ and the Lomonosov Moscow State University, as part of the framework agreement
for scholarly cooperation and academic exchange between the two institutions. In the
project the Bulgarian part, was represented by lecturers from the Department of Bul-
garian History at the Faculty of History Prof. Dr. Plamen Mitev and Assist. Prof. Vania
Racheva, while the Russian side by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Olga Anatolievna Dubovik from the
Department of Southern and Western Slavic History at the Faculty of History of the Mos-
cow State University.

Formal occasion for summoning the conference in February 2015 was the 145th anni-
versary of the Firman for the Bulgarian Exarchate; this volume is dedicated to the anni-
versary of the Firman too. The essential reason for carrying out the conference, however,
was our desire to expand, share and discuss the research on these interesting, extensive
and current issues with other colleagues and associates in the field of historical science,
whose focal point is the study of the Bulgarian-Russian-Serbian relations, influences and
contacts during the long nineteenth century. Thus, we invited more colleagues to partic-
ipate in the two-day conference:

— from Russia: Assoc. Prof. Dr. Lyudmila Vasilevna Kuzmicheva, from the
Department of Southern and Western Slavic History, Faculty of History, Lomono-
sov Moscow State University; Assoc. Prof. Dr. Irina Feliksovna Makarova and Assoc.
Prof. Dr. habil. Andrey Leonidovich Shemyakin — both from the Institute of Slavic Stud-
ies at the Russian Academy of Sciences (Moscow);

— from Serbia: Extraordinary Prof. Dr. Milo§ Jagodi¢ and Prof. Dr. habil. Nenad
Makulevi¢ from the Faculty of Philosophy of the Belgrade University; Extraordinary
Prof. Dr. Momir Samardzi¢ from the University of Novi Sad;

— and from Bulgaria: Prof. Dr. Veselin Yanchev, Head of Department of Bulgarian
History and lecturer in Modern Bulgarian History (Sofia University ,,St Kliment Ohrid-
ski“); Assoc. Prof. Dr. habil. Ivan Parvev, Head of Department of History of Byzan-
tium and the Balkans, lecturer in Modern Balkan History (Sofia University ,,St Kliment
Ohridski); Assoc. Prof. Dr. Blagovest Njagulov from the Institute for Historical Studies
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at the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences; Assoc. Prof. Dr. habil. Pencho Penchev teaches
Economic History at the University of World and National Economy; Assist. Prof. Mitko
Grigorov from the Department of History of Byzantium and the Balkans and specialist
in Modern and Contemporary Balkan history (Sofia University ,,St Kliment Ohridski®).

The long free and unencumbered (by ideological and/or political prejudice) discus-
sions that accompanied each of the panels in the two days of the conference were clear
evidence for the apt choice of the topic Empires, borders and policies in the age of nations,
for the interest in it, as well as for the multilayered academic potential of such historical
and art studies.

We are grateful to all who accepted our invitation to participate in the international
scientific forum. We are thankful to our colleagues for their responsiveness and cooper-
ation, as a result of which this academic volume is presented to readers just a year after
the conference. It includes the extended versions of the conference materials.

The International Conference was accompanied by presenting of two public lectures.
Our aim, as organizers of the academic meeting, was to take advantage of the presence
of University colleagues from Russia and to introduce to the scientific community and
especially to our students — the achievements and problems faced by the modern Bulgar-
ian studies in Russia. Thus, on the first day of the conference Assoc. Prof. Dr. Olga A.
Dubovik presented a lecture on ,,Bulgarian studies in Russia: traditions and issues®.

For the second lecture we invited the expert on the Bulgarian history for the period
15" — 19 century, who studies various problems of our social, political and cultural
history in an inter-imperial context, and particularly in the period of the Tanzimat —
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Irina F. Makarova. She pleasantly surprised the audience by presenting
a lecture on ,,Russian Diasporas in the Danube Vilayet*.

We would like to thank Olga and Irina who agreed to extend their lectures and today
you can read them as publications in the present volume.

The papers in the volume are arranged chronologically and thematically. They are
published in the working languages of the conference — Bulgarian, Russian or Serbian,
and are accompanied by summaries in English. Chronologically, the present materials
begin with the first Russian-Turkish War of the 19" century — the one of 1806 — 1812,
and end with the eve of the Balkan wars (1912, 1913), but most of them are devoted to
problems of the third quarter of the 19" century. For obvious reasons, the article about
the Bulgarian Studies in the present day Russia is an exception from this chronological
framework. Thematically, the studies are united by the focus of the border factor in the
inter-imperial policy on the Balkans in the Modern Age, but they are considering it from
different points of view (and far not only through the prism of the political history) and
also have different spatial coverage. We hope that the published papers would not only be
interesting and useful to the readers of the volume, but also conducive to new questions,
ideas and searches in order to deepen the historical (and generally humanitarian) studies
of the Bulgarian-Russian-Serbian relations.
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This volume is a product of the strenuous efforts of an entire team. On the first place we
would like to thank the authors of the papers published in the volume who trusted us and
showed patience along the slow process of editing. We are grateful to colleagues and
friends who helped us with various check-ups and targeted searches, with professional
editorial and prepress work; here we would like to particularly note the names of
Prof. Dr. habil. Dilyana Boteva, Maria Kiprovska and Anna Leontieva, Mileta Milcheva
and Maria Baramova. The volume (as well as the academic comfort for participants
and guests of the conference) would not be possible without the assistance and the
financial support of the program ,,Regional Studies* of the Center for Excellence in the
Humanities ,,Alma Mater* in the face of their leaders Assoc.
