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OPINION

For the scholarly work and teaching activities of Asst. Prof. Zdravka Vladimirova
Krasteva, Ph.D., submitted for participation in the competition for the occupation
of the academic post of "Associate Professor" in the professional field 3.6 Law
(Criminalistics), published in the State Gazette, issue. 31 of 2019 for the needs of
the Faculty of Law, Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski."

Degree 3.6 Law (Criminal Procedure)

This Opinion has been prepared based on documents submitted in a

competition announced by the Sofia University "St. Kl. Ohridski" in the State



Gazette, issue 31 of 2019 and on the University website. The documents submitted
at the competition comply with the requirements of the Development of the
Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria Act (DASRBA) and the Rules for its
implementation, and the Regulations on the Conditions and Procedure for
Acquisition of Scientific Degrees and Occupation of Academic Posts at Sofia

University "St. Kl. Ohridski". The competition procedure is correctly observed.

1. General presentation of the submitted materials.

Zdravka Vladimirova Krasteva, Assistant Professor in Criminalistics at the
Faculty of Law, Sofia University, is the sole applicant in the announced
competition. Dr. Krasteva has provided a list of 8 titles, incl. one monograph,
which is the major habilitation work, six articles, and one chapter of a book,
published after the award of the educational and scientific degree "doctor." All
other required documents were also presented: diplomas and certificates
confirming the applicant's qualification; table of information on the
implementation of the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b DASRBA
concerning the scientific field Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional
field 3.6. Law, a reference to the indicators related to the scientific activity and the
indicators related to the research activity; list of scientific publications, abstracts of
publications, reference to citations, author's reference to scientific contributions
and other necessary documents for participation in the competition. The
documentation submitted proves that the applicant has the necessary qualification
- she obtained degree "Doctor of Law" (Criminalistics) - the same specialty in
which the competition was announced, since it was a specialty in the regulated
professions in 2015; at least two years (17 years) in the academic position of
assistant professor; a published monograph and other publications that do not
replicate those submitted for acquisition of Doctor degree; the applicant meets the
minimum national requirements as provided by Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 DASRBA.
Therefore, in my personal capacity, I believe that all the prerequisites are met and
all the conditions for participation in the competition are met. This was also

accepted by the jury, which admitted Asst. Prof. Krasteva to the competition.



2. Detalils of the applicant.

Zdravka Krasteva graduated in Law from the Free University of Burgas in
1996. She worked as a lawyer. Since July 2002, she has been an Asst.Prof. in
Criminalistics at Sofia University. From 2018 she is a part-time lecturer in
Criminalistics and Forensic Science at NBU, and since the beginning of 2019 -
part-time lecturer in Criminalistics at the University for National and World
Economy. Along with her main activity in the period 2005-2010 she has also
worked for the Ombudsman of the Republic of Bulgaria, and since 2009 has been
the Program Director of the Institute for Modern Politics in Sofia.

In 2015, she defended a thesis on "Investigation of Crimes under the
European Convention on Human Rights" at Sofia University and received a
Doctoral degree. She provided a list of publications containing two monographs,
two book chapters, and 14 articles, some of which based on reports presented in
scientific forums.

The information about citations indicates that various publications by Dr.
Krasteva have been cited 12 times in scientific peer-reviewed publications. |
believe that the candidate is an established scholar and teacher who has devoted
most of her professional life to criminalistics and university. As evidenced by the
attached addendum, she systematically and consistently works in the chosen field
of science and upgrades her competences in different formats of training and

additional qualification.

3. General characteristics of the applicant's scientific production

The submitted publications are sufficient in quantity and quality to
participate in the competition. With their depth, scientific soundness, and
innovation, they meet the requirements for academic publications. The applicant
successfully navigates significant scientific issues of primary social and practical
importance, for which there is insufficient research and offers successful solutions.

Dr. Krasteva's monograph "Eyewitnesses to the criminal proceedings in the

light of the modern achievements of psychology and criminalistics", S., Artipo,



2019, 299 p., which is the major habilitation work, contains the most significant
results of the recent applicant's studies on the important role of witnesses in
criminal proceedings, and especially of eyewitnesses to crimes. There are quite a
few works at the national level in this regard, but they do not fully and
comprehensively address the problem, and many of them were published a long
time ago. Therefore, the very engagement of the applicant with this particular
essential and always topical area of research and its interpretation, taking into
account the achievements of modern science, should be appreciated and the results
undoubtedly should be evaluated as scientific innovation.

The importance of eyewitness testimony is examined in two main areas - in
the conduct identification parade and witness interview, where they play a key
role. Chapter one of the monograph deals with the preparation of the identification
parade, which in theory is indisputably considered to be fundamental to its proper
and effective conduct. In the monograph, the topic is considered at the level of
modern knowledge, taking into account the development of science and
technology, which is a scientific contribution.

Attention 1s paid to the mental phenomenon of "verbal overshadowing,"
which is of particular importance for the choice of the correct tactic of the
interview before lineup, and the role of composites as a forensic means of
searching for persons. Methods of a new generation have been proposed to
improve computer-aided composites techniques and hence to increase lineup
efficiency. These innovations, put into practice, will make better use of the
information provided by eyewitnesses. This would be useful in a variety of
investigative situations, but especially in cases where the perpetrator is unknown.

A special focus of the research is put on mugshot searches as an extra-
procedural activity, its procedural implications, and many useful
recommendations/requirements for photos, photo albums, etc. have been made.
Valuable knowledge is contained in the section on providing fillers in lineups. The
author proposes criteria for the fillers' selection and, above all, the optimal level of

similarity, which is problematic for science and practice.



Interesting is the proposal, based on the achievements of cognitive
psychology, to reform identification parade in criminal proceedings by introducing
a "double-anonymous procedure" in order to avoid any possible influence of the
investigating body on the identification decision of the eyewitness. Although the
idea may seem bold and difficult to implement, the proposal de lege ferenda can
be supported - to entrust the identification to an authority not involved in the same
criminal proceedings, and in particular to a police authority under Art. 194,
paragraph 3 of the Code of Criminal Procedure, taking care that he does not know
who is the object of identification.

There are good diagrams in the chapter, and in the work as a whole, that
present author's ideas in a communicative way. Very good knowledge of foreign
authors and case law has been demonstrated.

Chapter two examines how lineup works. Useful recommendations and
tactical instructions are given regarding the introduction of the identified person,
instructions to the eyewitness, how to verbalize questions and answers. Author's
legislative proposal Art. 171, para.7 of the Code of Criminal Procedure to be
amended to include an unbiased invitation to the eyewitness to identify the object
of identification and to clarify his degree of confidence promptly although this is
too subjective, could be supported.

In this part of the work, the author takes a reasoned attitude towards the
specifics of the lineup in the judicial investigation and the specifics in the tactics
of certain types of the lineup, such as voice identification, for example. The factors
that influence the witness memory for voices are examined in an innovative and
in-depth perspective.

Chapter Three, "Eyewitness Interview Tactics," also contains new
knowledge and scientific contribution in the criminalistics. Although this part has
been extensively researched in Bulgaria and abroad, many mistakes are still being
made in practice. Some elements of the interview tactics that are the subject of
contemporary research in applied psychology have been extensively studied. The
cognitive interview 1is recommended, providing empirical evidence of its

effectiveness. As a rule, the interview of juvenile witnesses is difficult, and this is



recognized by the author, who proposes to refine the tactics of interviewing these
witnesses and, includes as an annex a Guidance on the Interviewing of Children of
the National Institute of Child Health and Human Development, Great Britain.
However, more attention could be paid to European acts on the subject, which also
contain valuable guidance.

The work highlights the part of the self-interview that can play a useful role
as a new forensic tool for gathering information. Although extra-procedural, in a
structured manner and in accordance with the achievements of modern
psychology, it is possible to gather as much detail as possible from all established
witnesses using a standardized brochure. Therefore, the author's idea of its wider
application should be shared.

Furthermore, in Chapter Four, "Assessing the Results of the Lineup and
Interviewing of Eyewitnesses," there is also new scientific knowledge. The
multilayered evaluation offered is a guarantee of correctness. The influence of
emotions on the testimony of witnesses, psychological trauma, and stress are
thoroughly explored. Nineteen criteria for the credibility of testimony have been
developed, and standardized content analysis is proposed.

The applicant's other publications submitted for review indicate her lasting
scientific interest in human rights issues, especially concerning criminal
proceedings, but also in other dimensions. The article "Topical issues of human
rights in the use of mass media monitoring of electronic communications"/ under
print / discusses new points in the case-law of the European Court of Human
Rights on the balance between the need to protect national security and the right to
privacy, as they are compared to the standards adopted by the Court of Justice of
the European Union and the Bulgarian Constitutional Court.

In another article - "Article 3 of the Convention on Human Rights and
Fundamental Freedoms as a Limit on Coercion in Criminal Procedure", the
determinants of the permissible criminal coercion and the impact of this provision
of the ECHR and the ECtHR's practice on procedural investigative actions

involving coercion.



In the article "Interaction of pre-trial bodies with the media - risks,
limitations, and opportunities,”" the European standards applicable to the search
and seizure carried out by pre-trial bodies against journalists and media are the
subject of research.

The applicant also submitted for reviewing her chapter "Legal Aspects of
State Anti-Jewish Policy in the Kingdom of Bulgaria (1940-1944)" in the
collective paper "Anti-Jewish Law in Europe and Bulgaria". Relevant to the
contest is the analysis of the Protection of the Nation Act as part of the
extraordinary penal legislation. The view of the exclusive nature of the
"supplementary" criminal legislation in the period between the two World wars is
justified due to the contradiction with basic legal principles. The practice on the
application of the Protection of the Nation Act has been studied. Significant
theoretical conclusions and generalizations are contained in the applicant's other
works.

4. The educational and pedagogical activity of the applicant It is evident
from the documentation provided that the teaching and pedagogical commitment
of Asst. Prof. Krasteva 1s intense. She conducts seminars, and lecture course in
criminalistics with law students, a part-time course, and an English language
course for Erasmus students on "European standards of investigation: European
Court of Justice case law on human rights." She was a guest lecturer at the
University of Ni§, Serbia. Topics related to Asst. Prof. Krasteva's specializations
are the use of the polygraph in the investigation of offenses and the psychological
profiling of perpetrators through the analysis of the crime scene. In addition to
teaching activities at Sofia University, the applicant teaches in two other higher
education institutions in the country. In parallel, Asst. Prof. Krasteva has
participated in various research projects, putting the results of the research into
practice. Reference should be made to the development of a methodology for
investigation in a sector of high public and professional importance: "Death by
negligence. Investigation of accidents with deaths in the mining and construction
industries. Medical errors" by a project of the Chamber of Investigators. She has

participated in a project of the Ministry of Justice - "Analysis of data collected



through the Unified Information System for combating crime, identifying key
criminogenic factors and trends and defining the current picture of the
criminological environment."

5. Scientific and applied scientific contributions of the applicant The
applicant's scientific works have original scientific and applied contributions
which could enrich the existing knowledge.

6. Notes and Recommendations The papers submitted for review show the
broad literary awareness of the applicant and her ability to use scientific tools, as
well as the rigorous scientific style. It may be recommended to create works in a

foreign language and encourage more publications in world-indexed magazines.

CONCLUSION

After getting acquainted with the materials and scientific works presented in
the competition, analyzing their importance and the scientific and applied
contributions contained therein, and considering the useful teaching activity of the
applicant, I give my positive assessment and recommend the Scientific Jury to
propose to the Faculty Council at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski" to elect
Asst. Prof. Zdravka Vladimirova Krasteva to the academic post of Associated

Professor in professional field 3.6 Law (Criminalistics).
