"The ceramic vessels from the “Big mound” in Ruse"
for awarding the educational and scientific degree "doctor", in the professional field 2.2
History and Archaeology — Old History (Prehistory — Neolithic and Eneolithic)

to Rumyana Dimitrova Yordanova,

a regular doctoral student at the Department of Archaeology of the Faculty of History of
Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski", with scientific advisor Assoc. Prof. Dr. Petya

Georgieva.

The basis of the dissertation centers on the 639 complete and restored ceramic shapes from
the Ruse tell settlement, recorded as finds in the inventory books of RHM-Ruse and NAIM-
BAS. The other 53 complete forms are taken from publications and field inventory books, as
they are missing from museum storage. Of the latter, only the units present with a graphic
or photo image were selected, because the descriptions often do not give an accurate idea
of their real appearance. Of all the collected objects, 468 are vessels, 154 - lids, 12 - stands

and 5 - strainers.



In chapter 2, "research history and working methods", Yordanova distinguishes between two
stages. The earliest investigations by Karel Skorpil were undertaken to understand the char-
acter of the mound, and later in 1920-21 by Kostov to get material for the collections. The
second phase started in 1948 with excavations under Georgiev, this time more methodologi-
cally in 5x5 squares. It was followed by excavations under the direction of Kanchev in the
1980s, who was then replaced by V. Popov in the 1990s. All of these excavations opened
huge areas. Now, the settlement mound no longer exists.

The next chapter, concerning "Stratigraphy, complexes and documentation problems", re-
sumes the stratigraphy by Georgiev and Angelova with 12 settlement horizons and the later
excavations with seven more horizons. The description of their characteristics is as clear as
the excavators have reported them. | must mention that this description can only give a very
rough idea of the succession of unburnt and burnt settlement horizons.

The "research on ceramics" is the subject of chapter I.4. In general, the pottery has been
studied by previous archaeological teams, but there is no consistent and detailed typological
system and no detailed documentation. The result of chapter 3 and 4 is short and clear:
"From all the above, it is also clear that there is no reason to consider the distinct horizons as
really distinct cultural layers" (p. 37). This is somehow depressing, after so much work, en-
ergy, and the destruction of an archaeological monument.

In chapter Il (Classification, typology and relative chronology), Miss Yordanova refers to a
larger selection of important studies that are useful for the methodology of classification
and typology. This is very helpful and shows that there is more than one way to make a ty-
pology and classification.

A special paragraph ("1.2. Studies on prehistoric ceramics from Bulgaria") is devoted to the
contributions of Bulgarian archaeologists to pottery classification. | am always sceptical of
dividing the "international" and the "national" research if one does not wish to show the

particular achievements or failures of one in contrast to the other. But, here, the many con

tributions to the classification of Chalcolithic pottery are in the foreground.
The cultures that are attested in the Ruse tell settlement are Boian, Polyanitsa and Kodzha-
dermen-Gumelnita-Karanovo VI. In a tour d'horizont, the reader gets an introduction into the

main diverse classification of this time period in Bulgaria and Romania. Since there are so



many inconsistencies in these typologies, the decision of the author is a pragmatic one: "The
present dissertation is not intended to deepen the discussion on the chronology of the three
cultures, but to find the place of the materials from the Ruse in the already established peri-
odization schemes. As reliable stratigraphic observations are lacking, there is no basis for
detailed subphase distinction. Therefore, only references to the main phases of the three
cultures will be used here." Furthermore, it is not only pragmatism, but scientific honesty
not to create a hybrid of these typologies.

The classification of the vessels from the Ruse tell settlement (CHAPTER Ill) is only a part of
the whole sample, but can be regarded in a way as representative. Some vessel types are
definitely underrepresented, like the storage vessel with low neck T.I.1 (p.121). It is probably
just a result of the excavation and the publication strategies that one gets the impression
that storage vessels are rarely preserved and are not commonly found in sites. In Pietrele, a
contemporaneous Copper Age mound on the Lower Danube, seven large vessels could be
restored and more than 20 other, poorly preserved vessels are registered.

The main advantage of the complete vessels is that they are normally from closed complex-
es.

The classification starts with the definition of the basic terms (rim, shoulder, bottom, etc.)
and the detailed description of the variety of these separated elements of the vessel. The
temper, the colour and the surface treatment are described.

Paragraph 3 is the classification of the shapes following the basic principles for classification
introduced by P. Georgieva for the ceramics of the Krivodol-Salcutsa Culture. The basic prin-
ciple is convincing: the form is simple, divided into two or three parts. Most of the material
can be ordered by these principles, the lids and special forms can be added. The types are
defined in these categories by using the proportions of the vessels. For each type, the occur-
rence in other sites is listed. By doing this, the dissertation becomes a guide through the
Copper Age pottery of Bulgaria and Romania.

Chapter IV is very important, as it deals with the closed finds of vessels. Those are from
burnt houses, from dug-in structures and from graves. Concentrating on the closed finds is
without doubt the most methodologically correct way to deal with the finds from the old

excavations. The inconsistencies of the excavation documentation are likewise discussed (p.
3



181ff.). The description of all structures claimed to be houses are described. Only a few con-
tained complete or restorable vessels. It is obvious that the very uneven number of vessels is
the result of excavation or restoration attempts.

In paragraph 2, the author discussed other closed complexes from the literature. One im-
portant find spot is Vinitsa, published by Raduncheva which is - in my opinion - one of the
best examples for publishing closed complexes. The printing quality is modest but the pho-
tographs show quite well the shape and the decoration. The interpretations of the number
and quality of the pottery ensembles, cited by Yordanova, are definitely inadequate. There
are many more possibilities to interpret the assemblages of pottery in the houses.

The closed complexes from houses, etc., attributed to the Boian-Spantov phase, early KGK VI
and developed KGK VI is very useful; it shows the basis for the current chronological stages
and the pottery typology as well. It is evident that the first phase of KGK VI is absolutely un-
derrepresented and not very well defined. The Tangiru sequence is based on very few pub-
lished sherds and vessels. This is a problem that cannot be solved with the material from the
Ruse tell. Yordanova mentions correctly that, even the well-documented excavations (e.g.
Pietrele), not all vessels have been published yet. So, it is nearly impossible to get a real pic-
ture about the numbers of vessels in one house, the variety of types and the storage capaci-
ties. Yordanova writes: "Nevertheless, it provides the minimum database for comparisons
and analysis". | think even this is too optimistic.

Paragraph 3.2. discusses aspects of economy, but it seems also that there is some chronolog-
ical relevance. The graphs in figures 105-106 would show a good picture for the succession
of the chronological phases, if the graphs had been arranged in a better order.

Yordanova’s description of the development through the times of certain vessel forms by
changing their proportions is very convincing. The differences in form can be expressed in a
matrix of measurements which could then be combined with the depth of excavation in the
tell or other spatial correlates.

In her conclusions, Yordanova highlights that, for the first time, a succession of settlement
structures were able to be documented: from the end of the Middle Chalcolithic building 2
and structure 20), the first phase of KGK VI (structures 19, 16 and 14); the end of

first/beginning of the second phase of KGK VI (structures 10, 9 and 7); and the second phase
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of KGK VI (structures 15, 11, 6, 4, 2, 1 and houses 16 and 15) until the third phase of KGK VI
(houses 14,12, 11, 10,9, 8, 5, 2).

The significance of Yordanova's study is the working out of a transparent and convincing ty-
pology and the concentration on the closed finds of pottery for formulating a chronology on
a solid base. The insufficient field documentation of the excavation, the inconsistencies of
pottery preservation and documentation, the missing of radiocarbon data are clear limita-
tions of this study which are beyond her responsibility. Miss Yordanova has chosen a meth-
odologically well-balanced way to show the internal sequence of the pottery in Ruse, but
using the conventional chronological scheme. The total revision of the chronological division
cannot be done with the material of Ruse, but Miss Yordanova succeeds in showing the
great potential of proportional analysis for the description of the pottery development, just
to mention one example. This is clearly something which leads beyond the given stage of
research.

The presented thesis carries out a major and significant contribution to the Copper Age in
Southeast Europe.

To conclude, taking into account all the above-mentioned facts, my stated position is for

a positive decision to award Rumyana Dimitrova Yordanova the educational and scientific

degree "doctor" in "2.2. History and Archaeology (Prehistory)".
