Relevance of the topic of the dissertation study and overview of the

dissertation paper

The doctoral candidate, under the mentorship of her doctoral advisor Prof.
Dr. Ts. Popzlateva, has made a substantiated choice of topic for her dissertation.
I regard it as undoubtedly relevant, particularly bearing in mind the prevalence
of dyslexia in early education groups, the issues related to this disorder that
remain unresolved, the social expectations concerning more in-depth scientific
exploration of the different aspects of dyslexia, the current increase in the
interest in this topic and the search for successful models, methods and means of
working with dyslexic children, as well as the national and international
contemporary education policies adopted by state and non-governmental

organizations for individuals with special educational needs.

The dissertation paper is comprised of 215 pages. The research section

amounts to 197 pages. I consider the length of the dissertation sufficient.



In structural terms, the paper consists of an Introduction, four parts,
Summary, Discussion, Scientific Contributions, Conclusions and References.
The PhD candidate skilfully uses a logical and consistent model of presenting
the subheadings. The analysis of the results of the study covers a significant

portion of the paper, which I recognize as a merit of this scholarly work.

Understanding of the problem and evaluation of the theoretical

section of the dissertation paper

The author of the dissertation, Constantinia Christos Coutra, demonstrates
in-depth understanding of the problems characterizing this field of science. The
theoretical positions are researched using scientific methods and approaches.
171 significant titles in this field of study are explored by the candidate, most of
which were published over the last two decades. This allows the candidate to
analyze and establish scientific provisions and points of focus that are important
for the dissertation study. That serves as evidence of her scientific knowledge of
the problem she is investigating. Constantia Chr. Coutra exhibits excellent
analytic skills that she employs in the analysis, interpretation and
systematization of the theoretical positions, basic terminology and concepts
espoused by representatives of the scientific community correlating with the

topic chosen for the dissertation paper, which I regard as a merit of her work.

The PhD candidate emphasizes important points in the theoretical section:
defining dyslexia as a “covert learning difficulty”, which is simultaneously
characterized by numerous difficulties in language development and educational
outcomes that affect the overall functioning of the child; the exploration of the
“Theory of multiple intelligences”; the criteria for language skills, phonological
awareness, memory, encoding and decoding, specific learning difficulties and
many others. Important points are covered regarding the “early warning signs of
dyslexia”, the importance of the early diagnosis of children with symptoms of

dyslexia, their integration in the mainstream educational environment, the



elimination of their opposition to other students, etc. In the exploration of these
and other questions, the candidate skillfully brings to the forefront the important,

significant and well-supported positions on these issues.
Design of the study

I positively evaluate the clarification and formulation of the components
of the conceptual framework of the undertaken research — goal, objectives,
object, subject, and hypotheses of the study. I consider the main research
questions formulated by the author as exceedingly important — to what extent
and in what ways the application of alternative and innovative methodological
approaches in the educational practice could have a positive impact on the basic
characteristics of the reading abilities of elementary schools students with
dyslexia. I also positively evaluate the formulation of the main scientific and
applied goal of the dissertation, namely to study the effects of the specialized
educational program focused on reading on the skills of dyslexic students in
comparison with the skills observed in non-dyslexic students. The objectives
leading to the overarching goal are concrete and realistic. The candidate
formulates three hypotheses connected with the differences in the structure of
the skills of dyslexic and non-dyslexic children, the expected significant
improvement due to the inclusion of dyslexic children in a special reading
program, and the reduction of differences. All these hypotheses relate to the goal
of the dissertation study and are testable. The general methodology is clearly
outlined and corresponds to the topic and goals of the dissertations study. A
clear action plan is evident. The ethical aspects of the research are indicated and

complied with.

The study was conducted by the PhD candidate with the participation of
two groups of students from the region of Attica — a total of 100 students

divided into an experimental and a control group consisting of 50 students each.



Analysis of the results

The dissertation study is scientifically sound and competently carried out.
The experimental study produced numerous significant results, which are
competently analyzed and systematized. They are presented using quantitative
(figures, graphic percentage visualization) and qualitative analysis. The results
are differentiated based on the increase in the complexity of the linguistic
material used — words (monosyllabic, simple disyllabic, simple trisyllabic
words, words containing more consonants, etc.), use of bi- and multilingual
words prior to and following the specialized training (application of a

specialized educational program).

The results of the study for text comprehension are also competently
analyzed - first, at the initial testing point, and then following the training
period. The doctoral candidate Constantinia Coutra succeeds in visualizing the
results and explaining them, showing the dependence between them and the
exercises undertaken by the students, the improvement in the visual recognition
of words (cultivating their orthographic identity), their accumulation in the
individual’s memory and the easier and smoother subsequent decoding and
reproduction of the words. The author of the dissertation study shares and
confirms in practice the claim made by other researchers that exercising
supports not only the accuracy and speed of reading, but also significantly
facilitates comprehension. Constantinia Coutra states “the speed of word
recognition is key to comprehending the text, not vice versa”. The author also
emphasizes the connection between decoding and comprehension. Moreover,

she teachers the students comprehension strategies.

The doctoral candidate proves that all of the aforementioned factors
influence the complex process of reading in children with dyslexia in a positive
way. Based on the obtained results and their analysis, the author makes valuable

conclusions and recommendations. As examples of the latter, I would point out



the following — early diagnosis and intervention, more in-depth preparation of
teachers, open and honest dialogue between teachers, parents and psychologists,
teamwork, availability of programs, special training, adequate pedagogical
approaches and strategies and many others. The results even allow for further

conclusions and recommendation to be formulated.
Contributions

I firmly acknowledge the valuable scientific contributions of the
dissertation to science, psychology, education and society, as well as their
application potential. They can be categorized as being impactful to theory, to
practice and to scientific research. Their formulation in the dissertation paper is
satisfactory, but they could be more precisely formulated when it comes to the
author’s summary. What I consider more important, however, is that the
dissertation study carried out by the candidate and described in the paper, leads
to substantial scientific and applied scientific contributions. Staying on the
subject, I would like to emphasize the contributions connected with the
following: deeper understanding of the nature of dyslexia, analysis of student
behavior during reading activities that can be seen as filling a certain deficit in
this area, significant facilitation and timely identification of reading difficulties

leading to earlier intervention.
Evaluation of the author’s summary and publications

The author’s summary consists of 63 pages. It is competently written. It
contains the main scientific paradigms, theses and significant conceptual
inferences of the dissertation study, as well as its contributions, even though the
qualitative analysis of the results is sparingly covered. It meets the requirements

set forth for preparing author’s summaries.

The candidate present 4 research articles in total, published between 2015

- 2019. The candidate was the sole author for three of them and they are directly

connected with the topic and content of the dissertation study. They appear in
appropriate scientific publications, thereby meeting the scientific requirements

set forth for finalizing the procedure for acquiring the scientific and educational

degree “Doctor”.
Critical remarks and recommendations

Other than a number of small technical errors, the only critical remarks I
can make are related to the qualitative analysis, which could be expanded upon.
The wealth of research results obtained in the study allows for further valuable

conclusions and recommendations to be made by the author.

I recommend that the author submit her work for publication, so that it

can be introduced to a broader audience.
CONCLUSION

Based on the overall depth of the dissertation study, which fully meets
the existing requirements, and the research results attained, the contributions
made, the quality of the author’s summary and publications, as well as the
candidate’s personal contributions, I give my vote with full confidence and no
reservations in favor of granting Constantinia Christos Coutra the educational
and scientific degree “Doctor” in Area of Higher Education 1. Pedagogical
