The main goal of the presented theoretical-empirical research is based on the
principles of active learning and the constructivist concept that people constantly build what
they know, drawing on their already acquired life experience, to adapt and approbate different
methods of active learning and to construct a comprehensive theory and technology of the
history lesson. At the same time, their inextricable link is shown in the contemporary
understanding of conducting an effective learning process and developing students'
competences. The following tasks were performed in the research:

1. Theoretically, 57 methods/techniques of active learning have been developed, which
are arranged in alphabetical order for convenience. The monograph attempts to critically
present the various classifications of methods used in history education since the 1960s and
1970s. Here they are subdivided according to the degree of students’ activity. Thus, two major
groups of methods are distinguished: 1) Passive learning methods and 2) Active learning
methods;

2. The five types of history lessons are described in detail — combined, for new
knowledge, exercise, summary and for examination and assessment, for which not only are
exemplary structures justified, but also practical advice for their implementation are given. In
relation to the above, it should be explicitly noted that the information presented is not an
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attempt to pattern the lesson structures. On the contrary, this is only a model that relies mainly
on the teacher's free choice and the variability in different situations, determined not only by
the so-called "flexible" structure of the lessons, but also by the application of numerous and
different methods/techniques of active learning;

3. Active learning methods/techniques are presented in a certain context. For each of
them an example of implementation in a specific stage and component of the lesson is given.
Again in this regard, a special appendix (#2) is included at the end of the book;

4. The methods and techniques of active learning described in the book have been
validated through empirical research, including didactic experiment, observation and survey.
The following was checked: their effectiveness — whether with their help the students can
cover the competences set in the history and civilizations curricula; the possibility to motivate
them for the work; their applicability depending on the students' abilities and age, as well as

during distance learning.

The Bulgarian historiography maintains that after the death of emperor Smilets (1292
— 1298), a ruler of Bulgaria became his son — John, and the real rulers of Bulgarian empire
were his mother (Smilets’s widow), whose name is unknown, and their son-in-law, Aldimir.
Against this conclusion in the article a lot of arguments are pointed out: no one of the
contemporaries or later authors write about a minor Bulgarian emperor; in 1299 the Smilets’s
widow offered her hand to the Serbian King, Stefan Milutin. This means that she was willing
to deprive her son of his crown; the Byzantine historian Georgius Pachymeres alludes to that

the Smilets’s widow married again in Constantinipol, etc.
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
