SPECIFIC FEATURES OF BULGARIAN EDUCATION (1934 - 1939)
(REFORMS, NATIONALISM, CIVIC EDUCATION)

Abstract

The monograph examines the most important features in the development of the
Bulgarian education in the period following May 19th 1934 up to the fall of 1939. These were
determined by the political processes taking place in the country. The establishment of a non-
party regime gave the educational policy a new direction, where the educational institutions
succumbed to the views of authoritarian public forces (Zveno political circle and the Military
Union) on the matters of education and upbringing of children and adolescents. Even after
their influence decreased, and Tsar Boris 111 became the major power factor, the educational
policy did not change significantly. The study identifies the specific changes in the
management of the education system, namely, new educational legislation (regulations-laws);
increased centralization in the management of education; abolition of elected school boards;
imposition of the ideology of ‘creative nationalism'; changes in the school network, programs
and textbooks; establishing the line of strengthened national education of students: changes in
the situation of the teaching staff; setting up by the state authority of a single professional
organization of educators; public reactions to the educational policy, etc.

Chapter one briefly traces the development of the Bulgarian education system in the
period following the wars for national unification up to 1934. Although it goes beyond the
time frame of the title of the monograph, this chapter was necessary to introduce, since the
changes that occurred after May 19th. 1934. are difficult to explain without understanding
what happened in the Bulgarian education system in this historical segment. Observed has
been some recurrence of ideas and actions related to the educational policy of the Bulgarian
Agrarian National Union ruling in the early 1920s. The emphasis in this chapter is on the
educational legislation of the BANU and the Democratic Alliance. The development of the
educational system has been examined through the prism of the social and political events and
changes, and the overall socio-political, ideological and cultural atmosphere in Bulgaria.
During the first post-war years, Bulgarian education developed under difficult conditions,
however, since the mid-1920s, it saw an upsw ing, interrupted in its turn due to the impact of
the so-called Great Depression on Bulgaria. During the government of the National Block, the
education system got into a deplorable financial situation. Additionally, it was hampered by
the continuous contradictions between the parties in the ruling coalition.

The beginning of Chapter tw o focuses on the the ideas for development of the
Bulgarian education of the main political formations in the country, during the 1920s -1930s.
with an emphasis on the emerging right-wing authoritarian organizations which advocated for
more radical positions. Among these, the greatest attention has been paid to the views on
educational
reforms of the Zveno political circle, some of which were implemented after the May 19th
1934 coup d'etat.

A special paragraph outlines the educational reforms of the government of K. Georgiev



and the interference of the Military Union in the educational policy. The non-party regime
established an education management through regulations-laws, which eliminated, to a certain
extent, its liberal character and the public control exercised through the municipal school
boards. The 19th-of-May plotters sought to reduce the general character of the secondary
school education and expand the vocational education which would correspond to the
economic needs of the country. Attention has been paid to the impact of these changes on the
educational system, as well to the public attitude towards them. The actions of the Ministers
of Education during the years of the tsarist regime have been traced consistently. Some of
them had military background and their presence in the Ministry of Public Education was a
sui generis precedent in the development of the Bulgarian education. Clarified have been the
issues of the extent to which the non-party Government exerted pressure on the educational
tradition and the way some famous Bulgarian educators opposed to the authoritarian and
totalitarian ideas for the development of education, which were coming from abroad and were
spread in Bulgaria by the right-wing nationalist organizations. At the end of the chapter, the
conclusion has been drawn that the Bulgarian educational system until the end of the 1930s
remained within the framework of the tradition established in the post-liberation decades. The
tsarist regime steered clear from fascism, chauvinism and extreme nationalism, and this
predetermined the development of the education. The external influences were resorted to in
so much as they could be adapted to the Bulgarian conditions. Some more extreme views and
practices infested the students' extracurricular activities but did not touch the learning content
and learning process.

Chapter three of the monograph is devoted to the ideology of the 'new state' in

education. An attempt has been made to outline the ideas of the so-called '‘creative
nationalism™” on which the changes in education, and especially in the education of children
and students in the second half of the 1930s. were grounded. Analysed have been the works of
those Bulgarian pedagogues who have rightly been considered ideologues of the 'new
education' and whose studies aimed at re-educating the Bulgarian teachers on whom rested
the authoritarian government's hopes for raising the 'new citizens’ of the country. Indicated
have also been the grounds for removing the long-standing stigma attached to them for being
conductors of fascist, chauvinist and racist ideas in the Bulgarian education system. For
ideological reasons, after September 9th. 1944, the works of a number of prominent Bulgarian
educators were banned and forgotten, as their views were found not to correspond to the
Marxist ideology and ideas of the development of education. Traced have been the efforts of
the authoritarian government to make the Bulgarian teachers conform to the views of
nationalism. Considerable attention has been paid to the activities of the state-created
Education Union established after the coup d'etat on May 19th.
1934, with the aim of controlling the educators in the country. Presented have been the
Union's efforts to improve the material situation of the Bulgarian teachers, as well as the
enhancement of the social activities in the interest of the largest part of civil servants in the
country.



Chapter Four focuses on the attempts of the authoritarian state to give, through new
programs and textbooks in the subjects of "Patriotic Studies" and "Civic Studies", a stronger
nationalist direction to the students' education and, at the same time, to prepare them to be
citizens with qualities and virtues corresponding to the views of the non-party authoritarian
regime. Presented have been the content accents from the textbooks approved in the second
half of the 1930s. Reviewed have been the methodological instructions for more successful
teaching of civic know ledge to their students given to the teachers by prominent Bulgarian
educators.

In the Conclusion, the main conclusions of the study have been drawn and attention has
been paid to the fact that the leading personages of the Bulgarian education in the studied
period had a difficult and unhappy fate. All Ministers of Education from the period 1934-1939
suffered repressions after September 9th. 1944. Three of them were sentenced to death by the
so-called 'People’s Court', but two managed to escape abroad as political exiles. The rest were
imprisoned, interned and deprived of civil rights, job opportunities and dignified lives. It turns
out that the Ministry of Education can't have been the safest place possible. Heading it at a
time of fierce ideological and political clashes, on the verge of a new world conflict at that,
led to dire consequences for the ministers who occupied the position in the period 1934-1939.

Abstract: In the second half of the 20th century, in the American educational
system, with the support of the federal and state authorities, the acquisition of civic
knowledge was advocated more widely. Numerous educational centers have been established,
prepared to offer a number of programs and courses.

The highly ideological education in Soviet patriotism, which began in 1925 with the
subject "Patriotic Studies” has been replaced in Russian primary schools with "Patriotic
Studies”, which preserves the traditional upbringing in Russian patriotism with the
construction of civic attitudes that correspond to the realities of the post-Soviet era. From the
5th to the 9th grade, students study a wide range of topics related to society, state institutions,
the rights and obligations of Russian citizens, the social dimensions of the personality, basic
knowledge about the economy and politics, the modern Russian constitution, as well as
knowledge about civil, labor , family, administrative, criminal and social law.

CREATION AND INITIAL ACTIVITIES OF THE EDUCATIONAL UNION (1934 —

Abstract: The coup of May 19, 1934 liquidated the free professional association of
Bulgarian teachers. The authoritarian government decided to create a single professional
organization of all educators. Teachers of all educational levels, as well as university
professors, are obliged to participate in it. The present study examines the creation and initial
activity of the so-called Educational Union in the period 1934 — 1939. The beginnings on
which the cational educational organization was built are presented. The efforts of the
leadership of the union to control the teachers and the cooperation with the authoritarian state
in the changes in the education system have been traced. Attention has been paid to the
attempts of the representatives of the banned teachers' unions to oppose the policy followed
by the Educational Union, which favors a non-party regime and damages the democratic
foundations of Bulgarian education. The article also reflects those activities of the union that
contribute to strengthening the stability of the teaching profession and improving its social
situation through benefits in the field of health care, pension affairs, teacher mutual aid, etc.

Young people’s knowledge about economic life in the past
can be useful for them in regard of their future successful inclusion in the economic and social
life of the Bulgarian society.

A LOOK AT THE BULGARIAN EXPERIENCE IN CIVIC EDUCATION AT
THE END OF THE 19TH AND THE BEGINNING OF THE 20TH CENTURY

Abstract: The educational reform in the modern Bulgarian school imposed a new
grouping of the subjects. In the field of "Social Sciences and Civic Education” it is planned to
introduce a separate subject related to civic knowledge and skills of the students. In the
Bulgarian educational tradition, the idea of training in citizenship began as early as the era of
the National Revival. This article examines the first attempts to teach civics in the Principality
of Bulgaria and Eastern Rumelia, the creation of the first curricula on the subject "Civic
Studies" at the end of the 19th century and the appearance of the first textbooks. Attention is
paid to their authors and the main emphases in the teaching of civic knowledge. The article
states that the experience gained more than a century ago in civic education can be useful in the
re-introduction of a subject to prepare young Bulgarians for citizens of a democratic society.

Abstract: At the end of the 19th century, the idea of civic education of students, to
prepare them as worthy citizens possessing certain moral and civic virtues, made its way into
the Bulgarian educational system. It is imposed by the leading Bulgarian pedagogues, among
whom is Dimitar Grncharov. This article examines the efforts of D. Grncharov to expand the
civic knowledge of young Bulgarians. They were ideologically influenced by the views of the
Swiss jurist J. Blunchli, the German psychologist V. Wundt and the educators Fr. Paulsen, Fr.
Foerster and G. Kerschensteiner. D. Gruncharov popularized the vision of state-citizen
education of students, which would be within the framework of democracy, tolerance and
compromises between different interests in society. He rejects authoritarian and totalitarian
influences on the upbringing of young people and remains connected to the Bulgarian liberal
educational tradition.

Abstract: At the end of the 19th century, the Ministry of Public Initiation started the
magazine "School Review". It is quickly establishing itself as a leading educational
publication, in which there is an official and an unofficial section. For almost half a century,
the magazine has been a bridge between the educational administration and the Bulgarian
school and a place where teachers get to know different pedagogical views, programs and
textbooks. This article is dedicated to the difficulties encountered by the magazine in
Bulgaria's turning point in 1944,
Its release was disrupted by the military situation, the bombing of Sofia and the financial
difficulties of the Ministry of Education. Until the political change on September 9, 1944, the
magazine reflected the ideas of the so-called United Bulgaria, which are distinguished by a
nationalist spirit. In the last months of the year, the publication made a sharp ideological turn
and already reflected the rapid imposition of the Marxist ideology and worldview, the banning
of a number of textbooks, the introduction of the Russian language as compulsory for students
and the increasingly close connection of Bulgarian education with the Soviet educational
model.

THE IDEAS OF POLITICAL CIRCLE "ZVENO" FOR REFORMS IN BULGARIAN
EDUCATION (1928 - 1934)

Abstract: In the 20s and early 30s of the 20th century, numerous right-wing
political parties and organizations appeared in Bulgaria, professing authoritarian and ultra-
nationalist ideas and denying the democratic parliamentary system. Among them is the
"Zveno" political circle, created as an elitist structure with the participation of politicians,
soldiers, intellectuals, etc., disappointed with the existing parties. This article examines the
views of "Zveno" on radical reforms in Bulgarian education: centralization of management;
reduction of secondary schools; abolition of elected school boards; removal of party influence
on the youth and bringing them into a unified state organization; education of students in a
more extreme nationalist spirit, development of professional education, etc. These ideas were
influenced by the totalitarian, authoritarian and undemocratic ideas of the educational work,
and some of them were implemented after the coup of May 19, 1934, when "Zveno" with the
support of the Voluntary Union took power by force.
