Prof. Mihail Mateev is at
LF of SU. He is appointed as ass. Prof. from 1991 as he consecutively passed
through the academic ranks — junior ass. Prof., ass. prof., senior ass. Prof. and
chief ass. Prof. In the period 1992-1999 he was a lecturer at New Bulgarian
University and in 1992- 2004 founded and headed the Law department of
National Secondary General School ,,Sofia”. He has been also a lecturer at
Veliko Tarnovo University (1992-1995), Ruse University (1993-1996). He has
worked as legal adviser of the Inspectorate on the education for Sofia — city of
the Ministry of the science and education and since 1997 is registered as a
lawyer at Sofia bar.

The long-lasting scientific interests and lecturer’s activity of ass. Prof.
Mateev are in the field of the history and theory of the state and law. Since 1991
he has been leading the course seminar classes on History of the Bulgarian state
and law (30 hours) at the LF of SU and since 1992- the course of lecturers on
General history of the State and Law (30 hours). He has led courses of lectures
on History of the Bulgarian state and law and on Historical development of the

world types of legal systems (General history of the State and Law) in the period
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1992-1996 at New Bulgarian University, courses of seminar classes on General
history of the State and Law (30 hours) — Veliko Tarnovo University and Ruse
University (1992-1996), as well as courses on General history of the State and
Law, History of Bulgarian state and law, History and dogma of the Roman
private law and General theory of the state at Law department of NSGS ,,Sofia*
(151 Secondary general school with profiles). He is extremely motivated and
devoted to learning the law science, with lasting and deep knowledge to the
theory and history of law, great lecturer’s experience and continuous willing for
improving the methods for presentation of the taught disciplines in front of the

students, with great authority amongst the colleagues and the students.

3. Actuality of the subject

The dissertation thesis is devoted to not so well known problems to the
broad law public in Bulgaria- the justice of the peace jurisdiction in its
theoretical and historical aspects. The author stresses on the lack of individual
studies on the topic (except for the papers of Prof. Dimitar Tokushev and some
other articles in Bulgarian), though from historical perspective this jurisdiction
to have been practiced in Bulgaria in the period 1880 — 1934.

The actuality of the theme is connected with the circumstance that the
justice of the peace court and the justice of the peace jurisdiction, though
practiced in the past and despite the fact that they have reached bloom in XIX
century, after a period of a fall, in XX revived in some states in the last decades,
as such judicial institutions exist even now in 43 states of 194 states in the
world. Particular attention in the dissertation is given to the world models of the
justice of the peace jurisdiction compared to the Bulgarian model, practiced in

the past and to the opportunities for its modern development.



4. Knowledge about the issue

The doctoral candidate Mihail Mateev knows in details the themes,
examined in the dissertation. He has analysed almost all available literature
related to the subject of his study. His bibliography is rich and systemized - 25
titles for medleys with document, reference books, sources and archive funds, 8
titles for memoirs, diaries, publicism, 31 normative acts, 72 titles of historical
and theoretical literature in Bulgarian and 42 in foreign languages (in Russian,
French and English). Of great importance appear also the enclosures to the
dissertation thesis, which are comparative tables, copies of documents and etc,
quoted by the author and in support of the stated thesis in the dissertation.

All this appears an exclusively thorough and conscientious work on the
topic and complete cover of the studied themes, which contributes significantly
for the clarification of the theoretical model of the justice of the peace
jurisdiction and its practical implementation in Bulgaria and worldwide.

5. Aims and methodology of the study

The subject of the dissertation assumes research of a dynamic matter,
within the frameworks of a legal and social reality, having complex mutual and
functional connections.

In the introduction of the dissertation the doctoral candidate has
determined the goals of his research: theoretical clarification of the main
definitions for justice of the peace proceedings, justice of the peace jurisdiction
and (of) historical models of justice of the peace jurisdiction, their place and role
in the respective judicial system as well as the proportion of the alternative
means for settling disputes, the justice of the peace and court proceedings in
solving of the arisen issues. These are accompanied by research on the origin
and historical development of the justice of the peace jurisdiction in the world
and characteristics of the main historical models of justice of the peace

jurisdiction. A review has been made of the historical preconditions for the
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introduction of the justice of the peace court and the justice of the peace
jurisdiction in Bulgaria in 1880 and theoretical analysis of its development,
compared to the existing systems of justice of the peace jurisdiction in Russia,
France and England.

According to the author the complex nature of the research predetermines
use of different methods of scientific research and combination of culturological
approaches.

The dissertation combines the historical-legal and legal-dogmatic research
with a critical-analytical approach and with broad referring to the sources of

information, as far as one historical event is concerned.

6. Characteristics and evaluation of the dissertation thesis and the
contributions.

The dissertation thesis has 354 standard pages of which 274 pages are
devoted to main statement and they are structured in an introduction, five
chapters and conclusion. The dissertation covers a large scientific
instrumentality, included in 388 footnotes. Significant contribution appear the
enclosures, which are comparative tables on 62 pages and copies of the
Implementing rules on LDASRB, respectively of art.64, para 2 of the Rules on the
conditions and way for obtaining scientific degrees and holding academic ranks
at SU ,,St. Kliment Ohridski”. The work is well balanced as far as the structure
and contents are concerned as each of the main topics in the five chapters has
been developed enough completely and the findings are summarized in the
conclusion.

The introduction makes a brief summary of the topic while stressing on its
importance and actuality as well as its connection with the general procedural
themes and the organization of the jurisdiction.

Chapter 1 (p.8-61) is devoted to some basic issues, on first place a

summarized review of the Bulgarian and foreign scientific literature on the topic
.



of the justice of the peace jurisdiction. There is a definition of the basic terms,
the types of justice of the peace court according to the different historical
models and comparison has been made between the justice of the peace
jurisdiction and the traditional legal proceedings and the mediation.

Chapter II (p. 62- 100) is devoted to the justice of the peace court in
England as it has been examined a long-lasting period - XI-XIX c. The English
model of justice of the peace jurisdiction is presented as a theoretical summary
of the historical formation and development of this court in England.

Chapter III (p. 101-131) presents justice of the peace court in France in
XVIII — XIX c. The characteristics and peculiarities of the French model are
compared to the English model, examined in the previous chapter.

Chapter IV (p. 132- 183) considers the establishment of the justice of the
peace court in Russia in the first half of XIX c. Special attention is given to the
judicial reform from 1864. In a theoretical way the reconstructed Russian model
of justice of the peace jurisdiction is characterized compared to the English and
French model.

In chapter V (p. 184-217) is presented the justice of the peace court and the
justice of the peace legal proceedings in Bulgaria. Special attention is given to
the preparation and conduction of the judicial reform from 1880 and the
reception of the Russian judicial system, procedural and criminal law in
establishment of the justice of the peace jurisdiction in Bulgaria. It is studied the
development of the normative framework as there have been made comparative
tables as appendices to the main text of the dissertation. It has been analyzed the
normative framework and has been made characteristics of the Bulgarian model
of justice of the peace jurisdiction. In this part of the dissertation along with the
specifically scientific text are reproduced also archive documentary records,
which allows the perception of the political background and the parliamentary
debate in the course of the adoption of the respective legislation.



Exactly in this part of the research are some of the most important
contributions in the dissertation, which are of theoretical and historical-legal
Importance and are examined for the first time in such comparative context.

In the conclusion (p. 265- 274) are summarized the results from the
research as a whole and individually for the five chapters as conclusions have
been made also for further extension and possible reading of the themes in view
of making it connected with the modern development of the procedural law and

the reforms of the law enforcement institutions.

The doctoral candidate has conscientiously stated the contributions, which
he considers have been made by his work. | would like to stress on some
particular virtues of the dissertation thesis without repeating what he has
stated in his abstract paper:

1. By the justifications in the dissertation is provided a more precise
definition of a justice of the peace court and jurisdiction. Particularly
precious appears their presentation in two main directions: institutional,
by determination of the place of the justice of the peace court in the
judicial system and social-functional with emphasis on the conciliation
way for settlement of the legal disputes of minor material and social
interest, resp. public danger, and of its accessibility. It is outlined the
rationality of this jurisdiction as a quick easy and accessible, close to the
people and their natural way of life and which does not involve major
financial and organizational state resource.

2. The above-mentioned analyses are made as a result of comparisons.
Respectively in chapter II, I1I and IV are made comparisons between the
English, French and Russian model as there is a statement of the rational
features, which could be used within the frameworks of one modern
judicial reform. | think that this appears not only a historical but also an



important theoretical summary with clear references to the modern
reforms of the judicial system.

3. It strikes the conclusion of the author that despite the willing for a
popular use of the mediation in the modern states and respectively in the
EU, it does not succeed to demonstrate the popularity nor the
effectiveness nor the vitality of the justice of the peace courts. The
author reasonably claims that the justice of the peace jurisdiction, at
which the magistrate unites the two functions of the peacemaker and the
justice and the justice of the peace proceedings themselves appear
mandatory stage of the legal proceedings, is much more rational than
the mediation, where these functions are assigned to different persons,
the mediator is not part of the judicial system and the justice of the
peace proceedings are facultative.

4. It is worthy to be noted as contribution moments not only the
presentation of summarized definitions for the basic terms and
institutes, related to the justice of the peace jurisdiction, but also the
characteristics of the main types of such jurisdiction. Particularly
precious contribution is the combining the information of historical
nature with the theoretical summaries and the entire theoretical essence
of the dissertation.

5. As considering the fact that this is a complete, entire and thorough
historical study of the development of the justice of the peace
jurisdiction in Europe, which allows theoretical conceptions to be
formed, it has to be noted also the presence of some rational solutions in
the basic models of this jurisdiction and their opportunities for modern
development as really functioning alterative means for settling disputes
along with the traditional court structures and rules of legal proceedings

The dissertation has a clear style and logical arrangement. As a whole it is

well formed form a technical point of view and it easy for reading and use.
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The abstract completely meets the requirements for presentation of the
dissertation thesis as it reflects correctly and precisely its contents and the basic

contribution moments in it.

7. Assessment of the publication and the personal contribution of the
doctoral candidate

The doctoral candidate has presented 4 publications on the topic of the
dissertation in two referred and indexed periodical publications. Most of the
publications present individual aspects of the topic and are absolutely not
,divided“ parts of the dissertation. The doctoral candidate shows deep
knowledge of the problems but also a skill to make precise and to include in the
dissertation only (things) which are strictly related to the specificity and logics

of the statement.

8. Recommendations for a future use of the dissertation contributions
and results
According to the requirements of LDASRB (the Law on development of
the academic structure in republic of Bulgaria) the dissertation thesis of ass.
Prof. Mihail Mateev presents scientific results, which appear an original
contribution in the science, demonstrating thorough theoretical knowledge on
the respective specialty and capabilities for creating a scientific work. Some
recommendations can always be provided, especially with regard to chapter V,
in which the individual debates on the adoption of the legislation about the
justice of the peace courts can be made as an annex in order to be kept the
scientific nature of the main text. Some conclusions are particularly definite and
could be subject of debates or at least for presentation of other opinions too,
expressed in the foreign literature.
| would like to recommend in case of a future revision of the work for
publishing, which is definitely advisable, essential corrections to be made in the

references to the Roman law and in particular in connection with the correlation
between the civil and praetorian law, which definitely has no connection with
the examined aspect of the justice of the peace jurisdiction. If such references
are sought, it can be drawn attention to some late classical practices, to iudex
pedaneus and defensor civitatis, as well as to existing in the Roman provinces
local jurisdiction institutions and traditions. However, such extension in the
antique practices is beyond the topic of the dissertation and could only be an

additional ornament to it or a topic for an independent study.

CONCLUSION

are an original contribution in the science and meets all requirements of the
Law on development of the academic structure in Republic of Bulgaria, the
Rules on implementation of this law and the Rules on the conditions and order
for obtaining scientific ranks and holding academic posts at SU “St. KI.
Ohridski”. The presented materials and dissertation results completely meet the
normative requirements. The dissertation thesis shows that the doctoral
candidate holds thorough theoretical knowledge and professional skills on
theory and history of law, virtues and skills for conduction of a scientific
research with original and major scientific contributions.
