I.  Procedure details

The competition for the academic position "Associate Professor"” in the field
of higher education 3. Economic, social and legal sciences, professional field
3.6. Law, scientific specialty "History of the Bulgarian State and Law" was
announced for the needs of the Chair Theory and History of State and Law at the
Faculty of Law at Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski . The advertisement was
published in State Gasette, Ne25 of March 26, 20191 The composition of the
Scientific Jury was determined by Order No. RD 38-233 / 20.05.2019 of the Rector
of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski "

The only candidate for the academic position is Chief Assistant Professor
Doctor in Laws Ivan Stefanov Kyosev.

The jury’s meeting on 6 June 2019 examined the minimum required points
by groups of indicators for the various academic degrees and academic positions
covered by the respected legal act- Regulations of ZRASRB and found that the
applicant fully met these criteria and was allowed to participate in the Contest for
the position of Associate Professor in the scientific field 3.6 Law (History of the
Bulgarian State and Law. At the same meeting | was appointed to prepare an



academic analysis-opinion on the competition procedure and the candidate’s
academic contributions.

1. Details of the applicant and his / her teaching activity

Chief Assist. Prof. Ivan Stefanov Kyosev obtained a degree "Master in
Laws" at the Faculty of Law at Sofia University "St.Kliment Ohridski” in 1998. He
was a full-time PhD student in the same faculty during the period 2001-2004. He
defended his PhD thesis "The Analogy in Law" in 2004. The same year the
candidate was appointed as Assistant Professor at the Chair " Theory and History
of State and Law " at the Faculty of Law, consecutively have passed through the
academic ranks Senior assistant (2005) and Chief assistant Professor (2008), until
the present moment.

The main scientific interests of Ch. Assistant Prof. lvan Kyosev are in the field
of General Theory of Law, Philosophy of Law, General Theory of the State,
Political and Legal Doctrines, Human Rights, Constitutional Law, History of the
Bulgarian State and Law, History of the State and Law .

The applicant's scientific and teaching career has been developing mainly at
Sofia University since 2004. He has delivered lectures on following scientific
subjects: at Academic specialty Law: General Theory of Law (Seminar
Exercises, Lectures in CorrespondentEducation ),Human Rights (Lectures), History
of the Bulgarian State and Law (Lectures from 1 September 2019), Specialty
International Relations: Political and legal doctrines ( lectures ); at Faculty of
History, Specialty Archivistics: Fundamentals of Law and legislation on
Archives ( lectures); at Faculty of Philosophy: Master Program Social and Legal
Psychology: Fundamentals of Law ( lectures ); Specialty Public Administration:
Fundamentals of State and Law ( lectures); at Faculty of Economics, specialty
Business Management: Fundamentals of Law ( lectures); at Faculty of Geology
and Geography, Specialty Tourism: Fundamentals of Law and Regulation of
Tourism ( Lectures and Seminar Exercises ); at Faculty of Pedagogy, specialty
Social management: Fundamentals of State and Law (lectures). Also the



candidate has taught General Theory of Law (Exercises and Lectures), Theory of
the State, Comparative Constitutional Law and Legal Drafting (Lectures) at New
Bulgarian University and General Theory of Law (Seminar Exercises) at the
Academy of the State Home Office (AMVR).

Chief Assistan Prof. Ivan Kyosev is a member of the Union of Lawyers in
Bulgaria and Secretary of the Bulgarian Association of Philosophy of Law. He has
specializations in Teaching at a university (Andragogics), participates in the
preparation of master's and doctoral programs at the Law faculty and other faculties
at Sofia University. He also was engaged as a Chief Expert Advisor at the National
Assembly of Republic of Bulgaria (2005-2009). The applicant is fluent in written
and spoken English, Russian, German and French. He has participated in numerous
scientific conferences, congresses and scientific and public discussions. He
has many years of experience as a lecturer and is a well-established researcher in
the Theory and history of Law. His extensive experience in the various disciplines
taught for over 15 years and his legal culture enable him to introduce new methods
of students’ education and to enrich the curriculum provided in the respected
academic programs.

1.  Applicant's scientific activity

In order to participate in the competition, the applicant submitted for review
a monograph research paper, related to the History of the Bulgarian state and
Law , and another monograph paper in a second edition, as well as eight studies
and articles published in scientific journals and academic collections from scientific
conferences.

First of all, the monograph academic work “State Power and Political
Regimes in the Operation of the Turnovo Constitution” should be taken into
account(Sofia, Publishing House “St. Kliment Ohridski”, 2018, 312 p.) This
research paper is devoted to the analysis of the process of restoration and
strengthening of the Bulgarian statehood after the Russian-Turkish Liberation War
(1877-1878) and presentation and analysis of the main institutions of public



authority and their activities under different political regimes over a long period of
time during the operation of Turnovo Constitution .

The monograph has the traditional three-chapter structure, conclusion and
annexes (historical sources and bibliography). The legal-historical the legal-
sociological method of research were chosenand thus the candidate has
managed to draw the legal and political picture of the period under study . Chapter
| (p.7-39 )analyzes the process of drafting and adoption of Turnovo Constitution as
the legal and political foundation of the new Bulgarian state. Emphasis is placed on
the structure and basic principles of the Constitution, which allows the logical
transition to the exposition in Chapter 11 (pp. 40-94) , devoted to the constitutional
and legal regulation of the state governance. The status and prerogatives of the
Head of State, the Government, the National Assembly, the Judiciary and the army
were examined in turn. The most voluminous in its content is Chapter 111 (pp. 95-
294), which consistently presents and characterizes the political regimes under the
Turnovo Constitution. The conclusion summarizes the scientific contributions to
the monograph and presents some of the author's original ideas and views on the
issue. His experience in scientific research in the Theory and Philosophy of Law is
also manifested here, as historical processes are represented by the positions of the
constitutional legal framework and the realization of state sovereignty in a single
composition, mainly of a legal nature. The author's abstracts and their supporting
arguments are presented in accessible and comprehensible language without
reducing the scientific content of the scientific analyzes made.

Scientific contributions can be broadly outlined in the unconventional
presentation of the process of preparation and adoption of Turnovo Constitution
and its further existence in the context of the exercise of state governance through
different political formations, under different concepts and real political
practice. The applicant proceeds his already approved scientific approach so as to
present the complex multidirectional impact of the constitution- ideological,
legally-normative and social, situated in a specific historical and political
environment. The monograph lacks some historical details, but a personal research



vision and position are presented concerning the Bulgarian constitutional model, its
principles, the distribution of governmental prerogatives, the interactions between
Law and Politics and the real dimensions of public authority, regulated at the
constitutional level.

In the competition the candidate also presents a second monograph -
"Theory of Rational and Humane Legislation™. Sofia, "*St. Kliment Ohridski”
Publishing House, 2018, 255 p. (Second Edition), which provides a theoretical
analysis and definitions of the rational and humane in the legislation and defines
the criteria for the perfect legal normative act that each legislative product should
meet . A significant scientific contribution to this competition is that the research
paper (and in particular in Chapter I) contains an analysis of the historical process
and of historically significant facts and events that serve as pillars on the path to
Rule of Law and democratic statehood and free civil society. The legal- historical
continuity in the defense of the model of the Rule of Law, democratic and social
state are presented, outlining the main stages of the historical process and their
evaluation from the standpoint of Law.

Also eight articles and studies on higher legal education, on the reform
of the judicial system and on the development of the rule of law and
democracy are presented in the competition:
