The monograph is devoted to the process of forming a culture of inclusion in the education
system. An analysis of data from surveys which are done in the period 2004-2020 is made. In a
chronological plan are sought prerequisites and circumstances that were available in the system
and allow easy transition of educational institutions to the process of integration of children with
special educational needs and next step - inclusive education.

The first chapter looked the processes in the mainstream education system, which outlines
innovative models of personality-oriented learning at the end of the last century. The dichotomy
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educational minimum and personal maximum and the resulting connection between the teaching
activity and the learning activity are discussed in detail. A reference is made to the pedagogical
portfolio. This is one of the observed paradoxes - readiness of the system for the use of quality
assessment of the results of the training process and the delayed normative introduction of this in
2016.

The second chapter deals with the introduction of the system of integration and the creation
of conditions for inclusive education. The analysis of the processes is made on the researched
attitudes of the first year students of pedagogical specialties in 2011 and 2020 for the admission
of different children and students in the system of mainstream education. It is found that
mainstream education is opened for different people. An important point of the research is
measuring the ability of students to describe their idea of future professional realization and the
means by which they would achieve it, as well as to motivate possible civic activities to build a
society without isolation. The data show a system of deficits in this regard and place new emphasis
on their education at university.

The analysis is also related to the emergency situation that occurred in the spring of 2020.
The prerequisites that led to the relatively smooth transition of the entire training through virtual
classrooms and electronic platforms are traced and described. The influences of the generational
differences on the answers of the respondents are observed.
