Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Nikolova Terziyska-Stefanova
received her basic higher education in 1983 in Sofia University ,,St. Kliment
Ohridski ”, branch Blagoevgrad - educational and qualification degree Master in
Primary School Pedagogy. In 2008 she received the educational and scientific
degree of Doctor of History of pedagogy and Bulgarian education.

The professional experience of Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Terziyska-
Stefanova includes the following positions: primary school teacher, tour guide,
methodological expert, senior specialist at the National Institute of Education at
the Ministry of Education and Science, inspector-doctoral students and inspector
for competitions under the Law on the Academic Staff Development in
Republic of Bulgaria to the Faculty of Preschool and Primary School Education,
Sofia University “St. Cl. Ohridski”. Her academic career began in parallel in
1983 as a part-time assistant, assistant and senior assistant at the Higher
Pedagogical Institute (Southwest University “Neofit Rilski”) - Blagoevgrad.
Since 2017 she’s been a Ch. Assistant Professor in the disciplines:
Psychological and pedagogical foundations of information culture, Comparative
preschool education and History of childhood at the Faculty of Educational
Studies and the Arts.

The two candidates participate in the competition with scientific
production, which is in the profile of the announced competition and meets the
minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, paragraph 2 and 3 of the Law on
the Academic Staff Development in Republic of Bulgaria.

Scientific activity

The main publications of Dr. Racheva can be combined in several thematic
areas: prevention of risks and dangers for children in preschool and adolescence,
socially oriented behavior in children's multicultural environment, preparation of
teachers for synchronous virtual teaching, early foreign language learning in
synchronous virtual environment.

The scientific production of the candidate, presented for participation in the
competition includes 1 monograph - habilitation thesis, 1 book based on a
defended dissertation, 3 articles and reports in scientific journals, referenced and
indexed in world-famous databases with scientific information, 2 of which in a
foreign language, 9 articles and reports published in non-refereed journals with
scientific review or published in edited collective volumes, of which - 6
independent - 1 in a foreign language and 3 - in co-authorship.

There are 3 citations in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-



famous databases with scientific information or in monographs and collective
volumes and 3 citations of one publication in non-refereed journals with scientific
review.

Dr. Racheva has 2 specializations - in the USA and Great Britain. She
participates in 9 projects - in 1 as a coordinator, in 4 as a leader, in 2 as a trainer
and in 2 - as a member of the team. She is a guest speaker at 4 international
conferences and also participates in 4 textbooks in co-authorship.

Teaching activity

She is a guest lecturer with a 4-hour lecture course “Didactics of
Information Technology in Primary School” in the specialty Preschool and
Primary School Pedagogy, Bachelor's Degree at the Faculty of Preschool and
Primary School Education, Sofia University “St. Cl. Ohridski”.

Assistant in Preschool Pedagogy - leads seminars 2 semesters of students
majoring in PNUP, Bachelor's degree at the Faculty of Preschool and Primary
School Education, Sofia University ,,St. Cl. Ohridski”.

Since 2015 until now, Dr. Racheva has been a part-time assistant at the
Faculty of Pedagogy at Sofia University ,,St. Cl. Ohridski”, where she leads the
elective discipline “Teaching and learning in a Virtual Classroom” and is a lecturer
at Department of Information and Teacher Training at Sofia University “St. Cl.
Ohridski”, leading an interactive seminar “Synchronous distance teaching in high
school - tools, methodology, practice ”.

The reference for fulfillment of the minimum national requirements shows
that the scientific production of the candidate for the academic position of associate
professor by groups of criteria A, V, G and D has been fulfilled.

Scientific activity

The scientific interests and main publications of Ch. Assistant Professor
Terziyska - Stefanova stand out in the following thematic areas: Psychological
and pedagogical foundations of information culture, Comparative preschool
education and History of childhood, History of Bulgarian education (educational
activity of the Rila Monastery and the Bulgarian writers until the Liberation),
Theory and history of childhood (childhood in the modern information society),
Emergence and development of pedagogical disciplines in Western Europe and
Bulgaria (the end of the X1X - XX century and etc.).

The scientific production of the candidate presented for participation in the
competition includes 5 monographs, including habilitation thesis and 1 book
based on a defended dissertation, 3 articles and reports in scientific journals,
referenced and indexed in world-famous databases with scientific information, 2
of which in a foreign language, 12 articles and reports published in non-refereed
journals with scientific review or published in edited collective volumes, of which
- 7 independent, 5 - co-authored - 1 in a foreign language and 10 studies - 1
published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous
databases with scientific information, 9 published in unreferenced journals with



scientific review or published in edited collective volumes - 8 independent, 1 - co-
authored. Two of the studios are in a foreign language.

A total of 21 citations were noted - 6 citations or reviews in scientific
journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases with scientific
information or in monographs and collective volumes - 5 abroad and 15 in
monographs and collective volumes with scientific review. She is a co-author of 1
university textbook and 2 textbooks.

There are 3 specializations, 2 of which abroad and 2 Erasmus mobility - in
France and Italy. She is a member of 2 editorial boards and a contributor to
scientific journals abroad. She also participates in 15 national and international
scientific forums.

Teaching activity

Part-time assistant, assistant and senior assistant in History of Pedagogy and
Bulgarian Education at the Higher Pedagogical Institute (SWU “Neofit Rilski”) -
Blagoevgrad.

Part-time assistant in History of pedagogy and Bulgarian education,
Comparative education, compulsory elective discipline History of childhood at the
Faculty of Preschool and Primary School Education, Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski” from 2000 to 2017.

Since 2017 she has been Ch. Assistant Professor in the disciplines:
Psychological and pedagogical foundations of information culture, Comparative
preschool education and History of childhood at the Faculty of Educational
Studies and the Arts.

Lecture courses at the Bachelor's degree at the Faculty of Educational Studies
and the Arts in the disciplines Psychological and pedagogical foundations of
information culture, Comparative preschool education and History of childhood,
Socialization of the personality in the information society.

She was a guest lecturer at 3 foreign universities - University of Paris 8
(France), University of Bergamo and University of Padua (Italy). She was also a
visiting researcher at the University of Macerata (Italy).

The reference for fulfillment of the minimum national requirements shows
that the scientific production of the candidate by groups of criteria A and V has
been fulfilled, and by criteria G and D - significantly exceeds than the ones
required for the academic position of associate professor.

The most important research contributions of the candidates in the
competition can be summarized as follows:

Dr. Veronika Racheva

- Methodological guidelines for early foreign language learning in a
synchronous virtual learning environment have been developed.

- Structured, tested and applicable as a good practice is a model for educating
socially oriented behavior in a preparatory group / class.

- Problems of e-learning content accessibility and aspects of synchronous virtual
learning environments are studied.

Ch. Assistant Professor Dr. Milka Terziyska — Stefanova

- The role of the information factor in clarifying the nature and development of
culture and in particular of education has been researched and proven.

- The place of information and information culture in a historical context is
traced through an analysis of information revolutions and the means for
receiving, processing and transmitting of the information.

- The main characteristics of the children in the information society are
presented and on this basis the general theoretical bases for the formation of
information culture in the preschool children are presented.
