Of the documentation and scientific output presented by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Neda
Zlatinova Balkanska, PhD for participation in the competition procedure for the
academic position of Professor, announced by Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski” in field of higher education 1.Pedagogical sciences, 1.2 Pedagogy
(Special Needs Pedagogy)

The competition for the academic position of Professor in scientific field
Pedagogy (Special Needs Pedagogy) was announced in the State Gazette, issue
74 dated 21.08.2020. It is being held in full compliance with the clauses of the
Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and
the Regulations for its application. Assoc. Prof. Dr. Neda Zlatinova Balkanska is
the sole candidate participating in the competition. The full package of
documents and academic works required for participation in the competition has

been provided in an orderly, well-organized and timely fashion.

Brief candidate biography

In 1994 Assoc. Prof. Dr. Neda Zlatinova Balkanska was granted her
diploma of higher education — a degree in Defectology specializing in Hearing
and Speech Rehabilitation and Speech and Language Therapy. Following her
graduation, she embarked on a successful career as a hearing and speech
rehabilitation specialist at Secondary Specialized School and Kindergarten for
Children with Impaired Hearing “Prof. Decho Denev” in the city of Sofia, where
she acquired a wealth of practical experience, which she later incorporated into
her teaching and research activity at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski”. In
1995, she became Assistant Professor at Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski”. In 2002, she brilliantly defended her doctoral dissertation prepared

under the academic supervision of the great Bulgarian scientist Prof. Dr. Encho



Gerganov. It covered an exceedingly relevant and socially significant topic:
“Grammatical competence in deaf early school-age children”. Since then, she
has held the position of Chief Assistant at Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski”. Several years after that (2010), she obtained her habilitation thanks
to her significant scientific body of work, which is held in high regard by
renowned Bulgarian scholars in her field.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. N. ZI. Balkanska’s high-level education, her practical
experience and constant striving for self-education and development have
allowed her to perform consistently and successfully a number of relevant and

important research tasks, both prior to and following her first habilitation.

Analysis of publications

The full list of scholarly works written by Assoc. Prof. Dr. N. Balkanska
consists of 3 monographs, two of which she wrote as a single author, 1 major
study in a scientific journal, 31 articles in scientific journals, 18 articles included
in conference proceedings, 13 textbooks, methodological manuals and teaching
aids.

For the purposes of the present competition procedure, the candidate has
presented 2 monographs, one of which she wrote as a single author and one
written in collaboration with Assoc. Prof. Dr. Anna Trosheva, 12 articles in
scientific journals, 11 textbooks, methodological manuals and teaching aids.

As evidenced by the above, in terms of quantity, Assoc. Prof. Dr. N.
Balkanska’s total scientific output, as well as the scholarly works presented
specifically for this competition, are impressive. The same applies to their
quality, which is equally impressive.

I will focus my evaluation particularly on the scholarly works presented

for the competition for the academic position of Professor.

Monographs



Habilitation thesis

The topic and contents of the habilitation thesis “The Montessori Method
and the inclusive learning environment — scientific statements, therapeutic
techniques and modern perspectives” (2020, 233 pages) are exceedingly relevant
and useful. This work describes with competence and with the required
precision, but also in a vary engaging manner, the Montessori Method
(essentially an approach), its fundaments, its significance for early childhood
and the preschool age, its principles, the role of the environment and the teacher,
directions and means of organizing the main areas — for sensory development,
speech and language development, formation of mathematical concepts,
numeracy and literacy. Another valuable aspect of this work can be found in the
case studies shared by the author based on her practice. Assoc. Prof. N. ZI.
Balkanska’s major contribution consists not only in presenting the fundamental
core of this alternative method in an inimitable fashion, but also in sharing the
idea that “our time is one of alternatives and rejection of unequivocal and
canonic solutions”. The author explores the alternative Montessori Method
within the context of modern inclusive education. She demonstrates competently
the philosophical foundation this unique Method is based upon and provides a
science-based answers to the question why it can be incorporated into our
modern life despite being created over a century ago. Part of the answer to this
question can be found in the experience Assoc. Prof. Dr. N. ZI. Balkanska shares
with the readers. This scholarly work contains numerous original scientific-
theoretical and practical application contributions.

The co-authored monograph

The second monograph is also an important work. It was presented
specifically for this competition and was written in collaboration with Assoc.
Prof. Anna Trosheva-Asenova — “Inclusion of the hearing-impaired child in the

educational environment — from scientific evidence to practical solutions”



(2014, 312 pages). The candidate’s authorship contribution to this monograph is
substantial. Out of the 12 chapters in the monograph, 7 were written by Assoc.
Prof. N. ZI. Balkanska, namely chapters 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8 and 12. The theoretical
knowledge shared by the author in her first few chapters logically lead to a
discussion of practical issues like: The hearing-impaired child in the mainstream
educational environment (Chapter 6), Strategies and approaches for increasing
the level of activity of the hearing-impaired school student in group learning
(Chapter 7), The hearing-impaired child in the family environment (Chapter 12).
I would like to emphasize that the share of the monograph authored by Assoc.
Prof. Dr. N. Balkanska contains numerous indications of the author’s efforts to
explore the positioning and functioning of hearing-impaired children, as well as
the need for utilization of flexible strategies of communication, learning and
inclusion not only in the educational environment, but also in other
microenvironments, and particularly in the family. The clearest evidence of this
can be found in Chapter 12 of this work. This monograph, as well as the single-
authored one presented as a habilitation thesis, contain numerous significant
contributions.

The same observation can be made with regard to the major study
published by the candidate (titled “Methodology for assessment of the reading
comprehension ability of schools students with hearing impairment”), as well as
her articles, textbooks, methodological manuals and teaching aids. The
candidate’s publications are competent, ethical and based on practical
experience in their discussion of issues related to the evaluation of linguistic
abilities, language development (diagnostics, training, rehabilitation), methods
allowing hearing-impaired children to understand and master different
grammatical categories, improvement of the child’s grammatical competence,
literacy and reading competency, inclusive education (social and physical
environment, support, models, methods, alternatives), sign language, parental

attitudes and many others.



I would like to emphasize the fact that Assoc. Prof. Dr. N. ZI. Balkanska
is interested in exploring a wide array of questions related to the development
and functioning of the hearing-impaired child. Bearing in mind the limited scope
of this review, I will only illustrate this point by drawing attention to her strong
and equal commitment to children, specialists, mainstream schoolteachers and
parents. The high-quality textbooks and workbooks the candidate has co-
authored for children with impaired hearing on the topics of Pronunciation and
Speech Development are accompanied by the corresponding Teacher’s Book
and the publications (one of which is single-authored) designed for use by the
parents. The candidate is justified in her belief in the necessity of a
comprehensive toolkit to support the educational process and speech and
language rehabilitation, and she is an example of a person committed to
fulfilling that need.

I hold in high regard the candidate’s excellent knowledge in her field of
expertise manifested in all her publications, the choice of current and relevant
topics of research as well as the personal experience integrated into this pursuit.
I would also like to draw attention to the publications in Bulgarian and English
for renowned scientific journals (Pedagogy Journal, Special Pedagogy Journal,
Professional Education Journal, Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” Journal
of Scientific Research (online), university yearbooks) and other prestigious
journals and publishers.  The publications span a significant period of time
(from 2010 to 2020), which I view as evidence of Assoc. Prof. Dr. N. ZI.
Balkanska’s gradual growth and development as a scholar.

Contributions

I can confidently state that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Neda ZI. Balkanska has made
significant contributions in the field of Special Needs Pedagogy and especially
in Hearing and Speech Rehabilitation. Some of the most valuable contributions

are methodological in nature. Significant contributions can also be found in



three other aspects — theory, practice and scientific research. I regard these
contributions as valuable to science both for the present day and for the future.

Other scientific activity:
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Neda ZI. Balkanska also boasts impressive additional scientific
activity — participation in 8 research projects, work as compiler and editor,
membership in 4 editorial boards such as the ones for the Yearbook of the
Faculty of Educational Studies and the Arts and for the Journal of Special Needs
Pedagogy and Speech and Language Therapy, which recently resumed
publication after a six-year pause,. She has also edited 4 books and has taken
part in many other activities. The candidate was the supervisor for three
colleagues who successfully defended their doctoral dissertations and has been
the academic advisor for dozens of graduate students. She has presented 20
reports at different forums, one of which was a plenary report. These reports
mostly cover extremely important topics in the field of Hearing and Speech
Rehabilitation.

Professional activity

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Neda ZI. Balkanska teaches core curriculum courses in
Hearing and Speech Rehabilitation at the Faculty of Educational Studies and the
Arts for the degree program in Special Needs Pedagogy. These include both
Bachelor’s and Master’s degree programs. She also developed the curriculum
for the respective programs.

Citations

The documents provide evidence of 64 citations but I can confidently
state that the real number is much higher. However, even the number given in
the documents suffices to prove that Assoc. Prof. Dr. N. ZI. Balkanska is a
popular, recognizable, valued and respected author. Solely based on the citations
of her work in monographs and peer-reviewed scientific literature (criterion D,
item 9), Assoc. Prof. Dr. N. ZI1. Balkanska is awarded 510 points for the

competition.



Fulfillment of the minimal requirements

All requirements have not not merely fulfilled, but exceeded. The
candidate has earned an impressive total number of 1445,5 points for all
competition criteria and indicators.

Critical remarks and recommendations

I have no reasons for giving any critical remarks.

I would recommend that Assoc. Prof. Dr. Balkanska use her immense
potential to enhance even further the close collaboration among the specialists in
various organizations applying the Montessori Method, which will lead in turn

to broader popularization of the good practices this approach offers.

CONCLUSION:

On the basis of the scientific value of the candidate’s habilitation thesis,
the quality of the research and academic output that has come after her first
habilitation, her significant scientific contributions to the theory, practice and
further research in the field of special needs pedagogy, her participation in a
number of forums and projects, her supervision of three PhD students who
successfully defended their dissertations and the rest of her scientific
contributions, as well as her overall professional activity, impressive erudition
and ethics, I give my vote with full confidence in favor of granting Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Neda Zlatinova Balkanska, PhD the academic position of Professor in field
of higher education 1.Pedagogical sciences, 1.2 Pedagogy (Special Needs
Pedagogy).
