The current situation sets an exceedingly complex and responsible task to pedagogues — to
organize the educational environment so that each child may feel comfortable, socialized and
receive adequate stimuli to develop and learn. This task is undoubtedly very humane, yet hard to
realize due to the diverse composition of pre-school and school groups and classes. The specifics
of each child may be related to various disorders (children with special educational needs — SEN),
communication specifics, family environment, behavior, individual processing of input
information. Other children are gifted and require special attention and conditions to receive the
necessary encouragement for growth.

It is a wide-spread belief that the Montessori method is an alternative form of education. I decided
to prove that it may successfully be incorporated in the current educational environment. Present

times are times of alternatives, not of unequivocal or canonized solutions.



It is of primary importance to provide a holistic development of children according to their age.
The Montessori system is not a panacea, yet borrowing basic tenets, ideas and activities, and
combining them with others related to them may lead to increasing the quality of the educational
and learning process, and stimulate the development of children in the first years of their lives.
Furthermore, it will form independent, free-spirited, empathetic personalities who shall become
mature and balanced adults capable of taking responsibility for their behavior and life, as well as
for the lives of their children. Montessori education aims to achieve a harmonious growth in all
spheres — kinesthetic, mental, language, practical life skills, mathematics, personality
development, etc.

The book is structured into five chapters.

The first chapter analyzes the formula for inclusive education — the extent to which the idea of
creating inclusive educational environment corresponds to the real conditions created in practice.
Different approaches which break the model of conservative educational system have been
presented to suggest access to educational activities for every child. In this sense, the Montessori
method has been offered as an alternative which could be applied under current conditions.

At this background the milestones of Maria Montessori’s life and the philosophy of her method
have been revealed.

The object of the second chapter is to characterize the method with respect to its principles,
educational organization and the role of the Montessori teacher.

The third chapter presents the ideas of Maria Montessori on the organization of the environment
and the regime of the child in their early childhood and pre-school years. The Montessori
classroom and the activities in it have been described in detail.
