in Speech-Language Therapy and in Education of Visual Impaired children. In 2014 she
defended a dissertation in the field of Speech-Language Therapy and received the educational
and scientific degree "Doctor™ in the same field. From graduating until 2002 she has worked as a
speech-language therapist in kindergartens and at the Hippocrates Medical Center in Sofia. She
has started working as an assistant in the Department of Special Education in 2002 (since 2013
Department in Special Education and Logopedics), and since 2010 she has been promoted to the
academic position of Chief Assistant, where she teaches disciplines mainly in speech-language
therapy.

The examination of the documentation submitted for the competition leads to the
conclusion that Ch. Assistant Professor D. Ignatova has carried out an active scientific researches
in the process of her academic development. This is proved not only by the quantity but also by
the quality of her scientific production. In general, this process is dominated by the tendency to
study and analyze innovative for speech-language therapy and special pedagogy problems. The
main of these issues are with regard to learning disabilities, the methodology of diagnostic
assessment, various aspects of voice pathology, the development of phonological ability in
children, etc. The activity of the applicant in the approbation and standardization of tests and
questionnaires, useful for the diagnostic practice in speech-language therapy and related
sciences, deserves attention. In connection with this it can be noted that the theoretical and
applies contributions of the candidate are in the mentioned areas.

The habilitation monograph "Working in a diagnostic team in an inclusive educational
environment”, published in 2020, deserves a special attention. The author presents a
comprehensive model for realizing of a diagnostic assessment - formal and informal assessment
of children and students who are cared for by the modern inclusive education. The emphasis is
not on the procedural aspect of diagnosis, but on its general framework and the tools it uses. A
series of methods are presented, suitable for application in the educational environment both in
the identification of problems in the child's development and in the interpretation of the data



about his/her condition. A number of characteristics of the consulting practice and ways of
assessing the specialized interventions, by the interdisciplinary teams are revealed. The book is a
valuable work with scientific and applicable to the real practice contributions. It is useful for all
professionals working in the field of inclusive education.

4. Teaching activity

The teaching commitments of the candidate in the competition for the academic position
of "Associate Professor"” extend in two directions.

The applicant is a lecturer and assistant professor in the following academic
disciplines:

Predominantly, the applicant has led exercises, but in recent years she is a titular of
lecture courses in a number of academic disciplines: in bachelor's degree - "Introduction to
clinical linguistics”, "Specific learning disabilities”, "Speech-language therapy diagnostics and
work in a diagnostic team “; in master's degree - "Deficits of nonverbal communication in
children with language disorders” (in English), etc. Some of her lecture courses are provided
with her own publications on the relevant topics: through monographs, studies, articles and
reports that students can use as textbooks. For example, the first two of the above-mentioned
academic disciplines are in a direct correlation with the two author's monographs: “Reading and
its specific disabilities. Theoretical Aspects and Social Perspectives” and “Specific Reading
Disabilities. Diagnostic assessment”.

Based on the above data, it can be concluded that Ch. Assistant Professor Diana Ignatova
has worked actively in all areas of the academic practice and has gained a very good teaching
experience in all the years she held the positions of assistant and chief assistant.

Ch. Assistant Professor D. Ignatova is known in the academic environment as a tolerant
and ethical colleague who knows how to work in a team and to perform her duties accurately.
She is popular among students with its attentive attitude to them and its desire to teach with a
variety of as standard and innovative methods. Her qualities are appreciated by the academic
community through her election as a member of the General Assembly of the University (2015-
2019), a member of the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Educational sciences and the Arts
(since 2019 until now), Scientific Secretary of the Department of Special Education and Speech-
Language Therapy (2015 -2020).

Conclusion

Ch. Assistant Professor Diana Milcheva Ignatova has come a long way in her academic
growth and currently there are all the grounds for her habilitation. She has worked systematically
for her scientific, practical and academic development and has reached a stage of creative and
teaching maturity. Today she is a recognizable specialist with her teaching experience as well as
with her publishing and research activity.
