I. Candidate overview

Chief Assistant Dr. Diana Milcheva Ignatova, PhD is the sole candidate

participating in the competition announced in the State Gazette, issue 74 dated

21.08.2020.

The higher education acquired by Chief Assistant Dr. Diana M. Ignatova
fully corresponds with the requirements of the competition procedure. The
successful completion of her studies at an English language high school, her
university degree in Defectology with two areas of specialization, namely
Speech and Language Therapy and Pedagogy for Children with Visual
Impairment, the acquisition of the education and scientific degree Doctor and
the subsequent career development are sufficient evidence for me to conclude
the Chief Assist. Dr. D. Ignatova’s interest in Speech and Language Therapy is

consistent and continuous.

I1. Overview of the candidate’s research output and activity

The scientific research activity of Chief Assist. Dr. Diana M. Iganotva is
impressive. The full list of works Dr. Ignatova has published since she acquired
her PhD contains a total of 39 titles. Those include: 1 monograph of which she
was the sole author and 2 books published on the basis of her successfully

defended doctoral thesis, 3 studies (2 of them co-authored and 1 single-



authored) published in scientific journals that are refereed and indexed in world-
renowned scientific databases, 2 articles published in scientific journals that are
refereed and indexed in world-renowned scientific databases (these include the
article listed by Dr. D. Ignatova herself and the one that appears under No.27 in
the List of Publications, which she co-authored with V. Radeva and published in
2006), 25 articles and reports (19 of them single-authored and 6 co-authored)
published in non-refereed journals with scientific review or in peer-reviewed
collections of articles, 5 abstracts published as part of the proceedings of

scientific forums, as well as two other publications.

All the listed publications are undoubtedly valuable but I would like to
draw special attention to the monographs and the two books. The former, which
was presented as a habilitation thesis, includes exceedingly valuable ideas
regarding the diagnostic activity in an inclusive environment. The other two,
which were published on the basis of the successfully defended dissertation,
discuss in theoretical terms (in the first book) and in diagnostic and practical
terms (in the second one) significant issues related to the process of reading and

the specific disorders that can affect it.

I would like to note that the aforementioned monograph and two books,
as well as all the other publications listed above, correspond to the requirements
of the competition procedure. They serve as important evidence showing that
Chief Assist. Dr. Diana M. Ignatova, PhD has been successful both as an
independent researcher and author and as a collaborator with other well-known

authors, which I consider a plus.

The publications also show that the candidate has been researching
important current issues (diagnostic evaluation in an inclusive learning
environment, problems related to specific reading disorders and their
identification, therapeutic approaches and techniques designed to overcome

these problems, the new functions of schoolc, etc.) .



I1. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions
of the body of research presented for participation in the

competition procedure

The contributions made by Chief Assist. Dr. Diana Ignatova through her
research activity are numerous. They are important in theoretical, practical and
research terms. I would like to emphasize specifically the significance of the
contributions made in the monograph titled “Working in a diagnostic team in an
inclusive learning environment. Informal diagnostic behavioral assessment”
linked to the elucidation of the complex diagnostic assessment under the
conditions of an inclusive learning environment, substantiation of the necessity
for teamwork in a modern setting, clarification of important issues concerning
consultation practice, etc. Significant contributions can also be found in the rest

of her publications.

Chief Assist. Diana Milcheva Ignatova’s overall body of research, her
participation in meaningful projects and the number of citations in publications
(14) all demonstrate that she is a well-known and popular author, whose ideas
are widely shared and highly appreciated. This has also made a positive impact

on her teaching practice in areas related to speech and language therapy.

Conclusion

Based on the aforementioned summary and in compliance with the Higher
Education Act, the Act for the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its application, bearing in mind the
