Dynamics in the development of the imaging abilities of children in pre-school
and primary school age

LUCIA MALINOVA ANGELOVA

Lucia Angelova has been working for many years in the field of pre-school
and primary school education (the teaching of fine arts).

She has a steady theoretical and practical experience, as well as proven
competence in the field of children’s artistic activities.

She is author /in partnership/ of numerous theoretical studies, textbooks and
teaching aids, which are approved by the Ministry of Education and Science and
are implemented in the educational system.

Her lasting interests and profound knowledge in this field find a natural
expression in the writing of this dissertation, which explores the development of
the abilities of imagination of pre-school and elementary school children.

The dissertation work consists of 238 pages and a list of the literature used
in Bulgarian and English, as well as textbooks in the field of fine art for children
(in co-authorship). The dissertation work is structured in introduction, two

chapters, inferences and conclusions, contributions.



The resume of the dissertation work is done according to the rules and
correctly reflects its content.

The introduction reveals the pedagogical, aesthetic and psychological
aspects of the study.

The dissertation puts a stress on role of art in the process of education of
children, as well as on its role in the process of their socialization.

The role of the teacher is also emphasized as a key factor in the learning
process — on basis of learning content teacher should be able to “plan, implement
and diagnose” children’s creative work.

The object of the research is “innovation activity at personal, group and
institutional level”.

The subject of the study is “the character of artistic creativity of preschool
children and primary school pupils”.

The objectives of the study and the consequent tasks have been defined, the
main objective concerns the role of fine arts in the development of primary and
pre-school children.

The following hypothesis has been formulated: ... the inclusion of
diagnostics and diagnostic procedures in the discovery of the key laws of pictorial
activity of children and students as a development of their imaging abilities will
contribute to building a system of knowledge, skills and attitudes in acquainting
and developing the foundations of fine art in kindergarten and elementary school,
as well as their therapeutic capabilities. “

In the first chapter “Theory of the pictorial activity” in five specific parts
are presented consecutively: the concepts of children's art activities; the
peculiarities of children's creative activities; the stages in the development of
1maging abilities; the development of imaging abilities and creativity; the types

of pictorial activity.



As can be seen from the titles of these parts, the specific features of the
children's pictorial activity are analyzed in detail and the analytical and the
theoretical basis of the study have been created.

In the second chapter, “Fine Art and Fine Arts in the Kindergarten and
Elementary School System” are discussed the main views related to functional
dimensions in pre-school and primary school age as: diagnostics — methodology
and approaches to fine arts and pictorial creativity; analysis of the content of the
art as a system for building up knowledge, skills and relationships; the principles
of the system for upgrading the art education; the corrective and therapeutic
capabilities of pictorial art and pictorial creativity; art in the context of aesthetic
and artistic development — assessment, readiness for school, diagnostics.

In this extremely large second part of the dissertation thesis are examined,
analyzed and tested concrete approaches and methods in the art education
concerning the corresponding age group.

Here, on basis of serious pedagogical experience, theoretical knowledge
and practical skills, the author's vision for the development of children's artistic
activities has been developed and proved. I will use the following quote to
illustrate what I have already said: “The main goal of the fine arts in education is
the creation of an adequate pedagogical interaction between the artistic
perception, the artistic creation, and the artistic activities of the child as means of
enabling the acquisition of elementary and initial knowledge, skills and
relationships for pictorial literacy and culture”.

One of the important issues examined in the study is the diagnosis of
children's pictorial activity and its role and importance in the art education.

The main inferences could be summarized as follows:

* In terms of training and education, the diagnosis of pictorial work
and fine art presupposes motivated attitude towards aesthetic objects

and artistic activities by children;



The diagnosis of pictorial work and art as an art recreation, which
develops skills for purposeful implementation of aesthetically-
artistic tasks by children;

The diagnosis of creativity in the fields of fine art contributes to the
development of a skill of self-awareness in the process of artistic
work and the development of children's artistic and creative

activities.

I agree with the contributions of the work, which the author states as

follows:

Differentiating these basic parameters in visual art as results of the
dissertation work helps the determination of the prospective lines of
children’s artistic activity and skills development;

The dissertation thesis reveals the age characteristics, the educational
content of art education, the creation of a complex of stages, forms,
methods of interaction between the children and the teacher, and
what is especially important in this study — the education and its
content. Thus, the education in fine arts and artistic activities at these
early age is a prerequisite for a successful transition between the

subsequent levels of education.

In conclusion, I would like to note that the “Dynamics in the development

of the imaging abilities of children in pre-school and primary school age” is a

unique theoretical pedagogical study in an interdisciplinary field, such as is the

field of art of primary and pre-school education.

And I am convinced that Lucia Angelova should be awarded the Doctor of

Science degree in the Professional Field 1.3. Pedagogy.
