OPINION

By Prof. Dr. Plamen Alexandrov Panayotov, member of the Scientific Jury in
the competition for the occupation of the academic post "Associate Professor" in
the field 3.6. Law (Criminalistics) at the Department of Criminal Law, Faculty
of Law of Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski", announced in the State
Gazette, 1ssue. 31/12.04.2019, with the candidate Assistant Professor Zdravka
Vladimirova Krasteva, PhD

1. In the competition for Associate Professor in Criminalistics at the Law
Faculty of Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski" Asst. Prof. Zdravka
Vladimirova Krasteva is the only candidate. For her participation in it, she
presents scientific papers that have been published after defending her
dissertation. One of them is a habilitation work - the monograph "Eyewitnesses
in Criminal Proceedings in the Light of the Contemporary Achievements of
Psychology and Forensic Science"/ S.: Artipo, 2019, 299 pp. Besides, the
candidate submits for review six articles and a chapter of a book.

At its first meeting, held on 21.06.2019, the scientific jury allowed
Asst.Prof. Zdravka Krasteva, Ph.D., to participate in the competition, as she
meats the national minimum requirements for the academic post "Associate

Professor."

2. Zdravka Krasteva has a Master of Law degree from Burgas Free
University. Since 2002 she is an Assistant Professor in Criminalistics at the Law
Faculty of Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski". In 2015 she received a
doctorate degree in Law from Sofia University after successfully defending her
thesis on the topic "Investigation of Crimes under the European Convention on
Human Rights." She successfully teaches at Sofia University "St. Kliment
Ohridski" not only seminars for full-time students, but also a course of lectures

for part-time students. She is also a part-time lecturer in criminalistics and



forensics at the University of National and World Economy and New Bulgarian
University.

It should be emphasized that Asst. Prof. Zdravka Krasteva successfully
combines teaching and research with leadership positions in both the
Ombudsman's team of the Republic of Bulgaria (2005-2010) and in the non-
governmental sector (since 2009). At the same time, she has accomplished
several specializations in Bulgaria and abroad. She has extensive experience as a

researcher and leader in national and international scientific projects.

3. The monograph "Eyewitnesses in the Criminal Proceedings in the Light
of the Contemporary Achievements of Psychology and Forensic Science" is a
conscientious, thorough and systematic study. This topic represents a significant
scientific challenge. It presupposes that, in support of her views, the author
should base herself on the contemporary achievements of both forensic science,
substantive and procedural criminal law, as well as psychology. Zdravka
Krasteva has taken on this challenge convincingly.

The focus of the study is set not so much on the discussion of factors that
could adversely affect the reliability of eyewitness testimony and the
identifications they have made, but instead on the solutions that minimize these
adverse factors. In pursuit of this goal, the author makes numerous
recommendations in the course of the study to refine the tactics of identification
parade and eyewitness interview. This makes the work extremely relevant and
practical. It is of interest at the same time to the pre-trial authorities, the court,
the legislature due to the de lege ferenda proposals, the scientific community in
the field of law and psychology, as well as to a much broader range of readers -
all who seek ways to improve the quality of criminal enforcement.

The monograph also stands out by its many specific contributions, some

of which are as follows:



- The key to the study is the concept of the eyewitness. It is a witness who
has fully or partially perceived the criminal event, not just the act in which it
consists. The criminal event is a broader forensic concept that includes, in
addition to the act and its immediate actions, statements, phenomena, and
objects (p. 15);

- Justified recommendations regarding the tactics of interviewing the
witness before conducting the lineup (pp. 33-37);

- The author advocates the understanding hat non-substantiated selection
of the object of lineup increases the risk of misidentification / ( p. 40 et seq.);

- Ways to improve composites are outlined as forensic means for
searching for persons (pp. 46-61);

- In the light of the conflicting case-law on the procedural implications of
mugshot searches, recommendations have been made which could prevent the
shortcomings of the evidence collected during subsequent lineup / s. 65-71 /;

- Given the risk of unacceptable influence on the identification by the
lineup administrator, the introduction of the so-called "double anonymous
procedure" is proposed. In it, not only the eyewitness but also the administrator,
do not know which person or object is identifiable and respectively which
persons or objects are fillers (pp. 87-93);

- Clarification of the cases in which the repeated lineup would be
contrary to Art. 171, para. 2 CPC (p. 100, 117, pp. 121-123); - Systematization
of the essential points, which should be covered by the instruction to the
identifying witness (pp. 103-108);

- A distinction is made between establishing the identity of a person and
confirming the identity of a person by identification parade (p. 137); - The
tactics of interviewing eyewitnesses using the advances of cognitive psychology
have been clarified (pp. 141-175);

- The author explains in which cases the self-interview could be used

effectively as a forensic tool (pp. 200-208 ); - The criteria for assessing the



results of the identification parade and eyewitnesses interviews has been
systematized and explained (pp. 209-229, 250-255); - Substantiated criticism of
some court decisions has taken place (p. 79, pp. 93-95, pp. 135-136);

- A number of well-justified de lege ferenda proposals have been made.
(p. 75, p. 80, p. 81, p. 86, p. 93, p. 113, p. 136).

Considering the outlined contributions of the habilitation work, it is
undoubtedly necessary to conclude its high scholarly and applied value. The
detailed knowledge of Zdravka Krasteva of the relevant case law and literary
sources in the field of psychology is essential for the results of the study. It is
also important to emphasize that the understanding of the author's theses is also
facilitated by a clear and accessible manner in which they are formulated and

reasoned.

4. Assistant Professor Zdravka Krasteva submits for review seven other
scholarly publications - "Recent human right issues in bulk interception of
electronic communications."

These publications highlight the author's desire to explore various aspects
of the global problem of the protection of fundamental human rights in different
historical periods, including in our times. Particular emphasis is placed on the
analysis of the case-law of the European Court of Human Rights, the Court of

Justice of the European Union, and the Bulgarian Constitutional Court.

5. In general, the scholarly work of Asst. Prof. Zdravka Krasteva should
receive a positive assessment due to the theoretical and practical importance of
her works. They present novelty in legal science and are the result of her
research work. At the same time, through her work, she demonstrates her ability,
following the good traditions in criminalistics, to further develop the field

following the new tendencies of social development.

In conclusion, given the above considerations about the teaching, practice,
and research activities of Asst. Prof. Zdravka Vladimirova Krasteva, Ph.D. I
believe that she meats all the conditions for occupying the academic position of
"Associate Professor" according to the Law on the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria. Therefore, I recommend that the Scientific
Jury propose to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Law at Sofia University
"St. Kliment Ohridski" to appoint Zdravka Vladimirova Krasteva, Ph.D. as an

Associate Professor in Criminalistics.
