Content of the dissertation

Structurally, the dissertation comprises 305 standard pages, and consists of an
introduction, two main chapters, corresponding to the theoretical and practical framework of
the research, conclusion, applications and bibliography. It includes 20 figures and 3 tables, and
the number of sources cited is 109, forty of which are in Cyrillic, and sixty-nine, in Latin. In
the literature used, Assoc. Prof. Danov has offered four of his own publications, and has
presented in the dissertation summary more than 20 of his articles, studies and monographs,
published in regard to the topic.

The introduction reveals the motivation of Assoc. Prof. Danov to choose the topic of
the dissertation and provides appropriate evidence to support its relevance.
The introduction also shows his participation in various initiatives and projects aimed at media
literacy development in Bulgaria, as well as his stresses on his attempt to systematize the
concept of contemporary media literacy. The dissertation represents a close interdisciplinary
collaboration and partnership between specialists in fields such as media science, sociology of

communication, pedagogy, psychology, high technology and more.



The introduction points out correctly the object, the subject, the hypothesis, the goals, the tasks
and the methods of the dissertation research, all of which in are given in a logical way. The
purpose of the dissertation is clearly emphasized - to offer a working model for sustainable
development of media literacy in Bulgaria.

The first chapter of the paper traces in details the chronology and the trends in the
development of media literacy as a concept, presenting good examples and good practices of
the leading EU countries in this field. Along with it, the author draws conclusions and makes
recommendations related to their possible applicability in Bulgaria.

Chapter Two analyzes a number of key factors that underpin the success of the
dissertation goal, such as media market status, freedom of expression, social, demographic,
economic and political characteristics, suggesting a variety of activities suitable to develop the
training model in media literacy. The chapter gives a thorough critical analysis of media literacy
education in Bulgaria, discussing the ways it is handled at all educational levels. The choice of
the main target groups to implement the training program is correctly justified. The model itself
is a combination of different pedagogical and media disciplines offered at bachelor's, master's
and doctoral levels, as well as in the form of a postgraduate qualification aimed at already
practicing teachers and / or professionals working in the production and distribution of
educational media programs. The media literacy program offered in the work, provides a good
balance between theory and practice, and combines forms of online and face-to-face training.

The conclusion of the dissertation research formulates specific recommendations both
regarding the implementation of the program and the development of media literacy in Bulgaria.

Contributions

The thesis defines the basic concepts that build the essence of (digital) media literacy,
traced along the path of their natural evolution. Numerous good practices from different

countries are presented.



A model is proposed to move beyond traditional learning by combining the use of
modern digital media and developing critical thinking.

A training program has been developed that provides new and real prospects for the
overall improvement of media literacy in Bulgaria, ensuring opportunities for developing skills,
knowledge and positive attitudes in the field of media literacy among future pedagogical
professionals and teachers. It also allows opportunities for new career development of
representatives of other fields of humanities, social and natural sciences - journalists,
philologists, historians, geographers, psychologists, biologists, mathematicians, chemists,
physicists, etc.

A detailed analysis of leading international experience and practices that have proven

effective in developing media literacy have been elaborated on.

I know Associate Professor Danov as a person with an extremely rich professional biography.
He is a long-time researcher, scientist, producer, and a public figure. He has twice been a
member of the Board of Directors of the Bulgarian National Radio. He has participated in five
research projects related to media literacy development, i.e. European Media Coach Initiative,
(European Commission, 2018-2020); Project No. BG051P0O001-3.1.09, entitled "Development
of the Doctoral School, Sofia University; a project, entitled “Culture, Media, Language, and
Sustainable Development, 2009-2018; a project Noe BG051P0O001-3.1.09.09, called "System for
qualification and career development of teachers at higher education institutions"; project Ne
0005 BG051P0O001-3.1.09-0005, called "Development of the system of qualification and career
development of academic staff of Sofia University", 2009-2017 and others.

He has also participated in many national and international scientific conferences,

congresses and symposia and has numerous scientific publications.
