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A. Information on the procedure:

The Associate Professorship competition has been announced for the needs of the Faculty of
History, Sofia University "St. Kliment Okhridski"”, Department of History of Byzantium and the
Balkan Peoples. Chief Assistant Professor Maria Georgieva Baramova is the only applicant for the
position. The materials submitted by her meet all the requirements of the ZRASRB and provide
ample opportunity to evaluate his scholarly achievements as well as her teaching, project and other
organizational activities. The scientific measurement indicators of the candidate fully correspond

to the minimal national legal requirements in all four groups of indicators.

B. Information on the applicant:

1. Professional record

Maria Baramova is a graduate of the Sofia University “Sv.Kliment Okhridski,” completing
her Master’s Degree in History in 2000. For the next few years she was employed as editor
in several publishing houses. I personally have known her since 2001, while she was
working for AMITICIA which was publishing one of my works and can attest to the deep
impression she made on me with a scrupulous work and meticulousness. She was also a

historical consultant at the Bulgarian National Television Service and part-time lecturer in
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Modern Balkan History at the South-West University "Neofit Rilski.” Since 2008 she has
been employed by the Sofia University “Sv.Kliment Okhridski,” steadily rising within the
ranks and currently holding the position of Chief Assistant Professor. In 2012 she defended
her dissertation "Danube in European-Ottoman relations, 1396-1566 AD. Geopolitical,
strategic and military aspects™ and acquired the title of Doctor of Historical Sciences. She
subsequently published her revised doctoral dissertation to great acclaim. Next to her
intensive teaching activities, in the following seven years Maria Baramova has
impressively gown as a researcher (see my evaluation below). She has been also an active
participant in international networks and has presented her work at international fora. Her
specialization has taken her to leading scholarly centers in Germany and Austria
(universities, institutes and libraries) of which most noteworthy is her close collaboration
with the University of Vienna and Institute for European History in Mainz, Germany where
she held the position of "research associate” in 2011-2012. Her reputation has resulted in
her appointment on the editorial boards of two distinguished scholarly publications. Maria
Baramova is multilingual: in addition to her native Bulgarian, she is fluent in German,
English and Russian. To this one should add her enviable paleographic and diplomatic
expertise working in the Austrian archives, the famed Haus-, Hof- und Staatsarchiv in
Vienna. There is no doubt that this is a qualified professional in her chosen field with

considerable expertise.

2. Scholarly evaluation

There are two lists submitted by the candidate as required by the rules of the competition:
one of her total scholarly output; the other confined to the publications with which she
participates in the present competition, including her work after 2012. While my evaluation
is expected to be confined to the latter, one should mention the overall impressive amount
of preceding quality work. Dr. Baramova participates in the present competition as the sole
author of two monographs, thirteen articles and chapters (of which 5 in Bulgarian, 5 in
German, and 3 in English) and the co-editor of four scholarly collections, and well as the

co-compiler of a historical atlas.
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The principle work on which her candidacy rests is her habilitation monograph Power
Translation: Peace Agreements between the Habsburgs and the Sublime Porte, 1547-1747,
(item 1) which came out in Bulgarian in 2019 with the University Publishing House. This
work will become a welcome addition of what is known today as the New Diplomatic
History, a historiographic turn which fused the older international history with cultural
history. It is influenced also by the burgeoning Translation Studies. Consisting of four
chapters, the book masterly displays the author’s grip of different historiographical
approaches and genres: from theoretical analysis of the notions of war and peace,
specifically perpetual peace, to broad political framing of the relations between the
Habsburg and Ottoman Empire in the course of two centuries, to minute discourse analysis
with special attention to the translation process and the role of the dragomans, to a laudable
attention to microhistory and the role of the individual (introducing the activities of the
Habsburg ambassador Heinrich Christoph Freiherr von Penckler). The author’s in-depth
study of the diplomatic dispatches and texts of the preliminary negotiations as well as
treaties ending the numerous conflicts between these two adjacent empires, as well as the
perusal of the contemporary press, allows her to posit a two-stage process in the relations
between the Habsburg and Ottomans. Premised on the central category of her analysis -
the translation process — but going beyond, while still recognizing the centrality of the
linguistic component, Dr. Baramova convincingly argues for an “asymmetrical phase,”
premised on the relative strength of the Ottomans between 1547 and 1699, followed by a
“symmetrical phase,” accompanying the relative fading of Ottoman hegemony. Especially
interesting is her analysis of the Treaty of Belgrade of 1739 and the additions of 1547 which
sealed the end of the “Turkish Fear,” opening the slow process which would eventually
end by including the already enfeebled Ottoman Empire as a member of the Concert of
Europe in the middle of the nineteenth century. There is no doubt that this book makes an
original contribution both theoretically with its comparative analysis of the understanding
of war and peace in the Christian and Muslim world during the early modern period, and
factographically, by introducing new information about events and processes based on

archival research.

Dr. Baramova other monograph, Europe, the Danube and the Ottomans (1396-1541) was
published in 2014 and is based on her doctoral dissertation (item 2). In terms of
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chronological coverage, it precedes the habilitation work. An important work, it posits the
river Danube as ecological given and political, ideological and cultural boundary, making
a highly original contribution to the so-called Frontier Studies. Like the following work of
2019, it is based on scrupulous, indeed exhaustive, work on the German-language sources
between the 15" and 17" centuries. The submitted thirteen articles and chapters are all
within the central field of interest of the candidate: Habsburg-Ottoman relations and, more
broadly, Christian-Muslim relations and their impact on Central and Southeastern Europe
in the early modern period. Some are more detailed elaborations or versions of the main
themes of the habilitation work (items 4, 5, 7, 8, and 13). Others deal with completely new
themes, such as Zedler’s Universal Lexicon (items 10 and 15), Kleemans’s travels as a
historical source (item 9), Habsburg trade in the Balkans in the seventeenth century (item
11), the Ottoman Empire and the Thirty-Year War (item 3), the place of Bulgaria in
German encyclopedias (item 12), and European cartography in the early modern period
(item 14). The reference to citations displays an active presence, both quantitatively and

qualitatively, with 120 citations in databases such as Scopus and Web of Science.

3. Teaching and project activities

Dr. Baramova is an active and respected member of the History Department. She has taught
numerous courses, both at the bachelor’s (B.A.) and master’s (M.A.) level in both
Bulgarian and English. On my count, she has supervised 24 students’ bachelor's and
master’s theses. She has either organized or participated in seminars, workshops or summer
schools for undergraduates and graduate students. Her co-authorship/co-compilership of
the Historical Atlas of South-Eastern Europe is a testament to her pedagogical dedication.
She has an active presence in scholarly conferences in Bulgaria and abroad, 27 in all. Her
project participation is staggering — 24, including projects she is leading, financed by the
NSF the University “Alma Mater” and CAS, as well as European programs such as
TEMPUS, COST, and DAAD.
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C. Conclusion

Based on my detailed and careful examination of the dossier of Dr. Maria Baramova, it is my great
pleasure to recommend unhesitatingly to the Honorable Committee to confer the title of Associate
Professor, Professional Field: 2.2. History and Archeology (New Balkan History) to Chief
Assistant Professor Maria Georgieva Baramova, PhD. In all mandatory aspects — research,
teaching and project activity — her profile complies fully to the requirements of the Law for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its

implementation, requested for holding the position of Associate Professor.
