defense by Milena Licheva of the dissertation paper for award of the educational and scientific degree
"PhD" in professional field 3.6. "Law" (Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure) on
"Administrative Legal Regime of Forests and Forest territories"

Milena Simeonova Licheva is a Master of Law from the Faculty of Law of Sofia University “St. Kliment
Ohridski" since 1996. In the period 1996-1998 she was a legal advisor at the National Forestry
Administration with the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry, where she participated in the
development of the Law on the Restoration of Ownership of Forests and Lands in the Forest Fund, the
Forestry Act, the Hunting and Game Conservation Act, as well as the by-laws on their application. From
1998 to 2001 she was Parliamentary Secretary at the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry. In the period
2001 - 2005 she was an advisor in the XXXIX National Assembly in the field of agriculture and forests.
Since 2003 she has been engaged with legal aid. The practical dimensions of her knowledge are
reflected in her consultations on a Project in support of the institutional reforms of the Forestry sector
IDF No. TF096228 of the World Bank(2010-2011). Milena Licheva has teaching experience, which she
gained from 1999 to 2005, when she was a Senior Law Assistant at the University of Forestry - Sofia,
and taught courses in the field of environmental legislation and environmental law. She is a PhD
student on a self-study basis.

The dissertation paper presented - “Administrative legal regime of forests and forest territories”
consisting of 262 pages, contains an introduction, three chapters and a conclusion. A significant
number of specialized papers was used as its basis - 61 monographs, 19 studies and articles in
Bulgarian, English and German, 69 of them in Cyrillic and 11 in Latin, 3 documents (reports and
analyzes), as well as information from 10 websites cited by the author. It contains 337 references,
formulated as footnotes in accordance with the BS standard for citations. The author has five
publications on the topic of the dissertation, described at the end of the abstract.

The dissertation deals with the administrative legal regime of the forest territories and the individual
administrative proceedings, which regulate the conditions and the procedure for exercising rights over
forests. She sets herself the task of examining the history of forest law; the powers of the forest
management authorities; the legal specifics of the concepts of "forests" and "forest territories", the
types of ownership thereon, the legal restrictions on the acquisition and ownership of land in forest
territories, as well as the differences in the administrative legal regime arising from the subject of the
property right; specific administrative proceedings, the successful conduct of which leads to a change
in the administrative legal regime applicable to a certain plot and, accordingly, to a change in the
degree of governmental regulation, etc. The work presented argues for the need to create adequate
legal regulation that provides motivation for the provision of ecosystem services and forms specific de
lege ferenda proposals.

The relevance of the theoretical work is indisputable and its appearance in the doctrine - timely, given
the fact that our national forest legislation is considered in the context of the common European Union



policy in the field. The scientific value of the dissertation lies in its novelty in the legal literature, which
lacks theoretical development after the accession of the Republic of Bulgaria to the EU in 2007,
dedicated to the legal aspects of the common European priority for ensuring sustainable or
environmentally sound management of forest territories.

The scientific study uses the historical legal method, the comparative legal method, the inductive
method and the deductive method of analysis.

The introduction skillfully justifies the need for discussions in the legal doctrine on the issue of the
environmental, social and economic impact that forests and forest territories have on society. It clearly
defines the subject of the study and the tasks that the theoretical paper raises.

In Chapter One, “Historical Development of the Legal Regime of Forests after the Liberation.
Nationalization and restitution of forests. The concept of administrative legal regime of forest
territories and forest management bodies" tracks the creation of forest laws after the Liberation,
through which forests and forest territories become subject to property rights, as well as the need for
state intervention in the implementation of this law, with a view to balancing the interests of forest
owners and the public interest that requires the conservation of the forest as a natural, economic and
environmental product. The reasons that led to the predominant state ownership of forests in Bulgaria
are investigated. The scientific paper defines the content of the concept of "administrative legal regime
of forest territories". This part of the thesis provides a comprehensive overview of the functions of the
forest management authorities.

Chapter Two, "The concept of forest territories and types of ownership thereon. Transformations in
forest territories - concept and types” clarifies the content of the term 'territory', for which the current
legislation does not provide a legal definition. The concepts of "forests" and "forest territories" are
analyzed in detail. The concept of "transformations in forests" is distinguished, including specific
administrative proceedings, the conduct of which results in changes in the administrative regime
applicable to a certain plot.

Chapter Three, “Management of plots in forest territories: Construction and easements in forested
territories. Right of use, rent and lease, management of forest roads. Ecosystem services from the forest
territories" analyzes the special administrative proceedings aimed at establishing the right to build,
easements and the right of use on plots located in forest territories; the proceedings leading to their
rental or lease, as well as those governing the management of forest roads, but also those specified in
Chapter XVII of the Forest Act, because the provision of ecosystem services from forest territories is
part of a comprehensive, environmentally friendly and sustainable regime for their management.

A number of significant problems are thoroughly analyzed in the theoretical paper, with the following
being of a highly contributing nature:

1. a detailed study of the administrative legal regime of forests and forest territories in the context of
EU- policies;

2. extensive discussion of the types of ownership of forests and forest territories, restrictions on the
right of ownership of forests, the unclear legal regulations in the field;

3. a comprehensive examination of the administrative proceedings constituting "transformations in
the forest territories" and the issues identified in those proceedings;

4. the precise presentation of the main problems in the special forest legislation resulting from the lack
of practical application of the rules;



5. identified contradictions and gaps in the special legal framework and the proposed de lege ferenda
solutions for overcoming them.

The content of the questions posed by the PhD student shows that Milena Licheva possesses the
necessary creativity to express her opinion in a competent and reasoned manner. The theoretical
paper is well systematized. The analysis is conducted concisely. At the end of each section, the issue
under discussion is critically commented on. The author thoroughly discusses all issues relevant to the
topic, examines them in their entirety. She utilizes the achievements of the historical, constitutional,
administrative, property, contractual legal doctrines. The language used is clear and accurate. The only
minor drawback of the scientific work is the long titles of the chapters, which does not affect the quality
of the latter.

The dissertation "Administrative Legal Regime of Forests and Forest Territories" is a scientific work that
contains scientifically applied results with an original contribution to the administrative legal science
and demonstrates that Milena Licheva has broad theoretical knowledge in the specialty
"Administrative Law and Administrative Procedure", as well as the ability for independent scientific
research. The scientific work meets the requirements for structure and content under Art. 27 of the
Rules for Implementation of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria and of Art. 64 of the Rules on the Terms and Conditions for Acquisition of Academic Degrees
and Taking Academic Positions at the Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski".
